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MEMORANDUM OF EDUCATIONAL COOPERATION

BETWEEN

THE GOVERNMENT OF MANITOBA AS REPRESENTED BY THE

MANITOBA SCHOOL FOR THE DEAF (CANADA)
AND

TOYOHASHI SCHOOL FOR THE DEAF (JAPAN)

PREAMBLE

WHEREAS, the Manitoba School for the Deaf, Canada (hereinafter
“Manitoba”) and the Toyohashi School for the Deaf (hereinafter “Toyohashi”)
are committed to the provision of exceptional educational experiences for
their students;

WHEREAS Manitoba and Toyohashi believe that reciprocal student and staff
exchange programs can enhance the quality of instruction as well as provide
important opportunities for cultural exchange, the development of global
citizenship skills and the growth of intercultural understanding; and

WHEREAS, Manitoba and Toyohashi have engaged in such educational
cooperation for the past three years and would like to see such exchanges
maintained and expanded;

THEREFORE, Manitoba and Toyohashi enter into this Memorandum of
Understanding with the intention of enhancing student learning, encouraging
educational relations, and contributing to the bonds of friendship between the
two countries and their people.

PRINCIPLES

Manitoba and Toyohashi hereby agree to exchange students and staff from
their respective schools based on the following principles:

A. Selection of Participants

1. All students and staff who participate in the exchange program shall be
bona fide students or staff of the home institution. Prospective
participants will be selected for the exchange by the principal or
director of the participant's home institution.



2. At least six months before the anticipated date of exchange the home

institution will share the names of the students and/or staff to be
exchanged that particular year with the host institution.

Students and staff will be exchanged on an alternating basis. Students
and staff from Toyohashi will visit Manitoba one year with students and
staff from Manitoba visiting Toyohashi the following year.

The exchange program shall operate on a reciprocal basis with general
parity in numbers of exchange students over the term of the
Memorandum of Understanding.

lll. RESPONSIBILITIES

A. Fees, Expenses and Accommodation

1s

Students will pay the normal tuition fees at their home institution for the
period of the exchange if such fees are required. The host institution
will not charge any tuition fees or other educational fees to in-coming
exchange students.

The host institution will arrange for interpreters, as necessary, for the
exchange staff and students.

The host institution will arrange accommodation for exchange students
and staff in its dormitory or alternative accommodation as may be
necessary. Participants will not be required to pay any fees for
accommodation to the host institution.

Exchange participants are responsible for the cost of international
travel, medical insurance, passport and visa application fees, and
personal items.

Each participating student or staff member will be required to purchase
medical insurance that will provide sufficient coverage for any
expenses that may be incurred while traveling or during his/her stay at
the host institution.

B. Assisting Participants with Expenses

:

All expenses incurred by either party to this Memorandum of
Understanding shall be borne solely by the party incurring them and
neither party is obliged to reimburse the other unless agreed in writing.
Monetary or in-kind support for participating students, schools,
teachers, administrators or chaperones may be provided at the
discretion of each party.

Arrangements for financial support made by one party to this
Memorandum of Understanding do not obligate the other party to
similar arrangements.



. C. Abiding by Rules and Regulations

1. Exchange participants hosted by each institution will be required to
comply with the insurance policies and procedures for international
students.

2. Selected students shall abide by all applicable rules and regulations of
the home and host institutions and by all applicable laws, rules, and
regulations of the home and host countries.

D. Designated Contact Offices

1. Each party will designate an office that will be responsible for ensuring
the integrity of this Memorandum and serve as the main point of
contact for any questions or concerns arising from the Memorandum.

IV. ADMINISTRATIVE MATTERS
A. LIMITATIONS

1. This Memorandum of Understanding is not intended to be legally
binding or to impose legal obligations on either party and shall have no
legal force or effect.

2. Neither party to this Memorandum is responsible for the actions of third
parties or associates who may be involved in the student exchange
program.

B. Duration, Renewal and Termination of the Memorandum of
Understanding

1. This Memorandum of Understanding is effective on the date of
signature and will remain in effect for five years from that time.
i 2. Atthe end of the five-year period, the parties can either choose to
( : j renew the current Memorandum of Understanding, amend and renew
' the Memorandum or terminate the Memorandum.
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3. If one or both of the parties chooses to terminate the Memorandum,
notification to that effect must be provided in writing as early as
possible and no less than six months prior to the date of termination.
Ongoing activities will be concluded as originally agreed.

C. Review and Amendment of the Memorandum of Understanding

1. The Memorandum will be reviewed on an annual basis by both parties
to ensure that cooperation is progressing as planned.

2. Other mutually agreeable undertakings may be pursued in conjunction
with this Memorandum. All changes or undertakings must be outlined
in writing and signed by both parties.

Signed in duplicate in the English and Japanese languages, each version
being equally valid.
