Four new agreement types have been added to the Child and Family
Services Act. These agreements provide CFS agencies with more

out of court options and new ways to work with and preserve
re e m e n s families when there are concerns. Agreements can support children
in their home with their parents, in a kinship arrangement or

under Customary Care. Parents keep guardianship and can actively
be involved in planning for their children. These agreements

support the National Standards that create placement priorities for
Indigenous children and families. CFS agencies will collaborate with

their Nations to develop their own standards and policy for how
these Agreements are used.
