NEW! 2-dose Varicella and Rotavirus Immunization Programs:

Effective April 1% 2014, Manitoba's Routine Immunization Schedule will be expanding to
include:

e Rotavirus vaccine to be administered at 2 and 4 months of age for those who were born
on or after March 1, 2014. The rotavirus vaccine will be available to order on the new
Manitoba Health Vaccines and Biologics Order Form that will be available on April 1,
2014 and found online at
http://www.gov.mb.ca/health/publichealth/cdc/protocol/vaccinebiologics.pdf

e A second dose of varicella vaccine at 4-6 years for those born on or after January 1,
2008. The combined measles-mumps-rubella-varicella (MMRYV) vaccine can be used.
