By unanimous consent, the sequence for consideration of estimates, as outlined in Sessional
Paper No. 110 tabled on May 11, 1999, and subsequently amended, was further amended in order that
Consumer and Corporate Affairs be considered in the Chamber until 4:00 p.m. followed by Northern
Affairs and Finance be considered in Room 255 for Tuesday, June 29, 1999, only.
