4(5.5)  The board must 

 

(a) conduct research to determine if the injuries referred to in subsection (5.1) are 

occupational diseases, the dominant cause of which is the employment as a casual or part-

time member of a municipal fire brigade; and 

 

(b) prepare a report on the status of the research and submit it to the minister no later than 

three years after the coming into force of this subsection, and the minister shall lay a copy of 

the report before the Assembly within 15 days after receiving it if the Assembly is sitting or, 

if it is not, within 15 days after the beginning of the next sitting.
