Mr. DYCK – Legislative Assembly of Manitoba to request the Minister of Transportation and 

Government Services to consider honouring the previous commitment and complete the four-laning of 

highway 32 through the City of Winkler, absorbing all costs related to the construction, as previously 

agreed; to consider the responsibility of the Department of Transportation and Government Services for 

the construction of rural highways; to consider the significant and strategic importance of the completion 

of four-laning highway 32 through the City of Winkler, especially as it relates to the economic growth 

and development of the City of Winkler and its trading area; and to consider the valuable contribution of 

the City of Winkler and its trading area to the provincial economy, and re-prioritize the four-laning of 

highway 32 for the 2004 construction season. (B. Braun, B. Hildebrand, G. Spenst and others)
