Mr. REIMER — Legislative Assembly of Manitoba to request the Minister of Health to ensure that
his attempts to balance his department's finances are not at the expense of the health and well-being of
vulnerable Manitobans suffering from addiction and to consider monitoring the waiting lists for addiction
treatment and to consider ensuring that timely treatment for Manitobans with addictions is not
compromised by the Provincial Government's decision to cut the AFM's annual budget. (M. Stevinson,

Mr. FAURSCHOU — Legislative Assembly of Manitoba to request the Provincial Government to
