Ms. KORZENIOWSKI moved:
Resolution No. 2: Celebration of the 60" Anniversary of VE-Day

WHEREAS World War Il was declared on September 3, 1939 by Britain and France against
Germany after they invaded Poland; and

WHEREAS the war eventually encompassed Europe, Asia, Africa, and the far-flung islands of
the Pacific as well; and

WHEREAS the war was the greatest and most destructive war in history which strained the
economic capabilities of major nations and left many countries on the edge of collapse; and

WHEREAS more than an estimated 17 million members of the armed forces of the various
belligerents perished during the conflict; and

WHEREAS in the six years of conflict, Canada enlisted more than one million men and women
in the armed forces with over 55,000 wounded and 45,000 giving their lives in the cause of peace and
freedom; and

WHEREAS on May 7, 1945 Germany surrendered and May 8th was declared V-E day (Victory
in Europe).

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Legislative Assembly of Manitoba, in celebration of
the 60™ anniversary of VE-Day, express on behalf of all Manitobans, our deepest sympathies and thanks
for the sacrifices of those Canadians who joined the forces and those that supported the war effort on
home base; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that this Assembly call on all generations and governments to be
involved in the ongoing struggle for world peace and social justice.
