Mrs. ROWAT – Legislative Assembly of Manitoba to urge the Premier to consider ensuring that 

acute care and emergency services are available to the residents of Rivers and surrounding areas in their 
local hospital and to live up to his promise to not close the Rivers Hospital and to request that the 
Minister of Health consider developing a long term solution to the chronic shortages of frontline 
healthcare professionals in rural Manitoba. (C. White, Y. Swayze, C. Hodkin and others) 

 
Mr. GOERTZEN – Legislative Assembly of Manitoba to request the Premier of Manitoba to 

consider covering the cost of insulin pumps that are prescribed by an Endocrinologist or Medical Doctor 
under the Manitoba Health Insurance Plan.

(MTCC) which will ensure that patients receive the nearest ambulance in the least amount of time and to 
consider ensuring that appropriate funding is provided to maintain superior response times and 
sustainable services.
