THAT Bill 3 be amended in Clause 15(1) by striking out "At least once every five years" and
substituting "Each year".

(@) in Clause 21(2), by striking out "and" at the end of clause (a), adding "and" at the end of
clause (b) and adding the following after clause (b):

(c) appear before the Standing Committee on Legislative Affairs at least once each year to
report on child health in Manitoba.

(b) by adding the following after Clause 21(8) and before the next centred heading:
Meeting of legislative committee to consider child health
21.1(1) The President of the Executive Council must convene a meeting of the Standing
Committee on Legislative Affairs at least once each year to hear from the members of the advisory
committee and consider their report on child health in Manitoba.
Meetings of committee

21.1(2) To carry out its responsibilities, the Standing Committee on Legislative Affairs may meet
during a session of the Legislature or during a recess after prorogation.
