Mr. SCHULER - Legislative Assembly of Manitoba to urge the Provincial Government to consider
adequate funding for the PAA on a long-term basis to ensure that the current retired teachers, as well as
all future retirees, receive a fair COLA.

Mrs. TAILLIEU — Legislative Assembly of Manitoba to request the Minister of Infrastructure and
Transportation to consider making the completion of the dividing of the Trans Canada Highway in
Headingley in 2008 an urgent Provincial Government priority and to consider evaluating whether any
other steps can be taken to improve motorist safety while the dividing of the Trans Canada Highway in
Headingley is being completed.

Mrs. ROWAT — Legislative Assembly of Manitoba to request the Premier to consider amending
and strengthening section 52 of The Child and Family Services Act to allow for the greater protection of
children in care from exploitation and to consider urging the Federal Government to raise the age of
protection to a minimum of sixteen years of age.
