Resolution No. 5;: Condemnation of Holocaust Denial

WHEREAS January 27 has been designated by the United Nations as the annual International
Day of Commemoration in Memory of Victims of the Holocaust; and

WHEREAS on January 28, 2007, 103 sponsor states, including Canada, supported United
Nations resolution 60/7 condemning the denial of the Holocaust; and

WHEREAS the remembrance of the Holocaust is critical to prevent further acts of genocide; and

WHEREAS efforts to deny the Holocaust ignore the historical fact of those terrible events and
increases the risk they will be repeated; and

WHEREAS all people and states have a vital stake in a world free of genocide; and

WHEREAS Manitobans defend human rights and are passionately committed to the principles of
diversity and multiculturalism.
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THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Legislative Assembly of Manitoba make public,
through the affirmation of its support for UN resolution 60/7, that it rejects and condemns without
reservation any denial of the Holocaust as a historical event, either in full or in part, or any activities to
this end, wherever and whenever they may occur.
