Resolution No. 2: 100th Anniversary of Chinese Settlement in Manitoba

WHEREAS 2009 marks 100 years of Chinese settlement in Manitoba and Winnipeg’s Chinatown
will celebrate this anniversary throughout the year; and

WHEREAS Winifred Paktong, the first Chinese female born in Manitoba, who was named after
her hometown of Winnipeg, is still alive and will be celebrating her ninety-seventh birthday on May 30,
2009; and

WHEREAS nearly 18,000 people of Chinese descent currently reside in the province; and

WHEREAS China is the third largest source of recent immigrants to Manitoba at 5.6% of the new
immigrant population in 2007; and
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WHEREAS the Government of Manitoba recognizes that immigration contributes significantly to
sustaining economic development and strengthens respect for cultural diversity; and

WHEREAS the Manitoban Chinese community is a diverse and vibrant population that
contributes to the province’s rich multicultural mosaic;

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED THAT the Legislative Assembly of Manitoba congratulate the
Chinese community on the 100" anniversary of its settlement in Manitoba and recognize the vital role it
plays in the province; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED THAT the Legislative Assembly of Manitoba thank the
community for its contributions to the Manitoba Mosaic.
