Hon. Mr. BLAIKIE moved: 
 
Resolution No. 10:  90th Anniversary of 1919 Winnipeg General Strike 
 
WHEREAS for more than six weeks in the spring of 1919 Winnipeg experienced an 

unprecedented display of labour solidarity between local union and non-union workers from the private 
and public sectors; and 

 
WHEREAS the Winnipeg General Strike of 1919 was precipitated by opposition to the principle 

of collective bargaining, and the need for better wages and working conditions; and 
 
WHEREAS the strikers were seeking to achieve social and economic justice by peaceful means, 

but were nonetheless confronted with aggressive reactions from their employers and various levels of 
government, including the events of June 21, 1919 known as “Bloody Saturday”, a day when the Royal 
North-West Mounted Police, riding on horseback, charged and fired into a crowd of strike supporters, 
resulting in many injured, numerous arrests and one death; and 
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WHEREAS the Winnipeg General Strike was fundamental in influencing legislators to oblige 
employers to recognize the rights of workers to bargain through their union; and 

 
WHEREAS the people of Winnipeg showed their support for the goals of the strike by going on 

to elect many of the strike leaders to public office, including Canadian social gospel pioneer J. S. 
Woodsworth, who later became the founding leader of the Co-operative Commonwealth Federation. 

 
THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Legislative Assembly of Manitoba recognize the 

significant historical contribution of the Winnipeg General Strike in 1919 to the struggle for social justice 
in Manitoba; and 

 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Legislative Assembly of Manitoba commemorate the 

90th Anniversary of the Winnipeg General Strike as an important historical event in the development of 
this province.
