On motion of Hon. Mr. MACKINTOSH, Bill (No. 35) — The Condominium Amendment Act
(Phased Condominium Development)/Loi modifiant la Loi sur les condominiums (aménagement par
phases), was read a First Time and had its purposes outlined.

The following petitions were presented and read:

Mr. MAGUIRE — Legislative Assembly of Manitoba to request the Minister of Conservation to
consider immediately placing the recent changes to the Onsite Wastewater Management System (OWMYS)
Regulation under The Environment Act on hold until such time that a review can take place to ensure that
they are based on sound science and to consider implementing the prohibition on wastewater ejector
systems on a case-by-case basis as determined by environmental need in ecologically sensitive areas and
to consider offering financial incentives to help affected Manitoba property owners adapt to these
regulatory changes. (E. Lewin, R. Gilliland, P. Coy and others)

Mr. MCFADYEN — Legislative Assembly of Manitoba to request that the Provincial Government
consider immediately providing Revlimid as a choice to patients with Multiple Myeloma and their health
care providers in Manitoba through public funding. (H. Eby, J. Rivet, B. Hanna and others)

Mr. SCHULER — Legislative Assembly of Manitoba to request that the Minister of Transportation
consider the immediate twinning of the PTH #15 Floodway Bridge for the safety of the citizens of
Manitoba. (L. Reeves, C. Martin, H. Kerr and others)

Mrs. STEFANSON — Legislative Assembly of Manitoba to request that the Provincial Government

consider immediately providing Revlimid as a choice to patients with Multiple Myeloma and their health
care providers in Manitoba through public funding. (H. Kraemer, P. Kraemer, M. Blei and others)
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Mr. PEDERSEN — Legislative Assembly of Manitoba to urge the Provincial Government to
consider proceeding with the cheaper, shorter and more logical east side route, subject to necessary
regulatory approvals, to save ratepayers hundreds of millions of dollars during these challenging
economic times.
