Resolution No. 6:  Taxpayer Fairness for Manitobans 

 

WHEREAS a fair, transparent and accountable tax structure is one of the pillars of our 

democratic setup; and 

 

WHEREAS taxpayers should have a right to access and understand their rights and duties and 

hold public bodies accountable on how taxpayer funds are managed; and 

 

WHEREAS the Federal Government of Canada introduced a Taxpayer Bill of Rights that outlines 

the rights of taxpayers and makes the process of dealing with taxes or taxation issues more transparent 

and accessible; and 
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WHEREAS establishing a taxpayer bill of rights would enable taxpayers to understand their 

entitlements and right to appeal when they disagree; and  

 

WHEREAS British Columbia also introduced a Taxpayer Fairness and Service code; and 

 

WHEREAS the code ensures that taxpayers are aware of their rights in their interactions with the 

Ministry of Finance and its staff, outlines the standards and behavior they can expect from ministry staff 

and provides information on how to have concerns addressed; and 

 

WHEREAS as the British Columbia model illustrates, the advantages of a taxpayer bill of rights 

far outweigh the minor cost and administrative burden to the government; and 

 

WHEREAS Manitobans would benefit from a similar taxpayer bill of rights due to the reasons 

outlined above and would consequently be more likely to pay taxes and obey the rules.  

 

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Legislative Assembly of Manitoba consider 

implementing a taxpayer bill of rights or taxpayer fairness code to the benefit of all Manitobans.
