Mr. PALLISTER moved:
Resolution No. 2: Matrimonial Property Rights on Reserves

WHEREAS the Aboriginal population in Manitoba is 15.9% of the total provincial population;
and

WHEREAS Aboriginal women make up 7.7% of Manitoba’s total population which is projected
to increase by 24% by 2017; and

WHEREAS the Manitoba department of Aboriginal and Northern Affairs states their vision is
“An improved quality of life and opportunities for Manitoba's Aboriginal and northern people”; and

WHEREAS the Indian Act does not protect the property rights of Aboriginal women living on
Reserves; and
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WHEREAS there have been many cases where Aboriginal women and children living on reserves
have been forced into homelessness or insecurity following the death of a spouse or breakdown of a
relationship; and

WHEREAS Manitoba’s Aboriginal Justice Inquiry recommended action on this issue in 1988,
along with the Royal Commission on Aboriginal Peoples in 1997 and the United Nations Committee on
Economic, Social and Cultural Rights in 1998.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Legislative Assembly of Manitoba urge the Federal
Government to pass Bill S-2: Family Homes on Reserves and Matrimonial Interests or Rights Act.

THAT an additional clause be added stating that: THEREFORE BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED
that a copy of this resolution is sent by the Speaker to the Federal Minister of Aboriginal Affairs and
Northern Development.
