Mr. DEWAR moved: 

 

Resolution No. 3:  Rural CancerCare Hubs 

 

WHEREAS when faced with a potential cancer diagnosis, families want the fastest possible 

access to testing and treatment; and 

 

WHEREAS wait times for radiation therapy grew to be dangerously long at  six weeks in 1999, 

with up to an 18 week wait for prostate cancers; and 

 

WHEREAS the Provincial Government has worked hard with CancerCare Manitoba and other 

partners to dramatically reduce the wait time for radiation therapy to an average of one week or less, the 

lowest in Canada, and over the same period Manitoba has also seen dramatic improvements in cancer 

survival rates; and 

 

WHEREAS the Provincial Government has introduced the most comprehensive plan in Canada to 

reduce wait times from the moment a patient’s doctor first suspects cancer to when treatment begins, 

including the testing, referrals, diagnosis and treatment planning in between; and 

 

WHEREAS this plan includes upgrading the 16 rural chemotherapy sites into CancerCare Hubs, 

like the one in Morden-Winkler, with Brandon, Selkirk, Steinbach and Thompson to follow over the  next 

year; and 

 

WHEREAS the new rural CancerCare Hubs will complement other elements of the Provincial 

Government’s cancer fighting plan, which includes cancer prevention strategies, covering the costs of 

cancer treatment and drugs, more advanced testing, after hours care and other supports for cancer patients 

thereby helping to both prevent cancer and catch it earlier. 

 

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that  the Legislative Assembly commend those health care 

professionals who deliver cancer services across the province to ensure that Manitobans affected by 

cancer have the best possible chance of beating the disease; and 
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BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Legislative Assembly urge the Provincial Government to 

continue investing in strategies that support cancer patients and their families, including the Provincial 

Government’s commitment to ensuring Manitoba families have the fastest access in the country to world 

class cancer testing, diagnostics and treatment.
