WHEREAS in 1991 Manitoba Hydro unveiled their Power Smart program to conserve electricity;
and

WHEREAS the Power Smart program has reduced annual generation requirements by 577
megawatts over its lifetime; and

WHEREAS the 2011 Power Smart program plan targets reducing generation demand by 329
megawatts over the next 15 years; and

WHEREAS the Public Utilities Board urged Manitoba Hydro to incorporate higher energy
efficiency goals into the Power Smart program and to maintain or increase its financial support for the
program.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Legislative Assembly of Manitoba commend

Manitoba Hydro for their innovative Power Smart programs that improve Manitoba’s environmental
sustainability; and
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BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Legislative Assembly of Manitoba urge Manitoba Hydro
to continue to invest in the Power Smart program; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Legislative Assembly of Manitoba urge Manitoba Hydro
to cancel its $750,000 advertising campaign and redirect those funds to Power Smart programming.
