5(1)  Section 1 comes into force on a day to be fixed by proclamation.

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Mrs. DRIEDGER then moved:
THAT Bill 20 be amended by adding the following after Clause 2(2):

2(2.1) The following is added after section 1.2 and before the centred heading that
follows it:

Study of impact of increased sales tax on the poor

1.3(2) Within one year after this section is enacted, the minister must cause an
independent study to be conducted for the purpose of determining the impact of the increase in
the general sales tax rate on poor and disadvantaged Manitobans.

Tabling study in Assembly

1.3(2) The minister must table a copy of the study in the Assembly within 15 days after
receiving it if the Assembly is sitting or, if it is not, within 15 days after the next sitting begins.

Publishing study on government website
1.3(3) The minister must publish the study on a government website.
