Mr. PETTERSEN moved:
Resolution No. 3: Support for Jobs and Skills Training
WHEREAS good jobs for families are key to developing Manitoba’s economy; and

WHEREAS the Provincial Government is committed to adding 75,000 new workers to the labour
force by the year 2020; and

WHEREAS education and training initiatives such as the Federal-Provincial Labour Market
Agreement are critical to achieving this goal; and

WHEREAS Manitoba has successfully developed and delivered training under the current
framework, with especially effective partnerships between government and industry to meet the labour
market needs of northern communities; and

WHEREAS the Federal Government has announced that it will be displacing funding from the
Labour Market Agreement to implement the new Canada Jobs Grant program; and
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WHEREAS the Canada Jobs Grant lacks the flexibility that is available under the current Labour
Market Agreement to develop jobs in northern Manitoba and does not address concerns for vulnerable
workers, including social assistance participants and Aboriginal peoples; and

WHEREAS requirements under the new Canada Jobs Grant will hurt job creation in Manitoba by
limiting funding to one grant per individual per lifetime thereby not addressing the need for essential and
foundational skills training.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Legislative Assembly of Manitoba recognize the
importance of skills training that meets the individual needs of workers as well as the requirements of
employers and the Manitoba economy; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Legislative Assembly of Manitoba urge the Federal
Government to work with the Province of Manitoba to deliver meaningful skills training programming
tailored to the needs of Manitobans and the needs of Manitoba’s economy.
