Resolution No. 6: Recognizing the Value of 4H Programs in Manitoba

WHEREAS health, science, and agriculture are vitally important to all of Manitoba and its
economy; and

WHEREAS agriculture and food production education are essential to teaching and
understanding the value of agriculture and food in Manitoba; and

WHEREAS educating Manitobans on food production leads to favourable economic and social
outcomes; and
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WHEREAS the 4H program promotes and develops citizenship, leadership, responsibility and
life skills; and

WHEREAS 4H programs in Manitoba incorporate hands-on project development for youth in
areas of health, science and agriculture; and

WHEREAS 4H is a cooperative community extension and youth development program adaptable
to anywhere in the province.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Legislative Assembly of Manitoba urge the Provincial
Government to continue to recognize the value of 4H programs in Manitoba by encouraging schools to
establish guidelines and standards to enable educational accreditation of 4H agricultural programs.
