The Official Time Act to abolish daylight saving time in Manitoba effective November 4, 2019, resulting in 

Manitoba remaining on Central Standard Time (CST) throughout the year and in perpetuity. (M. Harrison, 

G. Sutherland, S. Olson and others) 
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Mr. LINDSEY – Legislative Assembly of Manitoba to urge the Provincial Government to reinstate 

obstetric delivery services at Flin Flon General Hospital and work with the Government of Saskatchewan, 

and the Federal Government, to ensure obstetric services continue to be available on a regional basis.  

 

Ms. FONTAINE – Legislative Assembly of Manitoba to urge the Provincial Government to 

immediately commit to addressing the overpopulation of dogs in Manitoba, more specifically in northern 

communities, by humanely removing and rehoming unwanted dogs, and in partnership with animal welfare 

agencies; the Manitoba Veterinary Medical Association (MVMA); frontline rescues; and the Federal 

Government to immediately develop a provincial strategy to spay and neuter dogs while providing access 

to veterinary services for owned dogs in northern communities ensuring the safety of communities and their 

citizens.
