Centre without consulting educators; and 

 

WHEREAS the nearly 10,000 teachers that rely on the resources should have input regarding 

decisions that drastically affect their day-to-day classroom lessons and activities; and 

 

WHEREAS transitioning to an online only database will create barriers for northern communities
