THAT Clause 19 of the Bill be replaced with the following:

19(1) Subsection 73(1) is amended by striking out "10%" wherever it occurs and
substituting "5%".

19(2) Subsection 73(2) is amended in the description of E in the formula by striking out
"50%" wherever it occurs and substituting "25%".

THAT Clause 20 of the Bill is replaced with the following:

20(1) Subsection 74(1) is amended by striking out "10%" and substituting "5%".

20(2) Subsection 74(2) is amended in the formula by striking out "50%" and
substituting "25%".
