Resolution No. 12: Removing Educational Land Tax on Farm and Agricultural Land

WHEREAS agriculture is at the heart of Manitoba's economy; and

WHEREAS the value of agricultural land in parts of the province has increased drastically in

recent years, yet the provincial rebate has not been indexed in any form to match these increases in
property value, thereby asymmetrically increasing the educational tax burden on farmers; and
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WHEREAS the rising cost of agricultural land in this province means that farmers are paying far
more than their fair share of education taxes; and

WHEREAS the Progressive Conservative Party of Manitoba, through a resolution that was
passed by its membership, called on the province to eliminate school taxes on agricultural land; and

WHEREAS large corporations in this province who build massive development projects such as
Investor’s Group Field, Bell MTS Place and True North Square are not required to pay education taxes;
and

WHEREAS the current Minister of Agriculture, the Member for Lakeside, the current Minister
for Growth, Enterprise and Trade, the Member for Midland, and the current Minister of Justice, the
Member for Spruce Woods, are all on the record of being in favour eliminating school tax on agricultural
land; and

WHEREAS fairness when it comes to taxation is paramount, as everyone benefits from a well
informed population and a well funded education system.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Legislative Assembly of Manitoba urge the Provincial
Government to take immediate steps to remove the education tax on agricultural land.
