increase training and staffing requirements for personal care homes in Manitoba to ensure residents receive
high quality nutritious food as well as compassionate care.
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Mr. BRAR — Legislative Assembly of Manitoba to urge the Minister of Agriculture to reconsider
the changes to Crown land leases and instead create an agreeable strategy that satisfies all parties,
specifically ranchers; to recognize the value of agriculture in the province of Manitoba and the value Crown
land holds to farmers in sustaining their livelihood; and to understand the important role farmers play in the
Manitoba economy and to allow them to take part in discussions that directly impact their livelihood.
