The following petitions were presented and read to the Legislative Assembly of Manitoba: 

 
MLA ASAGWARA – To urge the Minister of Health and Seniors Care to open a genuine four bed 

Epilepsy Unit, similar to the one recently opened in Saskatchewan, at the Health Sciences Centre with 
modern equipment and adequate epilepsy neurosurgeons, neurologists, nurses, clerks and technicians; and 
to formally establish an Epilepsy Program to ensure that all epilepsy staff can deliver care to patients in a 
coordinated fashion. 
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Mr. BUSHIE – To urge the Minister of Health and Seniors Care to open a genuine four bed Epilepsy 
Unit, similar to the one recently opened in Saskatchewan, at the Health Sciences Centre with modern 
equipment and adequate epilepsy neurosurgeons, neurologists, nurses, clerks and technicians; and to 
formally establish an Epilepsy Program to ensure that all epilepsy staff can deliver care to patients in a 
coordinated fashion. 
 

Mr. MALOWAY – To urge the Provincial Government to immediately contact all home and property 
owners in Manitoba with lead water pipes connecting to the City watermain line, and provide full financial 
support to them for lead water pipe replacement so that their exposure to lead levels is reduced, their health 
is better, and costs to our provincial health care system are also reduced. 
 

Mr. WASYLIW – To urge the Minister of Justice to immediately reverse the decision to close the 
DCC and proceed with the previous plan to build a new correctional and healing centre with an expanded 
courthouse in Dauphin.

Bill fails to ensure an equitable distribution across income groups and makes life less affordable for renters 
in Manitoba.
