The following petition was presented and read to the Legislative Assembly of Manitoba:

Mr. MALOWAY — To urge the Provincial Government to financially assist the City of Winnipeg on
building this three-lane bridge in each direction to maintain this vital link between northeast Winnipeg and
the downtown; to recommend that the City of Winnipeg keep the old bridge fully open to traffic while the
new bridge is under construction and consider the feasibility of keeping it open for active transportation in
the future; and to financially assist the City of Winnipeg in keeping the old bridge open for active
transportation.

By unanimous consent, the sequence for consideration of estimates, as outlined in Sessional Paper
No. 71 tabled on April 20, 2021, was further amended in order for the estimates of Finance to be considered
before Health and Seniors Care in room 254.
