Mr. KINEW — To urge the Provincial Government to provide the services of two nurses to restore
essential medical foot care treatment to the City of Thompson effective April 1, 2022.

By leave, the following provisions were agreed to by the House to consider a Matter of Urgent
Public Importance for Wednesday, March 2, 2022:

1. Once the motion is moved the debate may begin immediately.

2. No Member may speak for more than 10 minutes.

3. The debate may continue for the balance of the afternoon but shall not go past 5:00, shall
not carry over to another sitting day and shall end after the last speaker concludes their

contribution to the debate.

4. If the debate ends before 5:00 p.m., the House shall rise.

Following Petitions, Hon. Mr. GOERTZEN rose on a Matter of Urgent Public Importance and
moved:

THAT in accordance with Rule 38(1), that the usual scheduled business of the House be set aside
to discuss a Matter of Urgent Public Importance, namely the situation in Ukraine with moves by Russia to
send troops into Ukraine, in violation of Ukraine’s territory and sovereignty.
