Resolution No. 15: Calling on the Federal Government to Extend Time Frame for Indian Day
School Survivors

WHEREAS approximately 200,000 children attended Day Schools run by the Federal Government;
and

WHEREAS there were almost 700 Day Schools operating in Canada with 115 Day Schools covered
by the settlement operating within Manitoba; and

WHEREAS the survivors of these Day Schools were subjected to horrific abuse while they were
attending these facilities; and

WHEREAS many survivors have lost their connection to their traditional languages, beliefs,
heritage, and traditions as a result of these Day Schools; and

WHEREAS in August 2019 a settlement agreement was reached, although no settlement could ever
adequately address the pain, trauma, and suffering caused by these Day Schools; and

WHEREAS survivors of these Day Schools currently have until July 13th, 2022 to file their legal
documents in order to be part of the settlement; and

WHEREAS delays and difficulty accessing legal advice have been caused by the COVID-19
pandemic which has made many survivors concerned that they will not be able to adequately prepare their
documents or have their truth properly told.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Legislative Assembly of Manitoba call on the Federal
Government to consult and listen to impacted First Nation peoples in order to extend the time survivors and
their families have to file a claim to be eligible for the Indian Day School Settlement.
