The following petition was presented and read to the Legislative Assembly of Manitoba:

MLA LAMOUREUX — To urge the Provincial Government to consider hearing loss as a medical
treatment under Manitoba Health; and to provide income based coverage for hearing aids to all who need
them as hearing has been proven to be essential to Manitobans’ cognitive, mental, and social health and
well-being.

I have been informed of a proposed Bill, The Interim Appropriation Act, 2024, which will provide
interim authority to make expenditures from the Consolidated Fund effective April 1, 2024 pending
approval of The Appropriation Act, 2024.

The Bill also provides for payments to develop or acquire inventory and against certain liabilities
accured and unpaid as of March 31, 2024. The Bill will also provide a portion of commitment authority for
future years.

I recommend the proposed Bill to the Legislative Assembly.

(Loans and Guarantees) of those Estimates.
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RESOLVED that there be granted to His Majesty for the fiscal year ending March 31, 2025, a sum
not exceeding $822,516,000, being 90% of the total amount to be voted, for the purposes set out in Part D
(Capital Investments by Other Reporting Entities) of those Estimates.

Resolutions were reported and the Report was received.

Hon. Min. SALA moved:

e $822,516,000, being 90% of the total amount voted as set out in Part D (Capital Investments by
Other Reporting Entities) of those Estimates.
