NOTICE OF MOTION FOR MONDAY NEXT:
PROPOSED GOVERNMENT MOTION:
Hon. Mr. MACKINTOSH —

THAT, in the case of all bills referred to committees of this House during the present Legislature
and proceeding to enactment, Legislative Counsel be given the authority to take the following steps at any
point before publication of the Acts:

(a) change all section numbers and internal references necessary to give effect to amendments to bills
adopted by this House and its committees; and

(b) without in any way altering the intended legal meaning, make minor changes to bills to correct
obvious errors, like spelling, numbering, cross-referencing and capitalization errors, and to correct
punctuation and formatting that is not consistent with Manitoba style.

THAT the Legislative Counsel be required to mark all changes made pursuant to this authority in
red ink in the affected blue bills as soon as possible after the end of each Session.
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
