Mr. FAURSCHOU – Making Alternative Health Practices More Accessible 
 
9. WHEREAS the benefits of alternative health practices such as Traditional Chinese Medicine, 
Homeopathy, Naturopathic Medicine, Traditional Aboriginal Medicine, Botanical medicine and 
acupuncture include improved physical and mental health; and 

 
WHEREAS alternative health practices can prevent, manage, and at times reverse chronic 

conditions, which can result in long-term savings for the health care system; and   
 
WHEREAS alternative medicine is commonly practiced in many of the world’s leading health 

care systems, including France, Italy and Switzerland; and 
 
WHEREAS many alternative therapies are regulated health professions in other jurisdictions, 

where the expertise of such practitioners is recognized; and
