Mr. DEWAR — Improving Education and Helping Students Succeed

18. WHEREAS nothing is more important to our children’s future success and to building a
knowledge-based economy than education; and

WHEREAS promoting excellence and academic success is the most important goal of our
education system; and

WHEREAS this year’s education funding announcement brought the total increase to $363.7
million since 1999, representing a 47.2 per cent increase in overall support, compared to the 1990s when
school funding was either frozen or reduced for five consecutive years; and

WHEREAS the Minister of Education has introduced legislation to raise the compulsory school
age to 18, because it is important to not give up on any of our kids; and

WHEREAS the Province is developing a parent-friendly report card written in plain language for
use in all public schools, to help parents get the information they need to be full partners in their
children’s education.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED THAT the Legislative Assembly commend the teachers,
principals, parents, school divisions and all educators for their dedication to student success and for their
strong partnerships with the Provincial Government which has resulted in a 14% increase in the
graduation rate since 2002.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED THAT the Provincial Government of Manitoba be urged to
continue investing the necessary resources to ensure that every student in Manitoba has the opportunity to
succeed and to build a good life here in Manitoba.
