RESOLUTION:
Mrs. DRIEDGER - Establishment of Stroke Unit in Manitoba
3. WHEREAS stroke is the leading cause of adult disability in Manitoba; and
WHEREAS stroke is the third leading cause of death in Manitoba; and
WHEREAS over 1,150 people were admitted to hospital in 2009/2010 for stroke care; and

WHEREAS the chance of disability and death can be reduced by 30% when specialized acute
stroke care and post-stroke rehabilitation units are established; and

WHEREAS a specialized stroke unit is a geographically defined hospital unit dedicated to the
management of stroke patients; and

WHEREAS the provinces of Ontario, Alberta, Newfoundland and Labrador and Prince Edward
Island have all realized the value specialized stroke units create for patients and established over 145 of
these unique medical units; and

WHEREAS the province of Manitoba should be focused on providing the best patient focused
health care in the country.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Legislative Assembly of Manitoba urge the Provincial
Government to create a specialized stroke unit within a tertiary care hospital.
