PROPOSED RESOLUTION: 
 
Mr. CALDWELL – Veteran Services 
 
8. WHEREAS Manitobans owe a tremendous debt of gratitude to veterans who selflessly served to 
protect us at home and around the world; and 
 
 WHEREAS the men and women who served Canada in the armed forces should be able to count 
on the Federal Government for services and support; and 
 
 WHEREAS the Brandon Veteran Affairs district office has provided veterans and their families 
with access to specialized staff in claims processing, service eligibility and mental health assistance since 
1979; and 
 
 WHEREAS Service Canada offices are not equipped to handle the complex needs of veterans 
without additional resources; and 
 
 WHEREAS the Federal Government’s recent closure of the Brandon district office, and others 
across Canada, will impede veterans from gaining access to the services upon which they rely; and 
 
 WHEREAS the mental health crisis facing Canadian soldiers and veterans requires increased 
service delivery, rather than cuts to key programs. 
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 THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Legislative Assembly of Manitoba urge the Federal 
Government to reverse its decision to close Veteran Affairs district offices; and  
 
 BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Legislative Assembly of Manitoba urge the Federal 
Government to immediately address the mental health crisis facing Canadian soldiers and veterans 
through increased service delivery.
