PROPOSED RESOLUTION: 
 
Mrs. STEFANSON – Reducing Red Tape in Manitoba 
 
9. WHEREAS small businesses and entrepreneurs bring innovation to industries through new 
technology and new ways of doing things; and 
 
 WHEREAS entrepreneurs create jobs, produce goods and services and grow the economy; and 
 
 WHEREAS only 8% of businesses surveyed by the Canadian Federation of Independent Business 
(CFIB) have confidence in the Provincial Government’s ability to support businesses in the province of 
Manitoba; and  
 
 WHEREAS compared to other provinces in Canada, it is harder for small businesses to thrive in 
Manitoba because of the growing accumulation of red tape and regulations; and 
 
 WHEREAS Manitoba recently received a D- on the CFIB Red Tape Report Card; and 
 
 WHEREAS the President of the Manitoba Chambers of Commerce wrote to the Standing 
Committee on Social and Economic Development that Manitoba “is establishing an uncompetitive tax 
framework when compared to other provinces;” and 
 
 WHEREAS Manitoba’s economic prosperity and health depends on entrepreneurial intensity, 
confidence and spirit; and 
 
  WHEREAS business growth in Manitoba has been negatively impacted by high inflation, low 
wage growth and high taxes. 
 
 THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Legislative Assembly of Manitoba urge the Provincial 
Government to reduce red tape to encourage a more favorable climate for small business and 
entrepreneurs in Manitoba; and  
 
 BE IT BE FURTHER RESOLVED that the Legislative Assembly of Manitoba urge the 
Provincial Government to take action to reduce the overbearing tax schemes for businesses to create an 
environment in which small enterprises and entrepreneurs can thrive.
