RESOLUTION:
Mr. MALOWAY — Committing to an East-West Power Grid for Manitoba

23. WHEREAS the Manitoba New Democratic Party (NDP) is committed to clean energy for the
future of Manitoba and Canada; and

WHEREAS the construction of an east-west electrical transmission connection in Manitoba
would allow for the flow of new, clean hydroelectric power to other provincial markets; and

WHEREAS the former NDP Provincial Government signed several important long-term firm
export contracts to SaskPower, Wisconsin Public Service and Minnesota Power for clean energy to other
jurisdictions; and

WHEREAS the creation of an east-west power grid would use supply from Manitoba to meet the
growing demand in other provinces for renewable energy; and

WHEREAS the International Panel on Climate Change has warned that 1.5 degree global
warming above pre-industrial levels will have a catastrophic impact; and

WHEREAS provincial neighbours such as Saskatchewan receive over 79 percent of their energy
from non-renewable sources including 43 percent from coal and 36 percent from natural gas; and

WHEREAS Canada has committed to phasing out coal-fired energy generation by 2030; and

WHEREAS an east-west power grid is essential to ensure other provinces quickly increase their
use of renewable energy.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Legislative Assembly of Manitoba urge the Provincial
Government to commit to partnering with the Federal and other Provincial Governments to create an east-
west power grid and to continue to pursue export opportunities for Manitoba's hydroelectric power.

THAT a Special Committee on Proactive Disclosure Requirements for Provincial Candidates (the
Special Committee) be established to study and make recommendations regarding the requirement of
candidates seeking office in, but not limited to, the Manitoba Legislative Assembly to disclose matters
including (but not limited to):



a) past criminal background checks;
b) adult and child abuse registry checks, and
c) other matters which may be relevant for those who are seeking or holding office; and

THAT, except as otherwise provided in this motion, the Special Committee shall have the same
status and follow the same practices and rules as a Standing Committee of the House, including:

a) having the same membership composition as the current composition of the Standing
Committees of the House; and

b) having the power to establish a sub-committee for the purposes of carrying out any part
of the Special Committee’s work; and

THAT, within the parameters of the practices and Rules of the House and the instructions of this
motion, the Special Committee be authorized to decide how it will conduct its business, including
deciding to hold meetings at such times and places it considers advisable to receive briefs and hear
presentations; and

THAT, despite Rule 4(12) the committee may meet in the months of June, July and August; and
THAT the Special Committee be able to call witnesses, including, but not limited to, the Chief
Electoral Officer of Elections Manitoba, representatives from political parties, academia and other experts

in ethics, political science or whatever field the Special Committee deems appropriate; and

THAT the Special Committee must report to the House by October 3, 2018.
