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RESOLUTION: 
 
Ms. LATHLIN – Calling on the Provincial Government to Stop Breaking Its Promises and Provide 
Better Support for Sexual Assault Survivors through the Sexual Assault Nurse Examiner Program 
 
3. WHEREAS in 2018 Manitoba had a rate of more than 113 sexual assault cases for every 100,000 
people, which is significantly higher than the national rate; and  
 

WHEREAS this number is likely much higher as the majority of sexual assault cases aren’t reported 
to the police; and 
 

WHEREAS timely access to quality care after a sexual assault is key for survivors to get the support 
they need and for evidence to be collected so justice can be served; and  
 

WHEREAS the Sexual Assault Nurse Examiner (SANE) program, run out of the Health Sciences 
Centre in Winnipeg, provides critical support to sexual assault survivors and helps collect evidence for 
potential prosecution; and  
 

WHEREAS the SANE program only has one full-time nurse and just over a dozen others who are 
on call to conduct sexual assault examinations in their off hours; and  
 

WHEREAS demand is rising for the SANE program, with 764 sexual assault survivors receiving 
treatment from April 2022 to January 2023, a nearly 50% increase since 2017-18; and  
 

WHEREAS in April 2022 the Provincial Government promised to spend $640,000 annually to 
support the SANE program, hire five additional nurses and a provincial coordinator; and  
 

WHEREAS the Provincial Government has broken all of these promises, thereby contributing to 
the current staffing crisis and is failing to support sexual assault survivors and SANE nurses; and 

 
WHEREAS the Provincial Government has also failed to provide adequate supports for sexual 

assault survivors in Northern and rural Manitoba, including children; and 
 

WHEREAS SANE program staffing shortages has resulted in at least 14 sexual assault survivors 
being sent home with the instruction to not shower or wipe themselves until they return when staff are 
available to treat them; and 
 

WHEREAS urgent action is needed to fix the SANE program staffing shortage and to ensure that 
sexual assault survivors are supported with timely access to care; and 
 

WHEREAS the SANE program’s staffing shortage is just one example of how the Provincial 
Government’s cuts to Manitoba’s healthcare system and frontline health care workers is causing 
Manitobans harm.  
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THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Legislative Assembly of Manitoba urges the Provincial 
Government to stop breaking its promises to nurses and to provide better supports for sexual assault 
survivors by expanding support for the Sexual Assault Nurse Examiner Program by ensuring it is properly 
staffed.

WRITTEN QUESTIONS: 
 
Mr. LAMONT – 

 
1. Media reported that a Freedom of Information request showed that during the “Convoy 

Occupation" of the Manitoba Legislature and the blockade at the Emerson border, there were no 
written records or notes of discussions between the Ministry of Justice, Police services, and the 
convoy. Why were none of the discussions recorded and who was responsible for making that 
decision?  

 
2. How did the Provincial Government make decisions, give advice, track and plan operations without 

recording discussions surrounding the “Convoy Occupation” at the Manitoba Legislature that 
lasted many days, and also caused slowdowns on highways and blockades at the U.S. border 
involving multiple police and security forces such as the Winnipeg Police Service, RCMP, and 
legislative security?  
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3. It is a matter of public record that the “Convoy Occupation” included threats, intimidation, 
occupations and blockades, and its organizers like Pat King had made repeated threats of implied 
violence on social media for months, stating that politicians and others would be targeted with live 
ammunition. Will the Premier share the RCMP’s full assessment report with Manitobans 
considering that she wrote to the Prime Minister that based on the advice of the RCMP the 
Provincial Government was “unaware of any activity involving espionage or sabotage, clandestine 
foreign-influenced activities or any serious threats of violence directed toward the violent 
destruction or overthrow of the Canadian government.”? 

 
4. Since assuming leadership, has the current CEO of Manitoba Hydro consulted with First Nations 

governance on Manitoba Hydro projects, including, but not limited to, Manitoba Keewatinowi 
Okimakanak in northern Manitoba, and if so how many consultations been conducted?

5. In December 2022, whistleblowers at “The Link”, formerly MacDonald Youth Services, alleged 

that the organization is in difficulties, with 50% staff turnover, allegations of mistreatment of staff 
and clients, including Indigenous youth, and questionable financial decisions made by the CEO and 
Board, with allegations dating back to at least 2019. Is the Minister of Families aware of any 
complaints or letters of concern to her department about The Link prior to the letters from 
whistleblowers in December 2022 and January 2023 and further, can the Minister of Families 
advise who is performing the third party investigation into The Link and what is their mandate?   

 
6. Can the Minister of Families advise why the CEO and Board of “The Link” were not relieved of 

their duties after it was decided that serious allegations that included suggestions of preferential 
hiring of friends and family into management and spending on extensive renovations and furnishing 
in its brand new building warranted an investigation?

7. Can the Minister of Health explain the Provincial Government’s current policy regarding critical 

incident reporting, and how the policy supports health care workers who have been involved in a 
critical incident? 

 
8. Lions’ Place was originally built to provide affordable housing for seniors and the Provincial 

Government has agreed to cover the cost of the rent after Lions management requested a 10% rental 
increase as of April, 2022. Why is the province willing to provide a direct subsidy to a private 
corporate landlord from Alberta, when it would cost less in the long term to directly support the 
Lions Foundation?   
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9. What is the Minister of Health doing to work with the College of Physicians and Surgeons in 
Manitoba and the Rady Faculty of Health Sciences and Max Rady College of Medicine at the 
University of Manitoba to enable more international medical graduates to qualify to practice in 
Manitoba to address the critical shortage of family physicians and physicians in various specialties?
