MR . DOUGLAS CAMPBELL (Lakeside): Mr. Speaker, in the absence of the Honourable 

the Leader of the Opposition, I move, seconded by the Honourable Member for St. George, 
that an humble address be voted to His Honour the Lieutenant-Governor praying for copies of 
all studies and reports prepared by or on behalf of the Manitoba Government or any of its de­
partments, boards, agencies or commissions with respect to the proposed diversion of the 
Churchill River, and any alternate plans which have been considered. 

MR. SPEAKER: Moved by the Honourable Member for Lakeside, seconded by the Hon­
ourable Member for St. George . . . 

MR . McLEAN: I think perhaps before you present the Address for Papers I should indi­
cate on a point of order that regretfully we are unable to accept this. It touches upon matters 
which deal with reports and confidential recommendations made to the Executive Council and 
commissions and agencies, and we are not able to support this request. 

MR . CAMPBELL: Mr. Speaker, on a point of order, would it not be best to have the 
motion presented to the House so that it can then be debated? 

MR . SPEAKER presented the motion. 
MR . CAMPBELL: Mr. Speaker, if we can take it that the Honourable the Minister of -

Public Utilities I guess in this case - has decided not to accept this Order at this time, and 
inasmuch as it's one of the Leader of this group, I would suggest that the matter be allowed to 
stand so that he can at the proper time and place on Private Members' Day, if we ever have 
one, present his arguments in favour of the motion being acc,epted. And for that reason, Mr. 
Speaker, may I ask that the matter stand at this stage. 

MR .  SPEAKER: Agreed? 
MR . LYON: Mr. Speaker, the House will now be moving into Law Amendments Commit­

tee to return at 12:30, I would surmise, for adjournment. 
MR . SPEAKER: The House is now adjourned until the call of the Chair.
