Is it the intention of the Minister of Trans­
portation to continue what appears to be abandonment of the maintenance of provincial roads 
throughout the province? .. 

HON. JOSEPH P. BOROWSKI (Minister of Transportation)(Thompson): I'm sorry, Mr.

MR. WATT: I'll direct the question again, Mr. Speaker. Is it the intention of the Minister 
or the government to continue the abandonment of the maintenance of our provincial roads 
throughout the province? 

MR. BOROWSKI: Mr. Speaker, such a situation does not exist. 
MR . WATT: Mr. Speaker, I direct a supplementary question. Has the Minister been out 

over the provincial roads throughout the province in the last week or two weeks to see the con­
dition that they're presently in? 

MR . BOROWSKI: Let me assure the member that I've seen more roads this year than the 
previous Minister has seen in five. I know the roads are bad and it's because of the weather, 
not because of the maintenance that we're giving them. 

MR . WATT: Mr. Speaker, I direct a further supplementary question. Is the Miilister not 
aware that in the western part of the province that the weather has never been better for main­
tenance of provincial roads. Never. 

MR . SPEAKER: The Honourable Member for Rhineland. 
MR. JACOB M, FROESE: Yes, I would like to direct a question to the Minister of Trans­

portation as well. Would he be willing to come to southern Manitoba and my riding and tour the 
provincial roads with me so that he could see them firsthand. 

MR. BOROWSKI: Mr. Speaker, I've fairly strict orders to the districts about the mainte­
nance of roads. I think it's very important. If you have information that our district engineers 
are not maintaining them, I wish you'd tell me, because if they are deliberately sabotaging the 
program, they're not going to work for this government very long.

MR. GILDAS MOLGAT (Ste. Bose): Mr. Speaker, I'd like to address a question to the 

House Leader. In view of the fact that some of us h ave commitments on Centennial matters 
over the weekend, is it the intention to sit on Friday night and Saturday of this week?
