ORAL QUESTIONS 

MR. SPEAKER: The Honourable Member for Arthu r. 

MR. JAMES E. DOWNEY (Arthur): Mr. Speaker, i n  
view o f  the statements m ade b y  the F i rst M i n ister 
Novem ber 5th promisin g  the beef i n dustry and the 
beef producers in the Province of Man itoba, a beef 
support program - to the F irst M i n ister, when could 
we expect the details of  that  program to be announced? 

MR. SPEAKER: The Honourable F i rst M i nister. 

HON. HOWARD R. PAWLEY (Selkirk): M r. Speaker, 
as the honourable member I am sure recogn i zes, the 
q uest i o n  is  better d i rected t o  the  M i n ister of  
Agriculture.  

MR. SPEAKER: The M i n ister of Agricu l ture.  

HON. BILL URUSKI (Interlake): Thank you,  M r. 
Speaker. We hope to make that announcement i n  the 
next several weeks. 

MR. SPEAKER: The Honourable Member for Arthu r. 

MR. DOWNEY: A supplementary, Mr. Speaker, to the 
Honourable M i n i ster, can we expect that program to 
be somewhat along the l ines of the Saskatchewan 
progra m ?  

MR. URUSKI: M r .  Speaker, I hope t h e  honourable 
member wi l l  be a b it  patient and await  the announce­
ment.  We are work i n g  as h ard as we can and we are 
sti l l  receivin g  submissions from producers and try ing  
to make the i r  views and incorporate them i n  the over­
al l  plan that we are developin g .  

MR. SPEAKER: T h e  Honourable Member f o r  Pembina. 

MR. DONALD ORCHARD (Pembina): Thank you M r. 
Speaker. In view of the fact, Mr. Speaker, that i mme­
d i ate act ion was promised by the F i rst M i n ister d u ri n g  
t h e  election campaig n, and that is n ow three-and-a­
half months o ld ;  in view of the fact, M r. Speaker, that 
the M i n ister of Agricu l ture when add ressi n g  a group 
of  farmers at Oak Bluff o n  January 1 3th  at the Agricul-
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tural O utlook Conference in which he promised that a 
Beef Income Insurance Plan would be announced 
within four to six weeks. and that time has now 
expired; n ow that we have heard several weeks agai n 
for four-and-a-half months; when can the beef pro­
d ucers of Manitoba expect some action from the M i n­
ister of Agriculture? 

MR. SPEAKER: The Honou rable Member for Robl i n­
R ussell. 

MR. J. WALLY McKENZIE (Roblin-Russell): Mr.  
Speaker. I thank you.  I wonder could the M i n ister of  
Agriculture or the F irst M i n ister advise the House how 
they can account  for the lack of funds for the beef 
industry in the Estimates that were tabled last n i ght? 

MR. URUSKI: Mr. Speaker. there are other aven ues i n  
which the funds w i l l  be voted upon a n d  brought i nto 
the Legislature. 

MR. SPEAKER: The Honou rable Member for Arthur. 

MR. DOWNEY: M r. Speaker, what avenue is the M i n­
ister referrin g  to? 

MR. URUSKI: If the member would l ike to disc uss 
that d u ri n g  the Est imates, he wi l l  have a n  opport u nity 
to, Mr. Speaker. 

MR. DOWNEY: The q uest ion is, wi l l  there be money 
provided for the beef prod ucers of the Province of 
Manitoba? 

MR. URUSKI: M r. Speaker, I i nd icated that the pro­
gram wi l l  be an nounced. 

MR. SPEAKER: The Honourable Member for La 
Verendrye. 

MR. ROBERT (Bob) BANMAN (La Verendrye): A 
q uestion to the M i n ister of Edu catio n ,  I wonder if she 
could i nform me as to the prog ress that is bein g  made 
with regard to the expansion of New Bothwel l  School 
in the Hanover School Division? 

MR. SPEAKER: The H o n o u ra b l e  M i n ister  of  
Education.  

HON. MAUREEN HEMPHILL (Logan): M r. Speaker, 
the addit ion req u i red or asked for New Bothwel l  
School was approved b y  me i n  the early n e w  year. I 
think it inc l udes a gym nasi u m  plus some addit ional  
faci l it ies. Si nce they received the approval .  they have 
come back to the Department of Education with their 
plans for the school a nd those plans are n ow a l itt le b i t  
chan ged from the ori g i nal request. In other words. 
they have made some changes in space other than the 
approval that they received. so we have set up a meet­
ing between the Department of Ed ucation and the 
School Division to d iscuss the d ifferences. It basical ly 
has been approved . it's on  track. and it's a m atter of  
i ro n i n g  out the d i fferences between the approval and 
the p lans that are now before us. 

MR. BANMAN: Thank you. Mr. Speaker. I thank the 
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M i nister for that answer. 
Another q uestion to the M i n ister of Consumer and 

Corporate Affairs, could he i nform the House,  or con­
f irm that the Premier's Legislative Assistant. the 
Member for E l l ice, is working on rent control leg isla­
tion in his department? 

MR. SPEAKER: The Honou rable M i nister of Consu­
mer and Corporate Affairs. 

MR. KOSTYRA: Yes. Mr. Speaker. 

MR. BANMAN: To the same M i n ister a supplemen­
tary q uest ion .  M r. Speaker. Since the Premier's Legis­
lative Assistant is  worki n g  on  material perta in ing  to 
the M i n ister's Department,  could he in form the House 
whether or not that Leg islative Assistant to the Pre­
mier has access to f i les dea l i n g  with his department? 

MR. KOSTYRA: Mr. Speaker. yes the Legislative 
Assistant ass igned to me by the Prem ier d oes have 
access to fi les and d iscussions related to the pro­
posed Rent Control Program . 

MR. SPEAKER: The Honourable Member for Pemb i na. 

MR. ORCHARD: Mr. Speaker, my q uestion is for the 
F i rst M i n ister. In v iew of the fact that the Premier has 
stated that he wi l l  not ask the Member for El l ice to 
drop his legal i nvolvement with cl ients in the Logan 
area, wil l the F i rst M in ister suspend the Member for 
El l  ice as his Legislative Assistant whi le he is u n dertak­
i n g  this legal action i nvolv ing the govern ment of the 
Province of Man itoba? 

MR. SPEAKER: The Honou rable Fi rst M i n ister. 

MR. PAWLEY: M r. Speaker. I thank the Honourable 
Member for Pem b i na for the q uest ion .  The Member 
for El  l ice received a very c lear  letter from the Legisla­
tive Counsel,  M r. Tal l i n ,  in respect to whether or not 
there wou ld be any confl ict of i nterest on  his part i n  
acti n g  as a solic itor. The answer was very clear, there 
wou ld be no confl ict of i nterest. Subseq uently.  the 
Member for E l l  ice has received a letter from the Chief 
Legal Counsel perta in ing  to his role as Legislative 
Assistant. Agai n the answer was there was no confl ict 
of interest. 

MR. ORCHARD: Mr. Speaker. a supplementary q ues­
t ion to the First M i n ister. A si mi lar  situation ,  I think.  
paralleled the Constitution where the Supreme Court 
said it was legal ly right and morally wrong .  and i n  view 
of the fact. Mr. Speaker. that a vast majority of Manito­
bans are concerned about the potential confl ict of 
i nterest that exists between the Premier's Legislative 
Assistant, on  one hand hav ing access to i nformat ion .  
now representi n g  a g roup of citizens who are under­
tak ing action  against the provincial  govern ment. In 
v iew of that obvious concern by Man itobans. and in 
v iew of the fact that in the Throne Speech confl ict-of­
i nterest legislat ion was prom ised by this government ,  
would the F irst M i n ister not reconsider his posit ion 
and consider the suspension of his Leg islative Assist­
ant whilst he is acti n g  on behalf of that g roup of citi­
zens in Logan; a temporary suspension,  Mr.  Speaker. 
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not a permanent suspension?  

MR. SPEAKER: The Honourable F i rst M i nister. 

MR. PAWLEY: M r. Speaker, the Honourable Member 
for Pem bi n a  m ust not have been present in  the House 
last week when I i n d icated that the Member for E l l ice 
was not p rivy to the fi les of the Land Acquisit ion 
Branch and I thought  that was made very clear, and I 
bel ieve it was also made clear by the M i n ister respon­
sible for U rban Affairs i nsofar as access to f i les. 

No, M r. Speaker, i f  we were to apply that rule, I 
would have to as well proh ib i t  the Member for E l l ice 
from partic ipati n g  in Provincial  J u dges' Court ,  when 
i n deed his is  representin g  accused i n d ividuals i n  
respect t o  actions b rought  b y  the Attorney-General. 

MR. SPEAKER: The Honourable M i n ister of Natural 
Resources. 

HON. AL MACKLING (St. James): Mr.  Speaker, last 
week the Honourable Member for Swan River asked 
me a q uestion about the p l ight  of fish trapped behi n d  a 
dam o n  the Birc h  R iver, I bel ieve. Th is  matter had also 
been b ro u g ht to my attent ion by the Member for The 
Pas. I have made i n q ui ry, and i t  is a problem that exists 
in respect to fish that go u pstream from the dam, are 
trapped wit h i n  the Saskeram Wi ld l ife waters, and d u e  
t o  a lack o f  oxygen d u ri n g  t h e  late winter a n d  early 
spr ing ,  there is some loss. 

As a resu l t  of that cont inua l  proble m ,  the depart­
ment has opened i t  up to f ish i n g ,  but  there has been 
no one take up the fish i n g  there because the fish are 
smal l  pike predom inantly of relatively low value. That 
is a contin u i n g  problem, but the department i n dicates 
that they do not consider to be a major problem. 

While I 'm on  my feet, M r. Speaker, I would l i ke to 
also respond to the concerns of the Member for Lake­
side who requested confirmation from me of a report 
as to some i l legal traff ick ing in w i ld l ife, fish and game.  
I 'd  i nd icated at  the t ime that I bel ieved that i t  was a 
confidential  document,  that the matter was a preli mi­
nary - as I u nderstood,  i t  was a p re l i m inary i nvestiga­
tive report upon the basis of which the department 
expected that there would be further i nvest igat ion and 
l ikely crim inal  prosecution and conviction hopefu l ly. 

I regret to advise that the matter did become pub l ic  
prematurely and the q uest ion now is w ide open .  I a m  
advised that a s  a result of t h e  prel i m inary i nvestiga­
t ions there has been one charge la id and one plea of 
g u i lty entered. However, as a result of the widespread 
pub l ic ity about this now, i t  is n ot l i kely that we wi l l  be 
as successful in respect to further c harges. I m i g ht say 
that we're sti l l  go ing  to pursue the matter; it is a very 
i mportant matter, but  I would have preferred of course 
that the i nvestigations that were ongoing had not 
been made pub l ic.  It's certa in ly  with in the pub l ic 
doma i n .  If th is comes out, we have to indicate that i t  
h as occurred, but  in  th is k ind of matter we would l i ke 
to work s uccessfu l ly, qu iet ly unt i l  we get convictions. 
It is a very real problem;  we're seized with i t  and we're 
actin g  on it .  

MR. SPEAKER: The Honourable Member for Lakeside. 

MR. HARRY ENNS (Lakeside): Mr. Speaker, just a 
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further q uestion to the Honourable M in ister for Natu­
ral Resou rces and perhaps he  can help me. It's real ly  
for  my clarificat ion.  

Can the Honourable M i n ister te l l  me that when sev­
eral thousand fish d ie  when there is a Conservative 
M i n ister around,  it attracts such notoriety for several 
weeks; papers, pictures, television coverage and I 
appreciate the M i n i ster's explanat ion .  They die of, 
u nfortunately, natura l  causes; lack of oxygen.  When 
the same thing happens a year later with a n  N D P  
Min ister, c a n  t h e  M i nister en l ighten me w h y  i t  doesn't 
attract any television coverage, any front page pic­
tures in the media? Is there some d ifference? I t h i n k  
w e  both agree t h e  f i s h  were dead last year and t h e  f ish 
are dead this year. Is that not the case? 

MR. SPEAKER: The Honou rable M i n ister of Natural 
Resources. 

MR. MA�KLING: M r. Speaker, there have been many 
answers already suggested to the honourable member 
and I don't k now whether I could i mp rove o n  them 
except to say that because he  is a magnetic personal­
ity, the media are attracted to h i m  -(l nterjection)­
like moths to a flame. I should have also added, M r. 
Speaker, that there are copies of th is prel i m inary 
report avai lable through the Clerk's Office. 

MR. ENNS: Mr. Speaker, one further q u estio n  to the 
Honou rable M i nister. In v iew of the fact that o u r  Esti­
mates are coming up f i rst i n  Natural Resources, I 'm 
aware that the report commissioned by the previous 
adm i n istration o n  the wi ld rice i n dustry has received 
some l i mited d istribut ion.  Would the M i n ister prepare 
to sen d  over a few copies of the report to the members 
of the Oppositio n ?  I haven't received any yet; it would 
be he lpfu l  i n  the consideration of  h is Estimates. 

MR. MACKLING: Mr. Speaker, I don't th ink  I would 
have any problem with that .  I w i l l  consult with staff 
and see whether they have any problem with it. I 
bel ieve that it may be of assistance to me to have my 
learned friends g iv ing some constructive criticism to  
me d u ri n g  the course of  the  Est imates. 

MR. SPEAKER: The Honourable Member for Virden. 

MR. HARRY GRAHAM (Virden): Thank you,  M r. 
Speaker. Mr. Speaker, my q uestion is the Honourable 
F irst M i n ister: since the Honourable Member for E l l  ice 
does not have access to fi les of the Land Acqu isit ion 
Branch, can the the Honou rable F irst M i nister tel l  us 
what other departments the honourable member does 
not have access to? 

MR. SPEAKER: The Honou rable F irst M i n ister. 

MR. PAWLEY: M r. Speaker, in respect to the q uestio n  
posed by t h e  honourable m e m ber, t h e  M e m ber for 
E l l ice does not have access to fi les pertain i n g  to i n d i­
v idual  case issues, whether it be Land Acqu isit ion 
Branch or i n  other areas. He is deal i n g  with the q ues­
t ion of rent  control in a g e neral way, d ea l i n g  with the 
matter of m u lt icultural ism as wel l, but those are very 
i mportant and very Worthwhi le functions; the Hon­
ourable Member for E l l ice is doing a n  excel lent job. 
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Mr. Speaker. I don't bel ieve that Manitobans would 
want me to prohibit the Member for El l ice from engag­
ing i n  the development of pol icy in respect to those 
areas, particu larly when we have received legal advice 
from the chief legal cou nsel of the Province of Mani­
toba that there is no  confl ict of in terest insofar as the 
Honou rable for E l l ice. 

MR. GRAHAM: A supplementary q uestion to the 
Honoura ble F i rst M i n ister: does the First M i n ister 
have access to all the f i les of the various departments 
of this govern ment? 

MR. SPEAKER: The H o n o u ra b l e  M e m ber  for 
M innedosa. 

MR. DAVID R. (DAVE) BLAKE (Minnedosa): Thank 
you, Mr. Speaker, my q uestion is d i rected to the oh  
he's gone the M i n ister i n  charge of  Transportation 
Services. I'l l defer unt i l  he  returns to the Chamber, M r. 
Speaker. 

MR. SPEAKER: Does the Honourable Mem ber for 
M i nnedosa n ow have his q uest ion? 

MR. BLAKE: I ' l l  defer it ,  Mr. Speaker, unt i l  the M in is­
ter returns because I ' l l  just get the usual runaround .  

MR. SPEAKER: The Honourable M i n ister of Com­
m u n ity Services. 

MR. EVANS: Thank you, Mr. Speaker. Yesterday, the 
Honoura ble Member for Emerson complained that his 
name was omitted from the telephone d i rectory for 
eastern Man itoba as among the M LAs. Indeed it is and 
I notice for some strange reason the M LA for Morris is 
l isted i n  the eastern d i rectory of MTS and agai n ,  I 'm 
not sure why that is. 

However, I notice, and this was i ndeed p u bl ished i n  
March ,  1 982, b u t  I notice i n  Septem ber o f  1 981  the 
Honou rable Mem ber for Emerson does appear in the 
Pem b i na Val ley Telephone D i rectory as bei ng the 
M LA for Emerson .  I 'm pleased to n ote that he is l isted 
also i n  the eastern d i rectory u nder the town of Grun­
thal, which is I bel ieve h is  residence. 

The fact is, Mr. Speaker, I th ink  the MTS are go ing  to 
have to become more fam i l iar with the provincia l  con­
stituency boundaries in this province, so I'm d i recti n g  
t h e  M T S  t o  take a very c lose l ook a t  these boundaries 
to make sure that M LAs are l isted in their proper 
reg ions. However, I m i g ht add that in this case the 
honourable member represents a constituency that 
happens to be in two telephone reg ions and therefore 
I'm pleased to advise h i m  we'll make sure he's in both 
d i rectories next t ime.  

MR. SPEAKER: The Honourable Member for Pembina.  

MR. ORCHARD: Thank you,  Mr.  Speaker. Could the 
M i n ister responsible for MTS carry on  the pol icy of the 
previous four years and u ndertake to write to each and 
every rec ip ient of the eastern regional  telephone 
d i rectory a personal letter from the Min ister responsi­
ble for MTS i nd icat ing that the M LA for Emerson is Mr. 
Albert Driedger, and that they can reach h i m  at - Mr. 
Speaker, I hear some protestations from the members 
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opposite. That is only a legiti mate request to make 
sure that the constituents of the constituency of 
Emerson have access to their M LA, and I would ask 
h i m  i f  he would do that for the residents of the eastern 
region ,  and particularly the residents of Emerson 
constituency. 

MR. EVANS: Mr. Speaker, surely the Honourable 
Mem ber for Pembina is n ot serious because he  
knows, or he  shou ld  know,  that there are 33,000 peo­
ple who receive the eastern telephone d i rectory and 
he 's  ask ing us to pay fi rst-class mai l ,  30 cents per  
letter, that's 33,000 letters, I say that is a considerable 
amount of m o ney and I th ink  we're going to be a l ittle 
more carefu l  with the taxpayers' money than the 
Member for Pembina  suggests we should be. 

MR. SPEAKER: The H o n o u ra b l e  M e m ber  f o r  
M innedosa. 

MR. BLAKE: Yes, thank you, M r. Speaker, I see the 
M i nister has returned to h is  seat so I w i l l  start afresh 
and d i rect my q u estion  to the M i n ister responsible for 
Transportat ion.  I wonder i f  the M i n ister can in form the 
House i f  he  is sti l l  carry ing on  with the pol icy estab­
l ished by the previous a d m i n istration with respect to 
d isposit ion of agricultura l  lands or lands that were 
previously in the abandoned rai l  r ight-of-ways. 

MR. SPEAKER: The Honourable M i n ister of Govern­
ment Services. 

MR. USKIW: Mr. Speaker, I woul d  l i ke to i nd icate to 
the member that we have asked for review of that 
policy in the n at u re of in formation to us in order to 
have a n  update as to what was transpir ing  and from 
that point we w i l l  then decide what we want to do from 
there on. 

MR. BLAKE: Wel l ,  Mr. Speaker, there are some 400 or 
500 appl ications on  file now; I wonder i f  the M i n ister 
could in form the House and the people of Manitoba 
just where those appl ications stand or what process 
wi l l  be carried on to see them to a successfu l  
conclusion. 

MR. USKIW: M r. Speaker, I would l ike to advise the 
Member for M i nnedosa that when we are clear on  the 
d i rection  that we want to take after havi n g  the a nalysis 
done, we wi l l  make that announcement d u ri n g  the 
course of Est imates review or in  response to a q ues­
t ion,  or whatever. 

MR. BLAKE: Wel l  yes, Mr. Speaker, the f inal  supple­
mentary: there are q uite a q u ite a n u m ber of those 
appl ications that were made in compl iance with a 
signed deal with the previous a d m i nistrat ion and they 
relate to property contai n i n g ,  say, elevators that have 
been sold for considerable sums of funds and they are 
u n able to d isburse those funds u nt i l  they conclude 
that deal and obta i n  tit le to that land so that people 
that purchased the elevator property are ab le to 
obtain tit le to it or  move the elevator to another site; 
and it's causin g  some considerable problems in some 
areas. I wonder if he  cou ld  g ive me some c larificat ion 
to take to those people on  what t ime span they m i g ht 
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be look ing  for before th is govern ment f inal ly makes 
up h is m i n d  that own i n g  those rail beds by i nd iv iduals 
is not a l l  that bad maybe. 

MR. USKIW: Mr. Speaker, we h aven't made the deci­
sion that it is good or bad to have those parcels con­
veyed to i n d ividuals who have appl ied for them. We 
are merely reviewing  what has been the policy and 
from that we wi l l  announce a policy of our own. In the 
meantime, i f  there are cases that provide some hard­
sh ip  or h ave hardsh ip  condit ions because of those 
matters referred to me by the Member for M i n n edosa, 
I'm prepared to look at them at on  i nd ividual  basis. 

MR. SPEAKER: The Honourable Membe r for Niakwa. 

MR. ABE KOVNATS (Niakwa): Thank  you, Mr .  
Speaker, I wou ld  l i ke to d i rect my q uest ion to  the  
M in ister of  Natural Resources: can the Honourable 
M i n ister advise i f  the area i n  the Sandi lands Forest 
Reserve, south of Hwy. 201 between Menis ino and 
P i ney is  be i n g  opened up for  t i m be r  c utt i n g  
operations? 

MR. SPEAKER: The Honourable M i n ister of Natural 
Resources. 

MR. MACKLING: M r. Speaker, I appreciate that the 
honourable m e m ber d i d  g ive me notice of h is  i nten­
tion to ask a q uestion in respect to th is. I have in forma­
t ion from the department;  I don't know whether it w i l l  
satisfy the honourable member, but  I w i l l  g ive you i t  in  
a l l  the detai l  that  i t  has been provided to me.  

A specific b lock of  forest was set aside for  those 
wishi n g  to cut fence posts i n  the area off H i g h way 201 
between Menisi n o  and Pi ney. I n  order to su pervise 
c uttin g ,  it is usual practice to prescribe the block i n  
which cutters may operate. T h i s  winter t h e  road was 
i m passable due to snow. Two or three cutters, hav ing  
some u rgency, were al lowed to cut elsewhere. We 
specu l ated that a few cutters who had previously been 
constrained to the b lock noticed these permittees c ut­
t ing  outside it. 

Later, d u ri n g  the current year, 1 ,  1 50 permits for 
cedar and tamarack fence posts were issued; people 
came from as far away as Boisseva in .  We would usu­
al ly snowplow the road; in this case, they d i d n 't snow­
plow the road this past wi nter. Seven permittees were 
permitted to go i nto an alternative area selected by the 
Regional  Conservation  Officer i n  order to e l im inate 
the cost of plowi n g  and the names are g iven of those 
permittees. 

In December, 198 1 ,  Forestry wrote to one gentleman 
who h ad requested 50 cords of b i rc h  fuel and he  was 
told to go 30 m i les to a fuel  cutt ing  b lock near Wood­
ridge. He was told that i f  he  wanted only a l ittle for h is 
h o use, he  could take it near home.  It  may be that there 
was a complaint by some of the people that they were 
bei n g  requ i red to c ut i n  places that others had been 
a l l owed to do. It appears that because of the heavy 
snowfal l ,  the fact that the road had now been plowed, 
there was some d iscret ion exercised. There may have 
been complai nts that some people seem to have had 
some benefits that others d idn 't .  

MR. SPEAKER: The Honou rable Member for N iakwa. 
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MR. KOVNATS: I would like to thank the Honourable 
Mi n ister of Natural Resou rces for h is  thoro u g h  reply 
on  the q uest ion that I had g iven h i m  notice of yester­
day. I wou ld j ust l ike to say thank you very much  for 
his concern and I would h ope that all  people w i l l  be 
treated fai rly i n  the area and not one g iven more pref­
erence than anybody else. 

MR. SPEAKER: The Honourable Member for Morris. 

MR. CLAYTON MANNES$ (Morris): Yes, Mr. Speaker, 
I have a q uestion for the M i n ister of H ighways. 

At th is point,  have contracts been signed with lan­
d owners for purc hase of their property for the p u r­
pose of the four- lan i ng of H ighway 75? 

MR. SPEAKER: T h e  H o n o u ra b l e  M i n i st e r  of 
Government Services. 

MR. USKIW: Mr. Speaker, I d idn 't q uite get the q ues­
t ion .  Was it whether or not we have signed any con­
tracts? Yes, Mr.  Speaker, I bel ieve some of the tran­
sact i o n s  h ave been c o m p leted w i t h  respect to 
acquisition of r ight-of-way for the twinn ing  of H i g h­
way 75. 

MR. MANNE SS: Could the M i n ister of H i ghways con­
firm that The Land Acqu isit ion Branch of government 
is conti n u i n g  to purchase land for this purpose? 

MR. USKIW: Yes, Mr. Speaker. 

MR. SPEAKER: The Honou rable Mem ber for K i rk­
field Park . 

MRS. GERRIE HAMMOND (Kirkfield Park): My q ues­
t ion is to the M i n ister of F inance. In the statem e nt o n  
t h e  Est imates yesterday, he mentioned that the $2 
m i l l i o n  special g rant to be provided to Winn ipeg 
School Division No. 1 was not inc luded. Could he  
advise the House where he  has made provision for  th is  
ite m ?  

MR. SPEAKER: T h e  Honou rable M i n ister o f  F inance. 

HON. VIC SCHROEDER (Rossmere): Thank you, M r. 
Speaker. There is no provision made i n  those Esti­
mates for that $2 mi l l ion .  

MR. SPEAKER: The Honourable Member for  Tuxedo. 

MR. GARY FILM ON (Tuxedo): M r. Speaker, my q ues­
t ion is for the M i n ister of Educat ion .  Wi l l  the M i n ister 
n ow confirm that the $46.5 m i l l i o n  increase in the 
Ed ucation Support Program plus the $12.4 m i l l i o n  
special g rants p l u s  other smal ler m iscel laneous spe­
cia l  g rants referred to i n  her recent press release, of 
that amount  o n ly $42 m i l l ion  w i l l  come out of the 
Provincial  Genera l  Revenues while a n  addit ional, 
approxi mately $20 m i l l i o n  w i l l  come out of the Foun­
dat ion Levy wh ich  is assessed agai nst property taxes 
in the province? 

MR. SPEAKER: T h e  H o n o u ra b l e  M i n i s t e r  of 
Education .  
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MRS. HEMPHILL: Mr. Speaker, the specific i nforma­
tion will be made avai lable on  Monday when we are 
g iv ing complete i nformation about m i l l  rate appl ica­
tion and where the money is coming from. 

MR. FILMON: M r. Speaker. in view of the fact that 
Cabinet, by Order in Counci l ,  last Wednesday passed 
or set the d ifferential in the m i l l  rate between the farm 
and residential  property and the commercial and 
industrial property at  38 m i l ls, can she n ow share with 
us what the specific mil l  rate f igures are, si nce it's 
obviously avai lable? 

MRS. HEMPHILL: That i nformation  wi l l  be made p ub­
lic on  Monday, Mr. Speaker. 

MR. FILMON: Mr. Speaker, i n  the Est imates which 
were released last even ing,  the amount of increase for 
the com m u n ity col leges fund ing  in the province 
shows an increase of 3 percent over last year. I 'm 
wondering in view of the n u m ber of references to 
increased commitments towards tra i n i ng and espe­
cia l ly  in areas of g reatest employment need in this 
province, what her j ustification is for th is amount of 
increase? 

MRS. HEMPHILL: Mr. Speaker, I expect that the h o n­
ourable member is referring to the d ifference i n  the 
increases awarded the u niversities th is year and the 
amount of the increase awarded to col leges. There is a 
reason for it as there is a reason for a l l  of the sizes of 
increases that we are award i n g .  

Col leges were treated very well over t h e  period o f  
t h e  last four years. They received substantial i ncreases 
and were al lowed to ma intain their p rogra ms and they 
were n ot put in a position  of havin g  to cut back o n  
eq u ipment, faci l ities a n d  teachi n g  t h e  way t h e  u ni ver­
sities were, so the reason is that they received good 
fund ing  in the previous years. The u niversities were 
cut back very d rastical ly and that is the reason why we 
have made the awards that we have. 

MR. SPEAKER: The Honourable Member for Fort 
Garry. 

MR. L.R. (B.ud) SHERMAN (fort Garry): M r. Speaker, 
my q uest ion is to the Honou rable M in ister of Health 
and I would ask h i m  whether the g overn ment is 
i nten d i n g  to proceed with the addition of two floors on  
Concordia Hospital i n  Win n i peg? I ask  th is q uestion, 
M r. Speaker, independent of the Est imates Review 
because it was a project that had been announced by 
the previous government. 

MR. SPEAKER: The Honourable M i n ister of Health .  

HON. LAURENT DESJARDINS (St. Boniface): Thank 
you, Mr.  Speaker. There are a n u m ber of  programs 
that h ave been announced that are ready and a deci­
sion wil l  be made fairly soon .  We're looking at a p lan 
and as soon as possible it ' l l  be announced to the 
House. 

MR. SHERMAN: A supplementary, Mr. Speaker, can 
the M i n ister advise whether he's i ntend ing  in the 
i ntrod uctory process to the review of his Est imates 
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which is only a matter of a few weeks away to 
announce a capital program for 1 982-83 for the 
Department and the Health Services Commission? 

MR. DESJARDINS: Yes, Mr.  Speaker, I woul d  hope 
that i t  would be ready by then.  I certai n l y  have no 
objection to announc ing  it at that t ime or if it's ready 
before that, to make an annou ncement if i t  accom mo­
dates the members. 

MR. SHERMAN: A f inal  supplementary, Mr. Speaker, 
can the Min ister confirm that the addition of two floors 
to Concordia is one of the projects that is bein g  consi­
dered in the preparation of that capital program? 

MR. DESJARDINS: Yes, a l l  the programs that have 
advanced to that stage are bei ng seriously considered. 

MR. SPEAKER: The H o n o u ra b l e  M e m ber  f o r  
Assi n i boia. 

MR. RURIK (Ric) NORDMAN (Assiniboia): M r. 
Speaker, my q u estion  is to the Honourable M i nister of 
Health .  What is the futu re of Deer Lodge Hospital? Is 
there a phasin g  out plan by the Veterans' Admin istra­
tion, a phasin g  in of the Manitoba Health Services? 

MR. SPEAKER: The Honou rable M i n ister of Health .  

MR. DESJARDINS: F o r  a n u m ber o f  years now, as the 
former M i n ister could tell h is col leagues, there have 
been d iscussions between the Federal Govern ment, 
who have been qu i te anxious to turn all of those vete­
rans' hospitals to the provinces. The negotiation is sti l l  
go ing strong.  I th ink  w e  are gettin g  a l ittle closer. 

I have met with members of the U n ion, the Veterans, 
they have some concern. I have offered to meet with 
them and the Federal Govern ment if they wish, and I 
h o pe, I certa i n ly h ope, that there w i l l  be a n  
a n nouncement duri n g  my Est imates or earlier i f  
possible. 

MR. SPEAKER: The Honourable Mem ber for Robl in­
R ussel l .  

MR. MCKENZIE: Thank you,  Mr.  Speaker. I have a 
q uestion for the Honourable M i n ister of M u nicipal  
Affai rs, Mr .  Speaker. Mr.  Speaker, the smal l  v i l lage of 
Shel l mouth is plann i n g  and actively promoti n g  their 
Centen nia l  this sum mer. U nder the present pol icy, the 
l ittle vi l lage doesn't qual ify for a cente n nia l  g rants, 
because the rural m un ic ipal ity of Shel l mouth wasn't 
i ncorporated unt i l  1 907 and as a result wi l l  not cele­
brate their centennia l  unt i l  the year 2007. 

I wonder is there some way that the pol icy can be 
varied for a v i l lage such as Shel l m outh, who very 
much would l i ke to celebrate their centen nia l  th is 
year, which is there 1 00th ann iversary? 

MR. SPEAKER: The Honourable M i n ister of M u n ici­
pal Affairs. 

HON. A.R. (PETE) ADAM (Ste. Rose): Thank you, Mr.  
Speaker. I appreciate the Member for Robl in-Russell 
aski ng that q uestio n .  We have sent out centenn ial 
grants to several com m u nities th is year, i nc lud ing  
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some of the larger u rban centres as well, but many 
others. 

It is correct that the town perh a ps wi l l  h ave to come 
u nder the m u n ic ipal ity which is not i ncorporated - is 
it 1 907? We shal l  take a look at that and see i f  anyth ing  
can  be done. 

MR. SPEAKER: The Honourable Member for Pem bina.  

MR. ORCHARD: M r. Speaker, I have a q uestion for 
the M i n ister responsible for Man itoba Telephone Sys­
tem. Can the M i n ister i n d icate whether the System is 
contemplating any purchase and/or bu i ld ing  of addi­
tional office space th is coming year? 

MR. SPEAKER: The Honourable Member of Com­
m unity Services. 

MR. EVANS: Wel l ,  Mr. Speaker, I could take that m at­
ter as notice, but it may be better left to the t ime that 
we have M TS before us and we can discuss these 
items in detai l .  

MR. ORCHARD: Wel l ,  I wou ld  prefer the fi rst course, 
Mr. Speaker, i f  the Min ister could provide me with that 
i nformatio n ,  because it may be some t ime before we 
deal with the Annua l  Report of the Manitoba Tele­
phone System. 

ORDERS OF THE DAY 
SECOND READING - GOVERNMENT BILLS 

Bill NO. 3 - AN ACT TO AMEND AN ACT 
RESPECTING THE OPERATION OF SEC. 23 

OF THE MAN. ACT IN REGARD TO STATUTES 

MR. PENNER presented B i l l  No.  3, An Act to amend 
An Act Respecti n g  the Operation of  Section 23 of The 
Manitoba Act i n  Regard to Statutes for second reading .  

MOTION presented. 

MR. SPEAKER: The Honourable Attorney-General.  

MR. PENNER: Mr. Speaker, al l  of th is is in a sense 
consequent u pon the Forest decision  of the Supreme 
Court of Canada i n  1 979 and s ince then the Opposi­
t ion,  then the Government,  and now ourselves are 
movi n g  to i m plement both the spirit and the letter t ion 
23 secof The Man itoba Act ,  which h as constitut ional 
s ignificance. Section 23 of the Act,  of course, is now 
well known, i t  cal ls forthe Acts of the Legislatu re to be 
pri nted and pub l ished i n  both offical languages, 
namely, French and Engl ish .  

Su bseq uently in  1 980, the Act to wh ich th is B i l l  h as 
reference, that is an Act respect ing the operation of 
Section 23, was passed and among other provisions, 
Section 4(2) provided a method by which the transla­
tions could be certified and the present sect ion pro­
vided for the Speaker of the House to designate a 
person to certify the accuracy of any translations of 
Acts after they have been passed in the House in the 
other official language. 

Unt i l  n ow, the practise has been for the Speaker to 
desig nate a person to certify the accuracy of transla­
tion when the French version of a n  Act is ready for 
pub l icatio n .  To date most of the certification have 
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been provided by Mr. Norman Bel lair ,  who has been 
on  loan to the Government of Manitoba from the 
Office of the Secretary of State for Canada. 

The problem is this, that where the Speaker is 
absent from the province o n  vacation or on  Assembly 
business, or where the Speaker is u nable to make a 
desig nation because of i l l ness, the amendment would 
perm it the Deputy Speaker to authorize the desig na­
tion of a person to certify the accuracy of a translation .  

The second problem is addressed i n  th is way; that 
on d issolut ion of the House for an election ,  u nt i l  the 
fi rst meet ing of the next Legislature there is legal l y  
speaki n g  neither a Speaker nor a Deputy Speaker. 
The proposed amendment, wh ich is tec h nical i n  
nature b u t  i m portant, woul d  perm it t h e  Attorney­
General to designate a person to certify the accuracy 
of translat ions d u ri n g  that period of t ime,  that h i atus 
between one Legislature and the next when there is 
legal ly no  Speaker or no  Deputy Speaker. I would 
pass my n otes o n  that to the House Leader Opposite. 

MR. SPEAKER: The Honourable Member for St. 
Norbert. 

MR. MERCIER: I move, seconded by the Honourable 
Mem ber for Fort Garry that the debate be adjo u rned.  

MOTION presented and carried. 

Bill NO. 4 - AN ACT TO AMEND 
THE GARAGE KEEPERS ACT 

MR. PENNER presented B i l l  No.  4, An Act to Amend 
the Garage Keepers Act for second readi n g .  

MOTION presented. 

MR. SPEAKER: The Honou rable Attorney-General. 

MR. PENNER: M r. Speaker, the amend ments to The 
Garage Keepers Act are in the n ature of housekeeping 
amendments. Section 13 of the Act is to be repealed.  
Th is  is the sect ion which requ i res a garage keeper to 
post a copy of The Garage Keepers Act in at least 
three conspicuous places in his or her or its garage i n  
order to b e  entitled o f  the benefits u nder the Act. 

The r ight of a g arage keeper to a l ien  is reasonably 
well known i n  the com m u n ity, however, i t  appears that 
very few people are aware of the provision  in the Act 
now for the post ing of the sig n .  Very few garages, i n  
fact, post the sig n  and my department i s  not aware of 
any complaint that has ever been received in this 
regard. Occasional ly one may be looking for a fan belt 
or somet h i n g ,  and see some g reasy old piece of paper 
and that's about the effect of that provision. The new 
Subsection 13. 1 (2) merely adds clause (c) to the pres­
ent subsectio n .  It's j ust to make the effect of the sub­
section a l ittle clearer i n  terms of the situat ion when an 
owner of a vehic le ,  with respect to which there's a 
c la im of a l ien ,  can pay m oney i nto court i n  order to 
obtai n the veh icle unt i l  the d ispute between the owner 
of the vehic le and the garage keeper has been settled. 
The amendment to Subsection 13. I  

MR. SPEAKER: Order please. May I remind  mem bers 
that on second readi n g  i t  is debate in pr inciple, a 
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m em ber should not refer to specific sections or items 
of the Act. 

MR. PENNER: Right. The other portion of the Bill was 
requested by His Honour.  Ch ief Cou nty Court Judge 
A. R .  Ph i lp ,  and poi nts out that the present word i n g  
requ i res that a trial b e  held before monies paid i nto 
court can be paid out. In part icular, the present word­
i n g  d oes n ot perm it for payment of monies out of court 
where an action is commenced, b ut not defended by 
the owner of a vehic le .  In a recent case - this sort of 
emphasizes the reason for these proposed a mend­
ments - a garage keeper obtained what is cal led a 
defau l t  j udgment ,  that is i n  fact had a j u d g ment, but 
was req uired to make a separate motion before the 
court in order to have the money that had been paid 
i nto court paid out to the garage keeper. Now with this 
a mend ment, the particu lar  judge, who would have 
noted default  and g iven a default  j ud gment,  woul d  at 
the same t ime be a ble to order that the monies i n  court 
be paid out to the garage keeper without the necessity 
of a separate motion .  So they're h o usekeeping 
amendments to accompl ish these u p  dates in  the Act. 

MR. SPEAKER: The Honou rable Member for Virden. 

MR. GRAHAM: Thank you, Mr. Speaker. When we are 
amending The Garage Keepers Act, there is some­
t h i n g  that causes me a l ittle bit of concern. It's dea l i n g  
with some other statutes w h i c h  probably come under 
the M i n ister of Consu mer and Corporate Affairs deal­
i n g  with the privilege to stay open for busi ness on 
part icular days that have normal ly been set aside for 
most b usinesses to be c losed. Now I bel ieve there is 
an exception for people in the garage service industry 
on days such as the ! Ith of Novem ber and th ings of 
that nature. 

I wonder if the Honou rable Attorney-General i n  
bri ng ing  forward h is  proposed amendments h as 
cleared any legal tec hn ical ity that m i g ht occur, 
whether he has c leared i t  with the M i n ister of Consu­
mer and Corporate Affairs with respect to the identifi­
cation .  J ust because you take down the placards, 
does that do anyt h i n g  to the problems that m i g ht 
occ u r  with a person operat ing a garage and h is ab i l ity 
to stay open on certai n  days that are designated as 
hol idays and normal closing of busi ness? Those are 
some of the q uestions I pose on  this Bi l l .  

MR. MERCIER: M r. Speaker, I move, seconded by the 
Honou rable Member for Lakeside, that the debate be 
adjourned. 

MOTION presented and carried. 

BILL N0.5 - AN ACT TO AMEND 
THE LAW OF PROPERTY ACT 

MR. PENNER presented B i l l  No. 5, An Act to amend 
The Law of Property Act for second reading .  

MOTION presented. 

MR. SPEAKER: The Honoura ble Attorney-General. 

MR. PENNER: Thank you, Mr. Speaker. The pro-
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posed a mendment to The Law of Property Act is to 
g ive j urisdiction to the County Court to hear cases of 
partit ion and sale of land. Presently u nder The Law of 
Property Act, on ly  the Court of Q ueen's Bench has 
j u risd iction  in these matters. Now, partition and sale 
wh ich is a techn ical term to cover the situation i n  
which property jo i ntly h e l d  b y  two persons c a n  be 
either sold or transferred in  order to divide the inter­
ests, partit ion and sale is frequently req u i red when 
deal i n g  with separation of property under The Marital 
Property Act. The County Court has general j u risdic­
tion for all other matters u n der The Marital Property 
Act. But where partition and sale is requ i red to com­
plete the d ivision of property between two persons 
separating and bringing proceedings u nder The Mari­
tal Property Act, as th ings now are, an appl ication is 
requ i red to the Court of Queen's Benc h ,  a separate 
appl ication. It takes t ime,  and it's costly and it's 
u nnecessary. 

By extending the j u risdiction of the County Court as 
th is proposed a mendment would do to permit the 
County Court J u dge seized of the issue as between 
the parties to deal with partition and sale of land ,  the 
County Court wil l  be able to deal with a l l  matters 
u nder The Marital Property Act. So that in the one 
hear ing ,  the matters between the party can be d is­
posed of. The proposed amend ment wi l l  g ive j u risd ic­
t ion to the County Court,  of the County Court d istrict 
in which the land is situated or the County Court of a 
d istrict in which the act ion has a l ready been bro u g ht .  

MR. SPEAKER: The Honoura ble Member for St. 
Norbert. 

MR. MERCIER: M r. Speaker, I move, seconded by the 
Honourable Member for Turtle Mountain ,  that debate 
be adjourned. 

Motion presented and carried. 

BUSINESS OF THE HOUSE 

MR. SPEAKER: Would  the Government House Leader 
indicate the next item of business? 

MR. PENNER: The motion that was before the House 
last n i g ht,  brought in by the M i n ister of F inance, was 
that the House do, at its next sitt ing ,  m ove i nto Com­
m ittee of Supply.  N ow I don't know what the i ntent ion 
of the members opposite is with respect to that 
mot ion,  whether they are prepared to consider that 
this is the next sitt ing ,  or  consider that by the nature of 
the motion  that we are going to move i nto Supply 
tom morrow. 

MR. SPEAKER: If the Minister wishes to proceed with 
that item I will call i t  for debate. 

MR. PENNER: Right, then I w i l l  call for the q uestion 
on  the motion that was introduced by the M in ister of 
Fi nance yesterday that the House do now move i nto 
Committee of Supply. 

MR. SPEAKER: On the adjourned motion of the M i n­
ister of F inance. it was moved that the House wi l l  at its 
next sittin g ,  resolve itself i nto a Committee to con-
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sider the Supply to be granted to Her Majesty. 
The Honourable Member for Turtle Mountain .  

MR. A. BRIAN RANSOM (Turtle Mountain): Thank 
you. M r. Speaker. Mr .  Speaker, I want to take th is 
opport u nity to deal  with a n um ber of i tems that I t h i n k  
are o f  considerable i mportance t o  t h e  people o f  
Manitoba, and they are of considerable i mportance t o  
t h i s  House a s  wel l .  

I start f i rst o f  a l l ,  M r .  Speaker, with t h e  man ner i n  
which the M i n ister of Fi nance has d rawn together and 
presented h is  Est imates, both to th is House and to the 
publ ic ,  because i t  is in  my knowledge unprecedented 
that he  should have presented them the Honou r­
able M in ister should have presented them i n  the way 
that they have been .  

I begin ,  S i r ,  w i th  the press release that the Honou r­
able M i n ister has put  out which indicated that there 
would be a 14.4 percent increase in spend ing. He was, I 
m ight add,  q u ite successful i n  that presentat ion of 
spend i ng because of course the Wi n n i peg Sun head­
l ines this m orn ing that expenditures or spending wi l l  
be u p  by 14 .4  percent. 

Mr. Speaker, the expenditures have never before 
been presented in that way. The correct way, and I a m  
certain t h e  way that h is  departmental staff presented 
them to h i m ,  was that they wou ld be presented as 
print-over-pri n t, wh ich s imply means the amount of 
m o ney that was i n it ia l ly p resented to the Legislature 
last year p lus  the amount passed in Supplementary 
Supply.  That is the o n ly way to make a truly compara­
ble presentat ion.  

What the M i nister has done is try to compare the 
total projected expenditures for 1981-82 with h i s  i n it ial  
expenditu res for 1 982-83, and he has del iberately left 
items out of the Est imates that were tabled before th is  
House last n ight. When he  was asked today, "Where 
was provision made for the $2 m i l l ion  Special G rant to 
Winn ipeg 1 ?"he said ,  "No provision has been made." 
Yet that announcement was made i n  th is House some 
days ago by the M i n ister of Educat ion.  

They knew, Mr. Speaker, they k new that there 
woul d  be fu nds req u i red f:)r that grant and they were 
n ot presented i n  the spend ing Estimates tabled i n  th is 
House last n ight. Mr. Speaker, that  is the sort of behav­
iour  on the part of the M i n ister of F inance that is 
simply unacceptable to the members on this side of 
the House and I th ink  i t  shou ld  be u nacceptable to the 
pub l ic as wel l .  

We also k now that the F irst M in ister d u ring the elec­
tion and other members of h is party were promising 
i m m ediate assistance to the beef producers of th is 
provi nce. T here was n ot one n ickel presented i n  the 
Est imates tabled in  th is House last n ight, M r. Speaker, 
yet the M i n ister stands up in the House today and says 
there wi l l  be a plan.  M r. Speaker, if they know that 
there wi l l  be money spent on a Beef Income Stab i l iza­
tion P lan ,  then p rovis ion for that plan should be m ade 
in  the Estimates tabled in  th is House. Instead, the 
publ ic is m islead with this type of press release which 
indicates a 14 .4  percent increase in  spend ing, which 
when put o n  a comparable basis to previous years, 
s imply on the figures alone brings it to 16.9 percent, 
and i f  we begin  to add in the items that these h onour­
able members have prom ised and have not i nc luded 
i n  their Est imates, then the f igure begins to go much  
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h igher, Mr. Speaker. I th ink  that we are entitled to an 
explanation at  the very least from the Min ister of 
F inance for that type of action .  

We have seen how previous releases of i nformation 
have been done by that M i n ister in the short period of 
time that they have been government.  If this is an 
i nd ication of the consequence of movi ng the Informa­
t i o n  Services Branch from the Department  of  
Government Services, where it operated i n  a n  i mpar­
tial  way to the F irst M i n ister's Office, where it now 
reports to his top pol it ical gun, if th is is the type of 
act ion that we're going  to get, Mr. Speaker, then it's 
u nacceptable, and I tel l  you that the Est imates tabled 
before us last n ight give me some concern. 

They give me some concern about h ow the Informa­
tion Services and other in formation d issem i n at ing 
grou ps are goi ng to be used in  th is government,  M r. 
Speaker, because wit h i n  these Estimates that were 
tabled last n ight, I dare say that the single largest 
increase fal ls with i n  the Executive Counci l  and that is 
a 824 percent increase in the Advertising Audit  office 
withi n  the Fi rst M i n ister's office, it goes up from 
$128,300to $1 ,057,300.00 What do they do, Mr. Speaker? 
What is l isted u nder there says that it provides a n  
advertising media  buying service f o r  a l l  government 
departments and agencies. That's their priority, M r. 
Speaker, an 824 percent increase. 

M r. Speaker, I also woul d  l i ke to place on the record 
once aga i n  some of the facts concerning  the eco­
nomic  situatio n  i n  th is province when we assumed 
government in 1977, and when the members o pposite 
assu med i t  some three or four m onths ago, because 
despite factual  explanat ions that have been given ,  the 
F i rst M i n ister i n  h is presentation  to the House last 
n ight cont in ued to fol low h is  revisionist type of 
approach to provid ing i nformation on the state of the 
economy. Mr.  Speaker, as long as that sort of misun­
derstan d i ng conti n ues to persist among the members 
o pposite, then I w i l l  continue to place u pon the record 
the facts, and the members opposite should be free to 
chal lenge those facts or to verify them. 

When we assumed responsib i l ity for government i n  
1977, we took over at a t ime when the economy was 
only growing at 0 .8 percent a year. When those hon­
o u rable members took over, the economy of th is prov­
i nce was estimated by the Conference Board to be 
growing  at 3.3 percent. Mr. Speaker, I bel ieve that that 
is a n  increase of someth ing l ike 400 percent, four 
t imes h igher when we took over than it was when they 
took over. 

The statements the F irst M i n ister has been making 
si mply don't wash with the facts. Unemployment was 
5.9 percent when we assumed office. It's 6 percent 
when they assumed office. Retail sales were 4.4 per­
cent when we took over - 1 1 . 5  percent d u ring 1981 .  The 
th ing that the honourable members opposite continue  
to try and i m p ress u pon the pub l ic is that the  eco­
nomic capacity of the government is somehow terri­
bly constrained because of the way we left it. 

M r. Speaker, I want to assure them that the eco­
nomic capacity of the government, fiscal capacity, is 
in better shape when they assumed power than it was 
four years ago. 

Let me reiterate the facts once aga in ,  that the deficit 
in 1977-78 represented on  an a n n ua l  basis 1 1 . 7  percent 
of the expenditures of government .  When the f igures 
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are in for 1 981-82. it w i l l  show that the deficit is approx­
i m ately 1 0.9 percent of the expenditures of govern­
ment for that year. The deficit as a percentage of 
reven ues in 1 977-78 was 1 3.3 percent; i n  1 98 1 -82 it wi l l  
be 1 2.2 .  The total d i rect and g uaranteed debt in  1 977-
78 represented 42 percent of the gross provi ncial  pro­
d uct and I ' l l  g ive you one u pdated fig ure .  Mr. Speaker; 
I thank the M i n ister of F inance for provid ing me with 
the information yesterday afternoon. It is based on  the 
most cu rrent projection of the g ross provincial pro­
d uct for the province. The total debt for 1 98 1 -82 w i l l  
come i n .  i n  the  range of  35  percent of  the  g ross pro­
vincial  prod uct. as opposed to 42 percent in 1 977-78. 
In fact. the fiscal capacity of the government is 
stronger today than i t  was four years ago.  Those are 
the facts, M r. Speaker. I w i l l  cont i n ue to put them on 
the record so long as we conti nue to hear revision of 
statements made about the state of the fiscal capacity 
of the province. 

Mr.  Speaker. I also want to make reference to the 
general approach that this govern ment seems to be 
tak i n g  to the management of the economy or to the 
extent that they are able to inf luence the economy; 
that is. that they general ly appear to be treat ing the 
sym ptoms. rather than to be do ing their  part to treat 
the causes. I take. as an example  of that, the state­
ments that are made in the Throne Speech where the 
government refers to their conti n ued cal l  for a lower­
i n g  of in terest rates and that they wi l l  attempt to offset 
the m ost serious effects of i nflation .  Wel l ,  that's f ine.  
Mr.  Speaker. A l l  of us woul d  l i ke to see lower i nterest 
rates; none of us l i ke to see the h i gher i nterest rates 
that we have today. 

We also don't want to see people sufferi n g  the 
effects of i nflation .  but i t  surely is i n c u m bent upon a 
provincia l  government to lay out a strategy for how 
they see those th ings actual ly bein g  accompl ished. 
Because to simply cal l  for a lowerin g  of i nterest rates 
is si m ply to posture without being able to lay out at the 
same t ime some of the other events that they see 
tak i n g  p lace in order that they may g ive the people 
some confidence that they k now what they are talk ing  
about; that i f  i n deed they are proposing to take short­
term pai n for long-term g a i n ,  then at least they should 
lay that out so that we have some k nowledge that they 
know what they are talk ing  about We haven't seen 
that, Mr. Speaker, all we see is a s imple call for lower 
i nterest rates and some effort to offset i nflation. 

At the same t ime they want to f la i l  out at President 
Reagan in the U nited States for the pol icies that he 
fol lows. Wel l .  M r. Speaker, they may not agree with 
the pol ic ies of President Reagan .  and that of course is 
everyone's prerogative; I don't ent irely agree with al l  
h is  pol icies either. but  he  d oes lay out a plan.  He does 
tell the people where he  expects to go. There is a body 
of k nowledge that leads h i m  to that concl usion and 
they are hav ing some success i n  contro l l i n g  i nflation 
because i nf lat ion today is approxi m ately ha lf in the 
U nited States of what it is i n  Canada. 

I want to know from the government some t ime i n  
the course of debate d ur ing this Legislature. Mr.  
Speaker. what they think is going to happen i n  Can­
ada if their pol icies are fol lowed with respect to i nfla­
t ion .  because there are very knowledgeable people 
who say that i f  their pol icy is fol lowed. i t  wil l  lead to 20 
percent i nflation. I don't t h i n k  that they want to see 20 
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percent i nflation;  I expect that then they woul d  be 
cal l i n g  for a red uction i n  i nf lat ion.  I t h i n k  we have 
reason to expect answers to those k inds of q uestions 
and so far we haven't had them. 

Mr.  Speaker. the members o pposite talk about the 
necessity for economic development; we al l  acknowl­
edge the necessity of economic development. It's how 
we see economic development being carried out 
where we d iffer and I m ust say that in  look ing  throu g h  
the Est imates last n ight .  there d oesn't seem to b e  very 
much there that is go ing to do anyt h i n g  to enhance 
the economy of the provi nce. There doesn't even 
seem to be much  effort and i t  simply reinforces the 
fact that in  the Throne Speech there were on ly one or 
two paragraphs where reference was made to the pri­
vate sector. We see now that in the spend ing  Esti­
mates for the Department of Economic Development, 
for i nstance. that even though there is a f igure of some 
8 percent i ncrease for the Department of Economic 
Development that  really, Mr. Speaker. i f  you l ook at 
that and see that $2 mi l l ion  of that is for the Horse 
Rac ing  Commission that the M i n ister of Economic 
Development is go ing to br ing i n  Estill)ates that  i n  fact 
are 1 percent lower than they were last year. 

Now. M r. Speaker, what k ind of message is that 
go ing  to g ive the private sector in Manitoba? Does th is 
government want the private sector to he lp i n  generat­
i n g  economic activity in th is province or not? The 
amount of money that's made avai lable u nder the 
Small  Enterprise Development Progra m ,  for i nstance. 
is reduced. In fact, the entire Esti mates of Economic 
Development are down by some 1 percent What other 
act ion is there, Mr. Speaker, in these Est imates that 
would i ndicate someth ing  that's go ing to generate 
economic activity? 

The Throne Speech talked about i nvesti n g  i n  
resou rces, wel l ,  w e  know that refers a t  least i n  part to 
their i ntention to i nvest i n  ManOi l  and Manitoba M i n­
eral Resou rces. We would n't expect to see that fund­
i n g  i n  these Est imates; we expect to see that i n  the 
Capital, but the way that they managed some of the 
other resou rces. I f ind somewhat alarm i n g ,  M r. 
Speaker. 

Yesterday, the day before, we saw the Min ister of 
Natural Resources stand up in this House and make 
j ust a very stron g  plea for the better management of 
our natural resources and the better management of 
water. and I turned with g reat ant ic ipation to the Esti­
mates to see how that k ind  of promise was g o i n g  to be 
carried out.  M r. Speaker. What do I f ind when I look i n  
the Est imates? The overall fund ing  for water resour­
ces is up 5.6 percent. M r. Speaker. what are they going 
to do with  that? He read, I bel ieve i n  g lowing terms. 
from the Conservation Districts A n nual Report and I 
agree they are excellent. What is there for conserva­
tion districts? Zero percent increase, Mr. Speaker. 

They talk in g lowing terms, Mr. Speaker. about the 
need for economic development in the north; they talk 
a bout conc lud ing a Northlands Agreement. What do 
we see in these Est imates. Mr. Speaker? We see a 
reduced amount of money for North lands. How are 
they go ing  to del iver on  their promises of economic 
development to the people of Northern Manitoba 
when they put less money in the Est imates than they 
had before? 

There are i n  fact some other very i nterest ing th ings 
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i n  the Estimates as wel l .  The Throne Speech made 
specific reference to H i ghways, to mainta in ing  the 
h ighway system i n  the province. Actual ly,  Mr. Speaker, 
when you look at the amount  of m oney that's in there 
for Acqu isit ion and Construction i n  H ighways, even 
though i t  shows a 1 6  or 1 8  percent increase. In fact, if 
one adds in the addit ional fund ing  that was provided 
to H i ghways, it turns out that i t  is about a five-percent 
i ncrease which of course u n der today's condit ions of 
risin g  costs wi l l  n ot even ma intain the level of activity 
that was u ndertaken d u ri n g  the past year. 

What k i n d  of com m itment is  i t  that is g iven in the 
Throne Speech that is then fol lowed up with this type 
of spend ing? Does it mean, Mr. Speaker, that the M i n ­
ister of F i nance k nows f u l l  wel l that he  is g o i n g  t o  
come t o  t h i s  House a g a i n  w i t h  further sums o f  m oney? 
He a lready k new, he  adm itted today that he  knew 
there was a $2 m i l l i o n  g rant  to be made to the City of 
Winn ipeg Division No. 1 .  It was not i nc luded in h is  
Estimates. Never before, to  my k nowledge, h as a M i n­
ister of F inance ever come to th is House to table Esti­
mates that left out an item that he k new was g o i n g  to 
be requ i red that had actual ly been a nnounced in t h is 
House. 

The M i n ister of Agriculture has promised a Beel 
Income Stab i l izat ion Plan to the people; they have 
been pro m isin g  it i mmediately and on  an emergency 
basis for months now. They know that the funds are 
go ing  to be made availab le ;  they are not in the Esti­
mates. I hope that the F irst M i n ister will ackn owledge 
what has been happen ing  here and wil l  see that the 
books of th is province begin to be kept once again in a 
responsib le sort of fashion .  -(l nterjection) -

A t  least, M r. Speaker, my col leagues beh i n d  m e  
mention the general salary i ncrease amount .  I don't 
argue with the manner of presentation of that i tem;  I 
simply point  out that if the general salary increase was 
to be placed in the Est imates on the same basis that it 
was last year, it would be necessary to add an addi­
t ional  $20 mi l l ion which would bri n g  the spend ing  
Est imates to an i ncrease pr in t  over pr in t  which is the  
on ly way they've been presented before, which is the 
on ly way h is  staff would recommend,  1 7. 7  percent and 
that fa l ls  far  short of meetin g  the promises that  they 
have made. 

Mr.  Speaker, these mem bers opposite are in a fiscal 
no  man's land because they have brought spendi n g  
Estimates i n  last n i g ht that are a lready more than the 
people of Manitoba can afford, yet they fal l  far short of 
meet ing  and fu l f i l l i n g  the promises that the members 
opposite have made. 

Last n ig ht ,  M r. Speaker, and on  a n u m ber of p re­
vious occasions, the Fi rst M in ister and others have 
made reference to the actions of the previous adm i n is­
tration  somehow bein g  responsible for the way i n  
which th is province i s  treated u nder equal ization a n d  
estab l ished programs f inancing .  Mr .  Speaker, there 
are two ways in my view to approach that issue. One is 
that the F i rst M i n ister is s imply p uttin g  u p  a smoke 
screen ;  t h at i n  fact has not happened at a l l  and I fu l ly  
expect that  is the case f rom my knowledge of  my 
exposure to F i rst M i n isters' Conferences and to  
Fi nance M i n isters' Conferences because I know that 
other provinces were treated the same. I k now that the 
Fi rst M i n ister of New Brunswick has stood up and 
spoken to F i rst M in isters' Conferences and i ndeed 
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travelled across the cou ntry and he said, I co-operated 
with that central government on b i l i ngual ism;  I co­
operated with them on OREE;  I co-operated with them 
on the Constitution and l ook at the way they treat me,  
exactly the same way that they were treat ing Manit­
oba. I expect that's the case, Mr. Speaker, but i f  it's 
not, i f  that's the k ind  of -(Interject ion)- yes, the 
member reminds me of the word we're looking for -
capriciousness, that is demonstrated by our  Federal 
Govern ment; then this Fi rst M i n ister and his govern­
ment should be stand ing up and defend i n g  the r ights 
of provinces and say ing that this is not the way that 
Canada was i n tended to operate, that the central 
government would somehow pun ish i nd iv idual  prov­
i n ces because they happened to take stands that they 
bel ieved were right and that were r ight in the eyes of 
many Canadians. Surely that is not the way that Can­
ada was i ntended to operate u nless, of course, we 
believe the Fi rst M i n ister of this country when he sai d  
i ndeed that co-operative federalism is dead. 

I hope that the F irst M in ister has some success i n  
h is approaches to the Federal Government,  but  I 
rather th ink  that he may f ind that the best approach for 
h i m  is to make sure that he  looks after the i nterests of 
Man itobans and not the i nterests of Pierre Trudeau. 
Let me j ust recount  for the i nformation of the members 
o pposite - perhaps they w i l l  f i nd  i t  usef u l  - the 
sequence of events and the change i n  att itude that we 
experienced in terms of negotiat ing with the Federal 
Government over our four years. 

When we came i nto power in October of 1977, we 
were negotiatin g  a n um ber of agreements with the 
Federal Government, a tourism agreement and an 
industrial development agreement and I remember 
that the Federal M i n ister came here, M r. Lessard. We 
met with h i m  personal ly, we sat down, we talked about 
the approach that they wanted to take and the 
approach that we wanted to take. We compromised,  
we agreed and we signed agreements, and i t  was 
possib le to negotiate with that Federal Government. 
Then of course the election of '79 came and we dealt 
for a short period of t ime with the Conservative 
government and, of course, that was a g reat period of 
open ness in dea l ing  with the Federal Government ,  but  
u nfortunately i t  was short-lived and we went back to 
hav ing a Liberal Government from February of 1 980. 
M r. Speaker, in February of 1 980, the attitude of the 
Federal Government changed; it was completely d if­
ferent than it was prior to the May, 1 979 elect ion.  It was 
as though the Federal Government had made u p  their  
mind that they were going to centralize control with i n  
this country, that they were go ing  t o  take away author­
ity from the prov inces; they were go ing  to reduce 
fund ing  to the provinces and it was i mpossible to have 
meaningfu l  d iscussion and negotiation with the Fed­
eral Government.  I tell the members opposite that is 
what was happe n i n g  despite the best efforts that we 
cou l d  put forward. It was i m possib le  for me to get the 
M i n ister for OREE to speak to me or to meet with me. 

I recal l  one occasion I learned he  was coming to 
Manitoba. We phoned his office and sai d ,  woul d  i t  be 
possib le to meet with you,  sir ,  for 15 m i nutes in the 
a irport on  the way through?  Do you k n ow what the 
fi rst q uestion was, M r. Speaker? How d id  you f ind out I 
was coming to Manitoba? That is what we were u p  
agai nst a n d ,  M r .  Speaker, that's what t h e  members 
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opposite are up agai nst. I expect that the M i n ister of 
F inance realizes that, because I th ink  he's been in the 
front l ine  of dea l i n g  with them to this point and I 
expect that h is  patience is weari ng j ust a l ittle th in .  

When I see, Mr.  Speaker, that i n  the spendi n g  Esti­
mates that there is a reduced amount of money put 
forward for the Northlands Agreement, then I rather 
beg i n  to expect that some of the other mem bers over 
there k now that they're go ing  to have tro uble negotiat­
i n g  a North lands Agreement. Because last year, when 
we presented the Estimates, we were confident enough 
that there woul d  be an agreement that we put a l l  of the 
money for that agreement in the Est imates and we 
proceeded to spend ,  as far as I know, a l l  of the m oney 
that the province had ava i lable. We com mitted addi­
t ional  money i ndeed to pick u p  some that the Federal 
Govern ment d i d  not. The Esti mates before us ind i ­
cate, M r. Speaker, that's n ot the way the members 
opposite are proceeding ;  in fact, they're b udget in g  
less money for Northern Development than was bud­
geted last year. They are going to have trouble on 
del iveri ng their promises. 

Mr. Speaker, one last comment that I woul d  l ike to 
make could you indicate how m uch time I have? 
Oh, thank you. One other item that concerns me, Mr. 
Speaker, is mention that the M i n ister of F inance made 
last n i g ht in page 14  of his presentat ion ,  and that is 
where he  begins to raise the possib i l ity that they're 
go ing  to go back to separat ing operati n g  from capital .  
They are g o i n g  to try and present the f igures on  the 
deficit to show it to be smal ler than i t  rea l ly  is; I k n ow 
the pol itical hay that the m e mbers opposite tried to 
make on th is over the years. I l istened to the F i rst 
M i n ister after h is  election on CBC radio,  on an i nter­
view at noon one day, say that the previous Conserva­
tive government bro u g ht th is i n ,  in an effort to embar­
rass the previous N O P  government.  Wel l ,  Mr. Speaker, 
the record wi l l  show that the Provi ncial  Auditor 
recom mends that i t  be done th is way. I bel ieve n i ne 
out of ten provinces i n  Canada do it th is way and that 
they combine o perati n g  and capital as being the bot­
tom l i ne because the govern ment has to raise those 
funds. When you try and separate them out, you end 
u p  with a l l  k inds of strange th ings happen ing ,  with 
paper c l ips going i nto capital. 

When I took over I recall very clearly i t  was one of 
the th i ngs I h ad the most d ifficu lty comprehend i n g  i n  
the department i s  that I remember i n  Water Resources 
there were two pots of m oney, one was capital and 
one was operati n g ,  and for  the l ife of me,  Mr.  Speaker, 
I couldn't d i fferentiate the d ifference between operat­
i n g  and capital .  Fi nal ly the staff sai d ,  wel l ,  really there 
isn't any d ifference, you j ust move money back and 
forth ,  from one to the other, depend ing  on  whether 
you have a l ittle room to operate and you can put some 
capital i nto operat ing .  If you don't have room to oper­
ate, then you take operating and put it i nto capital. 
That, Mr .  Speaker. is no  way to keep the books of the 
province. 

I am especial ly concerned because I have seen two 
or three examples of how this M i n ister of Fi nance has 
presented i n formation to the people of Manitoba and 
to th is House with i n  the short period of t ime that  he 
has been M i n ister, when I see how the Information 
Services has been used to m islead the people of Mani­
toba as to the spend ing  plans of the p rovince. Mr .  
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Speaker, that is wrong ,  i t  is wrong that should be 
done. I hope that the M i n ister wi l l  beg i n  to take 
recom mendations from his very capable staff and 
p resent th ings in  the same consistent fashion  that 
they have been presented over the past four years. 

I hope that when Mr. Broadbent's Executive Assist­
ant is reviewing the in formation system of the p rov­
i nce that he wi l l  approach it from a very objective way 
and wi l l  not attem pt in any way to slant the system so 
as to favou rably present the N O P  government pol i­
cies. I hope that he wi l l  look at it i n  an objective way, 
and I hope the fact that there is an 824 percent 
increase in the Advertisin g  Audit Office doesn't ind i­
cate that ,  i n  fact, we are very rapidly see ing a propa­
ganda service being developed among the m e m bers 
opposite, Mr. Speaker. The j u ry is sti l l  out; there sti l l  is 
opport u n ity for the honourable members opposite to 
begin to present in formation in a straightforward, 
objective fashion consistent with the past. I hope that 
we will begin to see that very soon ,  M r. Speaker. 
Thank you. 

MR. SPEAKER: The Honou rable Member for Arthu r. 

MR. DOWNEY: Mr. Speaker, on speak ing  of the  Esti­
mates of the Govern ment of Man itoba, the N O P  party, 
I would l ike to start off by readi n g  back to the people of 
Manitoba and putt ing  on  the record some of the 
statements that were made by the Fi rst M in ister of this 
province - he wasn't the F irst M i n ister at that part icu­
lar  t ime,  as wel l as the now M i n ister of Agricu l ture -
some of the statements that have been made by h i m  i n  
regard t o  t h e  election pled ges, t h e  prom ises were 
made to the beef industry of the Province of Man itoba. 
We can l ook back over the last two years that they 
were i n  Opposition and some of the questions and 
some of  the pressure that  was put on  our  govern ment 
to get i nvolved and to support the hog i n d ustry. A 
support progra m  which was worked out with the hog 
producers, a p rogra m  which I th ink ,  M r. Speaker, w i l l  
i n  the long run be the basis for  a major stab i l ization 
program thro u g h out Canada i f  the M i n ister wants to 
p roceed and look at it in a n  objective way. I bel ieve 
that the in troduction of such a program with the hog 
producers and the Producers Market ing Board bei n g  
i nvolved i n  the establ ish ing o f  that program was o n e  
which,  I t h i n k ,  is certa in ly, again a s  I say, h a s  the 
makings of a very positive and very f irm program to 
g ive that industry in the Province of Manitoba a sup­
port that is requ i red d ur ing a downturn i n  market 
condit ions. 

I know, the M i n ister who makes com ments that we 
d id n't have proper fund ing  in place, that we had to do 
certain th ings wel l ,  I ' l l  j ust make a brief comment on  
that, Mr .  Speaker, because we i n  fact d u ri n g  last year's 
Estimates, because the agricultu re i n dustry was i n  a 
business of m arket fl uctuations, that we saw the 
i n d ustry recovering somewhat. Fu nds were put in  
p lace that were esti mated to be needed; there had to 
be further funds made ava i lable through a warrant. 
However, the Manitoba Agricultural Credit Corpora­
t ion had the capacity and the capabi l ity to p rovide a 
g rant, not a g rant, b ut a loan fund g uarantee to the hog 
industry. It  had the capacity to do it, we put addit ional  
funds i n  it ,  Mr.  Speaker, and of course - yet, M r. 
Speaker, the M i n ister d id  not as a responsi b le person 
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d iscuss with the Man itoba Credit Corporat ion,  then of 
course I don't  bel ieve that we should  be tak ing any 
criticism for that k ind of approach .  

However, Mr.  Speaker, le t  us dea l  w i th  the real issue 
today, because the real issue today is what the F i rst 
M in ister of t h is province promised to the beef prod uc­
ers, not of any constituency other than h is  own, 
reported p ub l icly in the Press by one of, of course, the 
favourite reporters of some of the members on th is 
side, and maybe I 'm one of them, i n  a report in  the 
Winn ipeg Free Press, Thursday, Nove m ber 5th .  That 
was a meet ing with several beef producers i n  the Sel­
k i rk area. One of those part icular i n d iv iduals was one, 
or there was one of about twenty beef producers meet­
i n g  i n  h i s  home, Mr. Bodnaruk's home, to lay out some 
of the complai nts to Mr.  Pawley, who is now the F i rst 
M i n ister of the Province. As well, at that meet ing the 
newly elected member for the Constituency of G i m l i ,  
Mr .  Speaker, was as  we l l  at that particu lar meet ing .  

Here's one of  the comments that  I would l i ke to 
make or to put on the record that was made by that 
new member for G i m l i .  The candidate who is now the 
member said, "Countless beef producers in the Inter­
lake have had to take u p  d riv ing of school buses, 
part-ti me jobs, wh i le their wives take jobs in hospitals 
or restau rants." You know, real l y  laying out t he d i ffi­
culties that the beef i n dustry was h aving .  

Mr. Speaker, the comments that  came from the F irst 
M i n ister - he wasn't then but he is now - the Fi rst 
M i n ister at th is part icular t ime at that meetin g  said: he  
gave the farmers h is  assurance that  an N O P  Govern­
ment would come to their  aid q uickly with an Income 
Assurance Program;  and note this - "si mi lar  to Sas­
katchewan's program," M r. Speaker, and that a id 
would be coming very q uick ly .  Wel l ,  Mr. Speaker, that 
was on the 5th of November, they were elected on the 
17th .  We are now sitt ing  o n  the IOth of March,  and we 
sti l l  have had the M i n ister answer me today, and the 
a nswer that he  gave was:  he would hope that the 
member would be patient, he  would hope that he  
wouldn't  have to h urry i nto anyth ing ,  that they woul d  
b e  patient. 

Mr. Speaker, I 'm here speak ing  on  behalf of the beef 
producers that his Fi rst M i nister promised to them on 
the 5th of Novem ber of last year. Mr .  Speaker, he 
i m mediately says that's when I set up my committee. 
Yes, M r. Speaker, I set up a committee to tell our  
government what the beef producers felt they needed 
as a prog ram,  and yes, M r. Speaker, what did the 
M i n ister of Agriculture d o  with that comm ittee? He 
f ired them, Mr. Speaker. He neglected to even l isten to 
what they had to say. You know why, Mr. Speaker? 
Because they weren't total ly  all aff i l iated with the 
National Farmers' U n io n .  

Mr.  Speaker, l e t  us proceed on  a l ittle further. What 
did the M i n ister of Agricu l ture say approxi m ately on 
the 8th of January? He's reported again in the Bran­
don Sun  as havin g  said - he's asked the q uestion 
that, "When wi l l  the progra m  be in p lace?" and this is 
the 8th of January, Mr. Speaker. "It w i l l  be in the next 
month to six weeks." That, Mr.  Speaker, was the M in is­
ter of Agricu l ture speaking ,  the Honourable Member 
for the Interlake. That was a bout the 8th of January, 
M r. Speaker, reported in the Press as havin g  h i m  made 
that commitment in a m onth to six weeks. 

Yet we saw the M i n i ster of F in an ce i ntrod uce the 
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Est imates i nto th is House last n i g ht and he d i d n't put  
one n ickel i n  it for the beef industry i n  the Province of 
Man itoba after bei n g  elected. I 'm sure a lot of the 
mem bers the Member for Dauph in  - let him go 
back to Dauph in  and have a press conference this 
weekend and tel l h is  beef producers how much 
m oney they're going to get from that g reat - let's 
remember this - that great govern ment that he's a 
part of. Let h i m  have a press conference and g o  to the 
publ ic in  Daup h i n .  Let the Member for G i m l i  g o  and 
face h is constituency with  a promise that  has been 
broken by the M i n ister of Agriculture and the Premier 
of th is province, Mr .  Speaker. N ot h i n g  b u t  broken 
promises. 

Let us proceed on a l ittle further, M r. Speaker, 
because remem ber the promise that the F i rst M i n ister 
made was that "It would be a program l ike Saskatche­
wan." Wel l, l i ke Saskatchewan, M r. Speaker, let us 
start to put some n u mbers together. - ( lnterjection)­
Wel l ,  Mr. Speaker, if he  can't take the heat, then he' l l  
have t o  get o u t  of t h e  kitchen. M r .  Speaker, t h e  M i n is­
ter of Agriculture said to put i n  a program l i ke the 
other provinces. The Min ister of Agricu l ture said in  a n  
article - M r. Speaker, I have a n  article here that says 
the M i n ister of Agriculture - oh, yeah, here we are, 
again on the 8th of January i n  the W i n n ipeg Free 
Press, the M i n ister of Agriculture for the Province of 
Manitoba who is leav ing  the kitchen said, "Certain l y  
t h e  industry needs help." 

MR. DESJARDINS: Mr.  Speaker, on  a point of order. 

MR. SPEAKER: The M i n ister of Health on  a point of 
order. 

MR. DESJARDINS: At the request of a m e m ber of the 
loyal Opposition yesterday, you ruled that we shouldn't 
bri n g  notice that people are either leav ing or are 
absent from the House, and I would h ope that espe­
cia l ly  i f  it's a request of theirs, that they w i l l  also play 
the game straight.  

MR. SPEAKER: The Honourable Member for Pem­
b i n a  on  the same point. 

MR. ORCHARD :  M r. Speaker, I would l ike you to rule 
as to whether th is is a kitchen . 

MR. SPEAKER: I d idn't hear the honourable m e m ber's 
remark. I wonder if you can repeat it, please. 

MR. DOWNEY: On the point of order, M r. Speaker. 

MR. SPEAKER: The Honourable Member for Art h u r  
on  t h e  same point of order. 

MR. DOWNEY: Wel l, Mr. Speaker, I apologize to the 
member if in  any way it was taken that he  was leav ing  
o r  be ing  a part of th is  C h a m ber. I d i d  use the expres­
sion, "if he can't stand the heat i n  the kitchen, then he 
should leave the k itchen," Mr. Speaker. 

MR. ENNS: No, I th ink  you loused i t  u p. "If you can't 
stand the heat, leave the kitchen." 

MR. DOWNEY: Well however, Mr .  Speaker. However, 
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the m e m ber is  sti l l  in the Chamber  a n d  i f  he takes it 
that I am referr ing I w i l l  refra i n  from mak ing a 
comment on whether a member is absent or not, M r. 
Speaker. 

MR. SPEAKER: I bel ieve that the matter has been 
dealt with.  The Honou rable Member for Art h u r  should 
proceed. 

MR. DOWNEY: Mr. Speaker, I was g o i n g  to start to 
put some n u m bers together for the M i n ister of Agri­
cu l ture,  which he  h as been q uoted in the Press as 
g iven to the p u bl ic of Manitoba and that's in the Win­
n ipeg Free Press article on  January the 8th where the 
M in ister i n dicated - he said, "Certa in ly  the industry 
needs help. No q uestion of that." he  said. "Man itoba 
would need to spend about $35 m i l l ion ."  - $35 m i l l ion  
which we d i d n 't see i n  the Estimates, Mr .  Speaker, 
would have to spend about $35 m i l l i o n  i f  i t  wanted to 
set up a support program l i ke the one in Alberta. 

Mr. Speaker, the govern ment of the Provi nce of 
Manitoba today was elected on  a promise to in troduce 
a program for the l ivestock producers in this prov ince 
- ( I nterject ion)- " I mmediately," M r. Speaker, again 
referrin g  to the F i rst M i nister's comments on  November 
the 5th .  What h ave we seen ,  Mr.  Speaker? 

We see a false promise agai n be ing g iven by the 
M i n ister of Agr iculture. He does n ot ,  and I put  th is on  
the record, I bel ieve he  does not  i ntend to br ing  one 
cent forward for the beef i n dustry i n  th is  provi nce, 
because i f  we refer to the M i n ister of F inance's com­
ments in today's Free Press, the M i n i ster of Agricul­
t u re h asn't even taken a proposed program to Cabi net 
yet. 

A q uote agai n from the M i n ister of F inance said,  
"The M i n ister of Agriculture is  p repar ing  a prog ram 
for beef producers. When that is  approved by Cabinet, 
fund ing will be provided in Supplementary Estimates." 

Mr. Speaker, let me tell you that the Premier who 
was told by beef producers i n  h is  own constituency, 
by his own member  from Gim l i  how many people had 
to leave thei r operations to go and work - the wives 
had to work and the farmers had to drive school buses 
- they st i l l  cannot move to i m plement a program 
which they pledged they would do immediately. M r. 
Speaker, let them go back and I agai n chal lenge the 
Member for Dauph in  and the Member  for G i m l i  and 
the M i n ister h i mself to go back to h is  own consti­
tuency and ho ld  a p u b l ic meeti n g  and tel l  them where 
it's at because, M r. Speaker, it's noth ing  more than a 
hoax; it's noth ing  more than a bunch of baloney that 
they've been g iv ing  the people of Manitoba, particu­
larly the beef producers, because there was proof last 
n i g ht there wasn't a n ickel put in the Estimates for the 
beef producers. I f  they'd l ive u p  to thei r promise, M r. 
Speaker, as the F i rst M i n ister said ,  a progra m  l ike 
Saskatchewan, then there would be $35 m i l l i o n  i n  a 
one t ime payment and then they would work on a 
longer term program. 

M r. Speaker, I bel ieve that it's encumbent upon the 
M i n ister of Agriculture to come forward with a clear 
and plain explanation of why he is unable to put a 
program i n  p lace. Fi rst of a l l ,  he hasn't even screwed 
up h is  courage to take it to h is  col leag ues in Cabinet. 
Mr. Speaker, he h asn't screwed up his courage to take 
it to his col leag ues in Cabi net, and the M i n ister of 
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F i nance told us last n i g ht that he h ad n 't .  He said that 
the M i n ister hadn't been to Cabinet yet; it has to go .  

Mr .  Speaker, I cha l lenge the M in ister of  Agriculture 
to come clean with the farm com m u n ity of Manitoba. 
I f  he  is  a c redi b le person ; i f  he  wants to l ive up to the 
reputation that the farm people expect of thei r M i n is­
ter of Agriculture,  M r. Speaker, I believe that he 
shou ld  make a statement today. Why d i dn't he  make a 
statement today, b ut he said i n  the House, wel l ,  there's 
a vehicle to do that; I hope the member is  patient. 

Mr. Speaker, let's j ust go to some more n u m bers 
that we have. The Cattle Prod ucers Associ at ion  i n  the 
Provi nce of Manitoba, the President of which made 
some comments on  February the 5th and these are the 
k inds of n u m bers that our l ivestock producers - the 
n u m bers of dol lars that they're l os ing ,  M r. Speaker, on  
every a n imal that  is  go ing  to market. I t  is est imated 
that for every 1 ,000 pound steer that is  go ing  to market 
that they're losing $ 1 00 per head. Agai n ,  the Member  
for  Dau p h i n  maybe shou ld  take a l ook at some of 
these n u m bers because he has - ( I nterjectio n ) - M r .  
Speaker, let h i m  look back a t  t h e  debates and the 
p roceed ings  of th is House and see i f  he  can f ind h ow 
many ti mes h is members, who are n ow the g overn­
ment, sat there and q uestioned me as the Minister of 
Agriculture on a Beef I ncome Assu rance Program . 
The only q uestions that they had,  Mr.  Speaker, and 
they' l l  eat these words, were "How much  m oney have 
you got back from the beef producers of the Province 
of Manitoba on the money they owe us,  o n  the $40 
m i l l i o n  that we gave them, how m uch money have you 
got back." 

Those members, M r. Speaker, their  col leag ues who 
are now the M i nisters - ( I nterjection) - "Take them to 
court; take the beef prod ucers to court .  We want that 
money back, Mr .  Speaker." You know, how soon it a l l  
changes, M r. Speaker, h ow soon i t  a l l  changes. We 
have the M in ister of Agr icu lture, who is  now sitti n g  
there f u m b l i n g  t h e  beef, I mean f u m b l i n g  t h e  bal l .  M r .  
Speaker, I ' m  very serious because I th ink  that the 
reputation of the First M i n ister, f i rst of a l l  - last n i g ht 
it was a l l  very n ice motherhood talk about the farm 
com m u n ity bei n g  the backbone of Manitoba, you 
k now, and we k now that; that's n ice and we bel ieve i n  
that a s  wel l .  We've got mem bers on  th is  side o f  the 
House, Mr .  Speaker, who are a part  of it .  It 's a very 
in tegral part of their  whole l ivel i hood. 

M r. Speaker, what is  happen i n g  with the New 
Democratic Party who are in government now? They're 
tryi n g  to say what happened over the last four years? 
I 'm rem i n d i n g  the Member for Dauphin  who asked me, 
and maybe some of the other mem bers who are i nter­
ested, particu larly the ones from Giml i ,  that when they 
were in Opposit ion and their  mem bers are now M in is­
ters, their only concern about the beef produ cers was 
to pay the money back to the Government of Manit­
oba. Don't he lp them, but get that money back; 
money, by  the way, M r. Speaker, which was needed 
for that beef industry, but that wasn't their concern. 
They tried to make us look bad politically, b ut, Mr. 
Speaker, it backfired and let the Member for Dauph i n  
go t o  Dauph in  and h o l d  a p ress conference t h i s  wee­
kend when he's home and tel l  h is beef producers h ow 
m u ch m oney were i n  the Esti mates and the k ind  of 
program that they can expect from their particu lar 
govern ment. 
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M r. Speaker, there is  g o i n g  to be a day of reckon i n g  
f o r  that member and f o r  those members, the Member 
for G i m l i  who l ives in the I n terlake, my col league,  I 
h ope would be prepared to make some com ments as 
well I ' m  sure,  represent ing the I n terlake and I say truly 
represent ing the I nterlake l ike the M i n ister of Agricul­
ture is ,  should have a feel,  should know what's go ing  
on .  He knows how much  m oney those prod ucers have 
lost. Aga in ,  go  back to that n u m ber. 

Mr. Speaker, each prod ucer is l os ing approximately 
$ 1 00 per an imal ,  approximately 20,000 an i mals mar­
keted in the month of Jan uary - part of the reason for 
the d rop was because of Saskatchewan mov ing  cattle 
i nto Manitoba, not total ly  the whole reason ,  but par­
tial ly - and that put a loss to the farm commu nity of 
several m i l l ions of dol lars on a monthly basis and that 
is stil l go ing  on, and the F i rst M i n ister who promised a 
program l ike Saskatchewan which g uaranteed, and I 
want h i m  to rem e m ber th is, it g uaranteed 87 cents a 
pound ,  the cost of prod uction . N ice stuff when you're 
i n  an election campai g n .  It sounds good for the people 
who want to vote for you. 

The Member for G i m l i  was at the meet ing ;  he  was 
there. It's reported; it's a d i rect q uote from the F irst 
M i n ister and they haven't g ot the in test inal  fortitude to 
stand up i n  th is  House :  he hasn't g ot the i ntest ina l  
fortitude to take it to h is  Cabinet to th is poi nt,  to say I 
need $35 m i l l ion ,  that's what it's go ing to cost the 
people of Man itoba; he  hasn't got enough in testina l  
fortitude to go to the M in ister of F i nance and say put in  
your  Est imates $35 mi l l ion  for the beef industry in  
Manitoba because they need it, they're los ing m i l l ions 
of dol lars a month.  It 's a l ot of money, Mr. Speaker, but 
i t 's a com m itment that they have to l i ve u p  to.  

Mr. Speaker, you know we hear a l l  these rumbl ings 
from the backbench and we hear  a l l  these concerns 
about the welfare in the Province of Manitoba. The 
Member for Brandon East is  very proud that he  put in 
place a welfare program and increased i t  by 1 6.5 per­
cent. It was g reat reading ,  g reat stuff, but you k now 
the real people that make i t  go  in this provi nce need 
some assistance as well and it isn't welfare; it's a stabi l ­
ization  program and it's a short-term, Mr.  Speaker, 
program that wi l l  g i ve them some help through a short 
period of t ime; n ot a d rag on society forever, but  g ive 
them some hope that there is  somebody i n  society 
that cares. 

Mr. Speaker, there's on ly two ways that a producer 
gets m o ney; they either have to pay for i t  over the 
counter when they go to buy their beef steak or they 
have to do it thro u g h  their tax dol lars. Mr.  Speaker, I 
g uess the way it is today, we have a M i n ister of Agri­
cu lture who sits amongst a bunch of m in isters who 
says, we're gett ing  a pretty good deal  on  our  beef; why 
should we g ive you approval to go ahead and pay any 
money through the taxes to support that industry? 

Mr. Speaker, I have no other alternative but to sug­
gest that is  what's h appen ing ,  but  let's j ust g o  over the 
whole process again .  I want it to be very clear. 

On November the 5th ,  the F irst M i n ister - the man 
who's n ow the Fi rst M i n ister of  the province -
pledged a progra m  to the beef producers of Manitoba 
i mmediately, a program l ike Saskatchewan .  His M i n is­
ter of Agriculture some several weeks ago said, that to 
help the beef industry l i ke the other provinces they'd 
need $35 m i l l ion .  Mr. Speaker, he again said it wou ld

o n ly take a m o nth to six weeks. That t ime has n ow 
lapsed , Mr. Speaker. And remember th is ,  I th ink  it's 
very i m portant to remem ber this, that the beef pro­
d ucers you j ust can't turn them on and off, i t  takes a 
long t ime to bu i ld  u p  a herd of cattle; it's a l ife-t ime 
investment and ,  Mr .  Speaker, it doesn't take many 
m i n u tes to put them on the market and l ose that 
money. 

What is  the i m med iate response you get from a 
Social ist or those people who bel ieve i n  supply man­
agement. You know I 'm not against supply m anage­
ment; I was toted as being against supply manage­
ment when I f i rst was elected, but the producers of 
Manitoba found out that wasn't the case. But  you work 
on the pr inciple of supply management, Mr. Speaker. 
The principle of supply management is  you reduce 
the supply of a com modity to increase the price. Wel l ,  
M r .  Speaker, h o w  would that work today, because 
that's the problem. People aren't consu m i n g  it at the 
price that it's at, so if you try to red uce the supply ,  a l l  
you do is  reduce farmers. You don ' t  increase the price 
to people or consu mers that aren't a l ready prepared 
to buy i t  at the price that it's at. Mr. Speaker, you j ust 
e l i mi n ate farmers by removin g  those people that are 
produci n g .  So supply management j ust won't work. It 
is  a stab i l ization prog ram where, in fact, the taxpayers 
thro u g h  a program of tax money has to be put in p lace 
for periods of extreme lows. You k now, i t  wasn't the 
New Democratic Party who i nvented or d iscovered 
that k ind  of support. 

Let's look at what happened and how the Manitoba 
Crop Insurance Corporation was developed. M r. 
Speaker, that is a program of support for the g ra i n  
producers of th is  prov ince; they are s u bsid ized by the 
taxpayers, so don't let them stand u p  and say, you 
know, why are we do ing everyt h i n g  for the beef and 
hog producers. The taxpayers of the Province of 
Manitoba subsidize the pre m i u ms on crop i nsurance; 
they s u bsid ize the ad m i nistration costs on  crop i nsu­
rance, so there is  a support program put in place for 
the g ra i n  producers, and i t  was put i n ,  yes, Mr. 
Speaker, it was put i n  by a Conservative Govern ment. 
The gentleman who was the Premier of the Day is now 
a senator, Senator Robl i n .  He saw the need to support 
Manitoba's backbone industry. What are we heari n g  
on  t h e  other side? We're hearin g  that g reat mother­
hood statement,  but it's pretty ho l low,  it's pretty h ol­
low; there isn't any meat on the bones, because they 
proved it last n i g ht. 

In fact, I woul d  say last n i g ht what we saw was one 
of  the b iggest fraudu lent acts that a government ever 
put before the people of Manitoba. That p iece of 
paper, a l l  those Est imates, Mr. Speaker, weren't com­
plete. They aren't tel l i n g  the story for the taxpayers of 
Manitoba, Mr. Speaker. They aren't tel l i n g  the story at 
a l l .  

In  concl ud ing  my remarks, Mr.  Speaker, I would 
c hal lenge those mem bers, part icularly from Giml i ,  the 
I nterlake, the Mem ber for Dauphin ,  to te l l  it as it is ,  to 
say there isn't any money for the beef prod ucers of  the 
Province of Manitoba; that  you,  as a beef producer, i f  
you voted for the New Democratic party, thank you 
very m uch for your vote, you h ave no h ope of gett ing  
any program because a l l  our  M i n ister of  Agricu l ture is  
stand i n g  u p  and sayi n g  is th is:  I wish that the honour­
able mem ber woul d  g ive me some t ime,  be patient. Be 
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patient when every cattle producer in the province is 
losing $ 1 00 a head everyone he sells. How can he be 
patient? And the M i n ister of Com m u n ity Services 
i mmediately increases the welfare by 1 6.5  percent. 
Mr. Speaker, the i r  pr iorities are a l i ttle off. She's a l ittle 
heavy on  the one side and I have to th ink  it's to the left. 

Mr .  Speaker ,  I want to agai n say that the com ments 
that were made by the M in ister of F inance in the Press 
last n i g ht, that he bel ieves the M in ister has a program 
some place out there,  the fact that it hasn't g o ne to 
Cabinet yet, I would make a specu lative judgment, i f  
the Member  for Dau p h i n  wants an a nswer to h is beef 
producers, is  that you k now under the normal pro­
cess, and we've heard the Premier of Man itoba say, 
well Caucus have to be a pretty major part of any 
decisio n .  Does i t  go  to Cabi net and then to Caucus or 
does it go  to Caucus and then to Cabinet? Or, Mr .  
Speaker, d oes i t  d o  i t  th is  way - h as the Member  for 
Giml i  forgotten that he  was at that he was at that 
meeti n g  on  November 5th ,  where the Fi rst M in ister 
promised a program l ike Saskatchewan. Is the Member 
for Dauph in  so g lary eyed when he  saw al l  these l i ghts 
in here and he real ly  hasn't got down to the basics of 
representin g  the farmers in the Dau p h i n  constituency? 
Has he  really forgotten what he  came to town for? 

Wel l ,  M r. Speaker, I again chal lenge h i m  to go home 
a nd tel l  it as it is  to the beef produ cers i n  the Dauphin 
constituency. You k now, there is  one i n div idual  that I 
have to j ust rem i nd that he is now a m e m ber of the 
Treasury Bench as wel l ,  and that is  the Member  for 
Ste. Rose. Ste. Rose is  a pretty n ice town ,  a n ice 
constituency - ( Interject ion)- g reat cattle country, 
and who woul d  ask the q uestions in the Opposition 
days? What is  the M i n ister do ing  a bout a feed fre ight  
assistance program? What are you doing about Crown 
land pasture for my cattle producers. He was a g reat 
concerned m e m ber  of the Oppositio n .  He said he was 
a g reat constituency man.  Let h i m  go home as the 
M in ister of M u n ic ipal Affairs, because he's tel l i n g  us 
about all these - I don't know whether they're consti­
tuency offices he  h as set up throughout his consti­
tuency or  pol i tical  offices, but  I can bet you that it's the 
taxpayer that's pay ing for them one way or  another 
-let h i m  go home to those offices and let him have a 
meet ing  of those beef producers i n  h is c o m m u n ity 
who are l os ing $ 1 00 a head; let h i m  stand up and tel l  
them some of the detai ls ,  because he  isn 't prepared to 
tel l  us the detai ls, he hasn't seen them in Cabinet yet 
and I don't suppose he's seen them i n  Caucus yet. 

Mr. Speaker, th is is  q uite an i nterest ing th ing  we 
have seen .  I ,  M r. Speaker, am n ot g o i n g  to let the F irst 
M i n i ster or the M i n ister of Agricu l ture rest one m i n ute 
in th is  House u nt i l  they've i ntroduced a program that 
is  meaningfu l  to the beef i ndustry of this province. I 
w i l l  c lose o n  that, Mr .  Speaker - ( I nterjection)- Wel l  
t h e  member opposite said ,  "what d id  I do?" T h e  lands­
l ide from Thompson says, "What d i d  I do?" What d i d  I 
do? Mr .  Speaker, I was about ready - we had a com­
m i t t e e ,  M r .  S p e a k e r ,  p u t  t o g e t h e r  t o  m a k e  
recommendations. 

M r. Speaker, I wi l l  close o n  that and I thank you for 
the opportun ity to debate. 

MR. SPEAKER: Are you ready for the q uestion?  The 
Honourable Member for Lakeside. 
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MR. ENNS: Thank you , Mr .  Speaker. No,  we're not 
ready for the q uestion ,  Mr.  Speaker. I bel ieve the k ind  
of  rather aston ish ing  and rather  fr ighteni n g  d isplay of  
fiscal i ntegrity that we now are  on ly start ing  to fath o m  
t h e  w h o l e  depth of and t h e  picture of, it c a l l s  upon us  
to  at the first moment, i n  fact it's i n  o u r  ru les, M r. 
Speaker, that when the Opposition feels that there is 
somethi n g  to be concerned about or someth ing  that is 
bein g  done that is n ot i n  accordance with past tradi­
tion, not in accordance with the accepted procedure 
i n  th is House,  that the Opposition take thei r earl iest 
and the f i rst opportunity to br ing it to your attention,  
S i r. 

M r .  S peaker, I r ise, and not because I ' m  g o i n g  to 
repeat a l l  what my colleague, the Member for Arthu r  
has said s o  wel l ,  but I want t o  u nderl ine the very real 
concern as expressed so capably by my deskmate, the 
Member  for Turtle Mountain .  

Mr .  Speaker, to have th is  demonstration  of the way 
this government obviously is  g o i n g  to handle  its fiscal 
report ing  i s  a fnghteni n g  th ing ,  Mr. Speaker, that i t  
should come so ear ly i n  their  l ife, so ear ly i n  the ir  l ife. 

Let me put i t  on the record. I t  is  a fact that I am a 
representative i n  the In terlake, I am a prod ucer myself, 
and I have many cattle prod ucers of immediate i nter­
est in my constituency, many of whom d ur ing  the 
electio n  campaign ,  as we campaigned l ike, n ose-to­
nose, cheek-to-cheek with the Honourable,  now the 
M i nister of Agriculture,  j ust north  of me; why couldn't 
you fel lows, why don't you p romise that i nstant  solu­
t ion ,  that he lp to the beef p roducers, that the Honour­
able Member  for St. George is promis ing?  That the 
NOP are promisi n g ?  I sai d ,  "Wel l ,  we happen to have 
had the experience and the responsib i l ity of govern­
ment for four years." You cannot make instant prom­
ises no matter how attractive they are on  the election 
h ustin gs,  because u nless we k now where the dol lars 
are com i n g  from, u nless we k now o u r  capacity to 
respond to a real problem, and u nless we have those 
answers, we were n ot p repared. We suffered for it .  We 
were not prepared to make that k ind  of an election 
platform speech that so many members have referred 
to, and i ndeed, M r. Speaker, that are forever impri nted 
in the m inds of the voters t h roughout Man itoba and so 
well recorded for posterity. We w i l l  have the p leasure 
of cou rse of rem i n d i n g  the honourable members 
opposite of that. 

Mr. Speaker, i t  is  not as though  h o n o u rab le  
members, particu larly those, and the Honourable M i n­
ister of Agric u lt u re, the F i rst M in ister was i n  t h is 
House for the four years, was exposed to the k ind  of 
fiscal report ing  that they were accustomed to from 
this government j ust past. Mr .  Speaker, we had d i ffi­
cult t imes in those four years. We faced floods, 
d roughts, unprecedented forced fire prevention costs, 
and those were all the k ind  of costs that g overn ments 
cannot accurately predict. 

I ' m  not suggesti n g  that we always in the year of their 
occu rrence, i n  the year of f lood, were able to put those 
costs i nto o u r  fiscal report ing ,  i nto o u r  spend ing  
Est imates, i n  the i r  total ,  i n  the i r  complete f ig u res i n  
t h e  fi rst instance. B u t  I ask you ,  check t h e  books, 
check the past Estimates and you wil l  f ind substantial 
sums,  $ 15 m i l l ion ,  $20 m i l l ion ,  $30 m i l l ion put in there 
as a reserve for the k nowledge that we k new we would 
have to come u p  with those dol lars, and they were 



reported by our  M i n ister of Fi nance. We put u n usual 
h i g her  forest f i re prevent ion costs in to our  b u dgets at 
the t ime that the spend ing  Est imates were in troduced, 
because we k new that we were fac ing  those kind of 
costs. Not conclusive. we cou ldn 't ,  the f inal  costs 
woul d  come in the fol lowing year. We d id .  because we 
had s igned a two-year agreement with the Civ i l  Ser­
vice, we put the fu l l  cost of the Civ i l  Service into o u r  
spend i n g  Estimates. I ' m  n ot suggesti n g  that t h e  hon­
o u rable members o pposite can do that .  They have 
reverted back. Except that in that case. procedure that 
has been done in the past. not knowing what the costs 
wi l l  be for the Civ i l  Service rise in salaries. they put in a 
nominal  f igure.  M r. Speaker. 

B ut .  Mr. Speaker, I th ink  perhaps the most shocking 
th ing happened j ust th is afternoon on  this q uest ion,  
when as a resu l t  of a q uest ion  from th is  side of the 
House,  to the M i n ister of Educat ion,  a q uestion was 
asked . well surely, you k n ow that $2 . 1  m i l l i o n  or  $2.2 
m i l l i o n  dol lars to Winn ipeg School Div is ion 1 was in 
th is 14 .4 percent i ncrease. or  in the lengthy explana­
t ion i n  the speech made by the M i n ister of Fi nance.  
Mr.  Speaker, the M i n ister of Educat ion qu i te r ight ly 
got a l l  her credits from the educators and the school 
trustees for the assistance and the g rants that she 
made on  that occasion.  She makes a very presentable. 
you k now. person in representin g  these i ncreases at a 
formal press conference. The f igures were not. they 
were not maybes. or we hope to add some extra 
monies to Winn ipeg School Div is ion;  they were pre­
cise. they were precise to the last cent, to the last 
dol lar. 

N ow. Mr.  Speaker. for those kind of f igures not to be 
i ncluded i nto last n i ght's presentation by the M in ister 
of F inance is j ust u nexpla inable. M r. Speaker; u n less 
of course, Mr. Speaker. you u nderstand the devious 
and the real concern that our members opposite have. 

They k now. Mr .  Speaker. that i ntu it ively people do 
have a concern about g overn ments that s imply have 
gone wild with o u r  spend ing .  No matter how attractive 
i t  is  to any specia l  i n terest g ro u p  to get extra funds,  to 
the school departments, the school d ivisions, to the 
farm com m u n ity, to the health services and agencies. 
but collectively people, Manitobans, get nervous when 
they feel all of a sudden that, part icu larly at this time of 
our economy,  1 982 there appears to be a run away 
spen d i n g  on the part of a g overnment.  Knowin g  that, 
Mr .  Speaker, and I g ive them fu l l  marks. they knew 
that. so they sat down a n d  spent many h o u rs, and 
k nowing the f inance off icials that  they work with,  they 
worked towards that headl i ne, Mr. Speaker. You know 
that was what they wanted to do,  they wanted to pres­
ent a reasonable f igu re,  you k now, percentage of 
increased costs, in that headl i ne,  and they were pre­
pared, I suggest, to do what the Honourable Member 
for Turtle Mou ntain said, is  to d isp lay u n usual and a 
rather fr ighten i n g  lack of fiscal i ntegrity i n  report ing  
the actual spend ing  Estimates as they wi l l  be. 

Mr .  Speaker, I don't want to prolong my contribu­
t ion on  th is  matter. but  I want  to i n dicate to honour­
able members opposite that it's a s l ippery slope that 
you've decided to get onto so early i n  your l ife. and I 
can't real ly understand why you wou ld feel compel led 
to do that, M r. Speaker. The consequences of th is  k ind  
of report ing  wi l l  transcend al l  other spend ing  esti­
mates, all other budget est imates, all other f inancial  
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arrangements that th is  government  e nters i nto,  
because of the method that they h ave chosen to pres­
ent their Estimates on  this their first occassion.  

Mr .  Speaker, there had been i n  the past some very 
serious a rg u ments, d ifferences of op in ions,  as to h ow 
costs, or how f i g u res, or how dol lars are shown or  
hand led i n  th is House. We have had g reat argu ments 
as to what constitutes capital account, what consti­
tutes cu rrent accou nts, and those are legit imate 
arg u ments that sometimes flow back and forth in the 
House, but the dol lars were always up there, they were 
always avai lable for us to be seen .  We may argue 

· about how they were reported. I can remember when a 
su bstantial change i n  a fiscal report ing  was u n der­
taken early on  in the l ife of the adm i n istration in 1 977-
78. We had considerable d ifficu lty, i nd iv idual  M in is­
ters had d ifficu lty in sort ing out what was capital, what 
was c urrent, in the reconci l iation of the d i fferent fig­
u res; that was some d ifficu lty, b ut the argument was 
not that $5 m i l l ion  wasn't shown here, or  $5 m i l l i o n  
was m issi n g  there,  t h e  argument was h o w  it was bei n g  
shown. 

Mr .  Speaker, what we're talk ing  about now is ,  it's not 
there. I t's j ust not there,  and what is  doubly insu l t ing ,  
Mr .  Speaker - and that's after M i n isters have gone 
out and reaped a l l  k inds of pol i tical credits for dol lars, 
some actually promised, some committed, some spent, 
and some j u st hoped for as is  the case of the beef p lan.  
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Mr.  Speaker, let me concl ude j ust on the beef p lan ,  
because I h ave a g reat i nterest i n  that .  I ' m  not  charg­
ing the Honourable M i n ister of Agriculture that he  
necessarily come u p  wi th  a program as r ich  as Sas­
katchewan's or Alberta's. I recognize, M r. Speaker, 
the fiscal capabi l ity of our province, but, M r. Speaker, 
they made a promise, and they could have j ust as 
easily picked out a f igure that he could have ham­
mered t h rough with h is  Cabinet, through h is  Treasury 
Board, j ust as they picked a f igure out of the a i r  for 
i n terest rel ief. They said in their  subsequent releases 
and in their statements, they've acknowledged it, you 
know $22 m i l l io n ,  or  $23 mi l l ion  isn 't going to solve al l  
the in terest rel ief problems i n  th is province, but 
obviously sitt i n g  down,  even before they were 
government, they said we wil l  dedicate ourselves up 
to $22 m i l l ion  for in terest rel ief,  and that's what they 
said they would do and that's what they're now carry­
i n g  on .  

Wel l ,  Mr .  Speaker, why cou ld  the same not have 
been done on  the cattle plan. We've got e ight  or  n i ne 
cattle plans fun ct ion ing  across this country u nfortu­
nately, i nstead of one national one. I t  doesn't take a 
g reat Houd i n i  to f igu re out - new p lans don't have to 
be devised. They were involved i n  a massive p lan for 
five years, not that long ago, some of the same actors, 
some of the same actors. So they could h ave come u p  
very easily, M r .  Speaker, i f  they wanted to, i f  they 
wanted a report with some fiscal i n tegrity, a f igure, 
$20-$25 mi l l ion ,  to come u p  with a n  income support 
p lan for beef produ cers in th is  province. M r. Speaker, 
they chose not to. Mr. Speaker, not so m uch because 
in my j u d g ment I sti! I have some faith in them,  u nl ike 
my col leag ue, the Member for Arth ur ,  I bel ieve that 
they are going to he lp the beef producers b ut ,  Mr .  
Speaker, that d id not fit i n  with their  overal l  strategy of 
mak ing sure that they got this kind of a headl ine.  

That was what they were after and they said,  look it ,  
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we wi l l  help you out, B i l l ie ,  later o n .  Don't worry, we 
won't leave you in the l u rch ,  we won't tell you how 
much ,  but the main thing is  pair th is down . They even 
al low it because school board pressu re was on  the 
M i n ister of Ed ucation ,  go  out and tel l  them what a 
g reat M i n ister you are and add ress some of the i m bal­
ances, as she described them, i n  the previous pro­
g ra m  that was announced by o u r  M i n ister of Educa­
tion a few years ago, a year ago. But  because the 
pressure is on, they said , f ine,  g o  out there, promise 
Winn ipeg No.  1 an extra $2 mi l l ion  i n  special  assist­
ance, but don't send any memorandum down to the 
F inance Department r ight now because that is  go ing 
bother with  th is headl ine .  That would push this head­
l ine  up to 1 7  percent to 1 8  percent up to 19 percent. I 
don't k now what that f igure f inal ly wi l l  be. 

M r. Speaker, when one i nnocent q uestion,  out of 
the blue, d iscovers $2 m i l l ion ,  I hate to th ink  of what 
we can do in the next few days by aski n g  a few more 
q uestions as to what others costs that have been 
committed , that have been identified , are not incl uded. 

I rather suspect that when we get through with the 
Honourable Member of M i nister of Health, the Member 
of St. Boniface, and we start tal k i n g  about M isericor­
dia and we start talk ing about addit ional floors on 
Concord ia  and when we do a few other t h i n gs l ike 
that, we wi l l  f ind some " lu lues"; we w i l l  f ind some 
dandies. 

Wel l ,  M r. Speaker. the Opposit ion has every right to 
be exercised at this part icular time and to delay get­
t ing i nto the spending Estimates. Frankly, Mr. Speaker. 
- ( I nterject ion)- No, we are delayed. I am prepared; I 
would l i ke to g o  i nto those spen d i n g  Est imates and I 
look forward to bein g  f i rst u p  with the Department of 
Natura l  Resources, but I would l ike to know that those 
pri nted spend ing  Est imates are m ore or less what the 
g overnment is  g o i n g  to spend. They are pretty wel l  
what they are going to spend .  

I appreciate there wi l l  be S u pplementary Supply; I 
appreciate there w i l l  be u nschedu led or u nknown 
costs that wi l l  accrue. We have a l l  the mechanism of  
deal i n g  w i th  that. The M i nister of F inance comes in to 
the Chamber and presents Supplementary Supply at 
the appropriate t ime but, M r. Speaker. for them to do 
th is  so ear ly in  the l ife of the ir  government and to d o  i t  
in  such a del i berate fash ion tel ls  us  someth ing  about 
the character of th is  government and tel ls  us  about 
someth ing  about the i ntegrity of th is  govern ment. 

MR. SPEAKER: The Honou rable House Leader. 

MR. PENNER: Yes, Mr. Speaker, addressi n g  the 
m ot ion - ( Interjection )- wel l ,  that's what I 'm  doing .  
R ight? Mr. Speaker, I would not  have ord inari ly have 
risen to speak on  the motion because we are anxious, 
and I a m  sure that the people of Manitoba are anxious, 
that th is House address itself to the business at hand;  
that is ,  to get away from the k ind  of rhetoric, ravin g ,  
roari n g  and rant ing that w e  have heard i n  t h e  last 
hour-and-a-half and to begi n  the detailed exa m ina­
tion of the Estimates. 

There is  the prime opportun ity for the Opposition to 
take the t ime that it wants to exa m i ne our  proposals 
for spend ing ,  to ask all of the q uestions wh ich it wants, 
but there they will by the very nature of the exercise, 
Mr. Speaker, be requ i red to be specific, to look very 
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carefu l ly  and to get away from th is  k i n d  of demag o­
g u ery which has taken the t ime of the House u nneces­
sari ly and . . .  

MR. SPEAKER: The Honourable Member for Turtle 
Mounta i n  on  a point of order. 

MR. RANSOM: M r. Speaker, I bel ieve that demago­
g ue ry is considered to be a n  u npar l iamentary 
expression.  

MR. SPEAKER: I a m  not s u re whether the word would 
add to the  level  of debate in  the House. I wonder i f  the 
Honou rable Attorney-General would l ike  to consider 
the remark. 

MR. PENNER: M r. Speaker, I am sorry, I d i dn't catch 
your ru l ing .  

MR. SPEAKER: I a m  suggestin g  to  the Honourable 
Attorney-General that he reconsider the remark. I t  
would not seem to add to the level of decor u m  in th is  
House to use such a word. 

MR. PENNER: Thank you, M r. Speaker. The Honour­
able Member for Lakeside said that the absence of 
somf) items i n  the Estimates were to h i m  i nexplicable. 
I war1t to j u st put somethi n g  in context, that is ,  that at 
the time when,  on  the mandate of the people of Mani­
toba which we received in such substantial  n u m bers 
and with such a substantial vote, we took office, there 
was, M r. Speaker, waitin g  on  the desks of each and 
every one of us ,  the Estimate books that  had been 
prepared by the members opposite, those that occu­
pied the Treasury Bench.  They were sittin g  on  our  
desks and we were faced wi th  a m o n umental task. 
One, was to exa m i ne these Estimate books which had 
been prepared u nder their g uidel ines; secondly ,  to get 
them ready thro u g h  the process of m i n isterial review 
in a time to be tabled in the House, but to d o  that, as 
the members o pposite k now, in such a way that we 
could meet the House as q u ickly as possible and to 
present to the House our election promises in the 
forms of legislat ion because that was a prom ise we 
made to the people of Manitoba, Sir, and that was a 
promise we in tended to fu l f i l ! .  

What d i d  we f ind ,  what d id  we fi.n d ?  In  going 
thro u g h  the Est imates, in  order to get them ready for 
print ,  and the members opposite who occupied front 
benches know the n um ber of days i t  takes to get 
Est imates i nto print. I want this to be k nown because I, 
as the person chair ing the Treasury Board, sat through 
the exercise. Even to get  them in to the stage where 
they were, where we tabled them, we had to cut out 
$ 1 55 m i l l ion which they had left us  in  those books to 
br ing  them in the shape that we bro u g ht them i n .  $ 1 55 
m i l l ion ,  $ 1 55 m i l l ion  of fat, $ 1 55 m i l l ion of excess, 
i nc lud ing  substantial n u m bers of extra h i ri n g  that 
they proposed to do. - ( I nterjection ) - That's true, 
that is  true and I am stat ing  that for the record. I want 
that to be known. They're there accusi n g  us of al l  
kinds of fiscal i rresponsib i l ity - $ 1 55 mi l l ion  c ut out 
in order to br ing i n  responsible Estimates. - ( I nter­
jectio n ) - From their Est imates. Now, we k new, S i r, 
that the Estimates as prepared by the then govern­
ment, by the M i nisters who occu pied the Treasury 
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Benches prior to Novem ber 1 7th ,  reflected their  p ro­
g ram thrust. 

We wanted to operate responsib ly ;  we d id n't th ink  
that we cou ld  delay the  meet ing of  the  House, that we 
could take the t ime to analyse every particu lar  pro­
gram. We knew that there would be th ings which we 
would want to i ntroduce, that of necessity we would 
want to be carefu l ly  art icu lated before we in trodu ced 
them. It would have bee n ,  i n  o u r  view, i rresponsib le to 
s imply put in a l i ne before we knew with respect to a 
particu lar  prog ram, whether it would be a combina­
t ion of g rants and loans or  l oans a lone, we were n ot 
go ing  to play fast and loose with the spend ing  Esti­
mates for the Provi nce of Manitoba by g uesswork. We 
k new, and we wi l l  accept the pol itical respons ib i l ity 
for it ,  that we would have to br ing  i n  I nterim Supply 
and the members opposite, who are now crit icizi n g  
us,  my g oodness they are past masters o f  special 
warrants and I nter im Supply. We can learn not h i ng 
from them on I nteri m Supply and Supplementary. We 
can learn noth i n g  from them , they are past masters at 
it ,  b ut in sayi n g  that, I don't want to appear to be too 
crit ical .  I t  is  known that every g overn ment,  as i t  devel­
ops its program, as it meets needs that develop that 
cannot be fully understood or f u l ly g rasped at the t ime 
that you prepare the Estimates, m ust at some t ime or  
a nother br ing  i n  I nter i m  Supp ly  and specia l  warrants 
i f  the House is  not in Session.  That is  knowin g ,  we 
make no apologies for that. 

We make no apologies for the fact that on  a nalyzin g  
the situation w i t h  respect to p u bl ic schools that cer­
tai n  addit ions were needed that could not have been 
anticipated fu l ly  when we had to let the Esti m ates go 
to print .  I want to  congratulate the M in ister for Educa­
t ion for h av ing the pol it ical cou rage to say to Caucus 
and to Executive Counsel and then this House, that 
th is  was needed and that it is bei n g  announced as a 
prog ram, and we'l l  ask for the money. It may not be i n  
t h e  pr int ,  b u t  we are not h i d i n g  a t  a l l  t h e  fact that we 
wi l l  need that money a n d  we wi l l  ask for it and we wi l l  
ask  for  it in  the normal  processes of  th is House.  

So, too,  with o u r  election promise with respect to 
assistance to the beef i n dustry. That's a complex 
q uestio n .  We want to exa m i ne the alternatives. We 
were not, no p u n  i ntended, about to be stampeded 
i nto some k i n d  of a rou g h  shot program made up of 
bits and p ieces. No! When we said, Mr .  Speaker, that 
we believed in the consultative p rocess, we meant it ,  
and we w i l l  demonstrate as we are demonstrat ing  with 
respect to the Beef Support Program that we i ntend to 
consult, not with the former M i n ister of Agriculture 
who has not demonstrated that he has an acute 
u n derstan d i n g  of th is  problem in terms of what he  has 
done in the past, we wil l  consult with the beef prod uc­
ers. The M i n ister of Agriculture is  consult i n g  with the 
beef producers and he w i l l  come forward with the best 
possi b le prog ram that wi l l  meet, to the extent we can,  
the needs of the beef producers, the cattle producers 
a n d  s t i l l  d e m o n strate t h e  m eas u re of f i s c a l  
respons ib i l ity. 

I want to say in conc lud ing these remarks, which I 
felt I m ust make i n  response to the k inds of remarks we 
heard from the two previous speakers, that the House 
should u n derstand ,  and I ' m  sure that the pub l ic  wi l l  
u n derstand,  that we came i n  at  a t ime when the former 
g overnment had a l ready in essence through its

department and th roug h its g uidel ines, because those 
Est imates were prepared on their  g u ide l ines, h ad pre­
pared the Estimate Books and my goodness g racious 
how fat they were i n  terms of the amount of money. 

I repeat agai n ,  and I ' l l  close with these remarks; we 
had to c ut out ,  and I want th is  to be known and that's 
why I'm emphasizing it ,  $ 1 55 m i l l ion ,  and now we wi l l  
present the Estimates. We are anxious, I hope you are, 
members opposite, I hope the members opposite are, 
S ir ,  to get i nto Committee of Supply and to begin to 
look at the detai led Estimates item by i tem,  and there 
wi l l  be their  o pportun ity, not this k ind  of flag wavi n g  
w h i c h  i s  oc c u py i n g  t h e  t i m e  of t h e  H o u se 
u n n ecessarily. 

MR. SPEAKER: The Honou rable Mem ber for Robl in­
R u ssel l .  

MR. MCKENZIE: Mr.  Speaker, I hope I c a n  assu re t h e  
Honourable Attorney-General that ii  I 'm  flag wav ing 
today, i t 's  for  the beef i ndustry and tryi n g  to  save it in  
th is  p rovince, and I hope that he and h is Caucus a n d  
the Treasury B e n c h  wi l l  bear witness to what is  tak i n g  
p lace i n  t h e  debate t h i s  afternoon and w h y  w e  are 
concerned. 

Mr. Speaker, I certa in ly  recogn ize that i t  is  q u ite 
possib le there was some $ 1 55 m i l l i o n  in the Est imates 
that were before the Treasury Bench when they took 
office, and I suspect that they went through those 
Est imates - they weren't the f inal  Estimates by any 
way, shape or  form - and they revised them to the 
form that they b rought them before th is  House. The 
one concern that I have is  that there is  noth ing in there 
for the beef industry, and that was an election promise 
of the Fi rst M i n ister of th is  provi nce, p romised in Sel­
kirk and withi n  weeks, with i n  weeks, promised to the 
industry. I f  the House wi l l  bear with me, I am most 
concerned today to see this govern ment starting off 
like that ,  mak ing  pledges and prom ises to the people 
of this province and not l iv ing up to them. 

I 'm pleased i n  many ways, M r. Speaker, we have one 
member  i n  th is House who was at that Sel k i rk meet­
ing ,  the Honourable Member  for G i m l i  was a witness 
to what was said at that meeti n g ,  it's all q uoted, and 
I ' m  s u re,  Mr .  Speaker, he 's  go ing  to r ise to h i s  place 
and try and defend his M i n ister and his government as 
to why they are not coming to the rescue of the beef 
i ndustry as they had promised. 

M r. Speaker, maybe I a m  a l ittle remiss today in not 
r isin g  earl ier on this matter because I suspect some of 
the f inest beef cattle in al l  of Canada is  in Robl i n­
R u ssel l  constituency. I dare say there is no j u risd ic­
tion in a l l  Western Canada that's got a beef stock 
comparable to the people,  the farmers that l ive . . .  

So, it is  my d uty and my responsib i l ity to rise o n  
their  behalf today a n d  express some concern and 
anxiety, especial ly when the M i n ister tabled the Esti­
mates in th is Chamber last n i g ht ,  there was noth i n g  
there for that i n dustry. 

Then,  of cou rse, came the head l i n e  today, Mr .  
Speaker, i n  today's paper. The phone has been r ing­
i n g  a l l  day by the beef producers in  my constituency 
wondering what is  go ing  on? How long does the 
i n d ustry have to be studied? How long d o  they have to 
realize that there is  a problem out t here, and a serious 
p roblem? I th ink  the former M in ister of Agricul ture 
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spelled i t  out pretty q uickly th is afternoon. 
I t  is  a serious problem and I 'm s u re the Member  for 

G i m l i  k nows h ow serious i t  is .  He pointed out in the 
art ic le there that there were people out do ing other 
meaningfu l  jobs to try and save their cattle herds o n  
t h e  farm. That's h o w  serious i t  i s .  I t h i n k  it's t i m e  well 
spent in th is C h a m ber th is  afternoo n ,  Mr.  Speaker, for 
us  to d iscuss that and hopeful ly get some answers 
from this government. 

I was shocked when I was sitt ing  in my place today, 
M r. Speaker, and got the answer that I got from the 
M i n ister of Agriculture i n  th is province who absolutely 
refused to g ive the farmers or  me any assu rances 
whatsoever that he has a plan . I n  fact, I doubt i f  has got 
it even throug h  Caucus yet, because read ing  th is  arti­
cle in the paper, i t  says that i t  hasn't been to Cabi net .  
So, how much  longer is i t  go ing  to take? When you 
read back and see what was said i n  Selk i rk by the First 
Min ister of th is province on November 5th ,  when he  
sa id ,  and I q uote it f rom the F i rst M i n ister, "Pawley 
gave farmers his assu rance that a n  N D P  Government 
would come to their  a id qu ick ly  with an i ncome assur­
ance program s im i lar to Saskatchewan's." He went o n  
t o  say, " I  don't mean by drag g i n g  i nto months and 
years," he  said. 

Now, Mr .  Speaker, what do we expect from a Fi rst 
M in ister of a prov ince who stands u p  and makes a 
statement l i ke that o n  November 5th ,  I bel ieve it was, 
in Selk i rk  and now is renegi n g  on  it ,  and his M in ister of 
Agricul ture is  renegi n g  on it? There are no funds i n  
t h e  Est imates a n d  w e  have got no  assurances today 
from anybody over there that there is  any money 
forthcomi n g  at all .  Why doesn't somebody stand u p  
a n d  g ive us t h e  assurances that w e  are aski n g  for? The 
Attorney-General rose in his place and said, "There 
was $ 1 55 m i l l i o n  worth of fat i n  the Estimates," but he  
has  never gave us  one word of assu rance that there is  
a p lan there, that i t 's  go ing to be i n  s ix weeks, three 
weeks,  or is  i t  g o i n g  to be there at a l l .  I am left with the 
i mpression  that there is no  beef p lan ,  there is  no  beef 
p lan .  Why can't we g ive a dead l i ne? The mon ies are 
not there. 

Mr. Speaker, what concerns me m ost of a l l ,  is  you 
see the F i rst M in ister now is hedg ing ,  he's hed g i n g  
and say ing  he  d i dn't m e a n  t o  say the t h i n g s  that he  
sa id ;  i n  fact he sa id  here to the beef produ cers that 
he's bei n g  forced, he's now being forced, i nto some­
t h i n g  at the provincia l  leve l .  Did he  say that o n  
November 5th when y o u  were i n  h is  company, my 
honourable f r iend for G iml i ,  d id  he say to you then  
that he  was bein g  forced? Not  a word about  be ing 
forced. He's g o i n g  o n ,  Mr .  Speaker, he was carefu l  to  
say here at  a news conference - a n  article out of the 
Wi n n i peg Sun - that Manitoba couldn't afford a mas­
sive subsidizat ion p lan .  Did he  say that in Selk irk on 
November the 5th ,  M r. Speaker? He did not say that i n  
Selk i rk; h e  never said a word about that. Did h e  go o n  
a n d  say, "We cannot u nder a n y  way, shape or  form 
support and subsidize beef producers in the same way 
as Alberta, Saskatchewan and O ntario can." Did he 
say that in Selk i rk? Did he say that when the Honour­
able Member  for G i m l i  was present i n  the roo m ?  

Mr .  Speaker, I d on't th ink  he d id ;  I don't th ink  he's 
told half the truth at a l l  and that's why I 'm concerned 
on behalf of the people i n  my constituency, and that's 
why I ' m  concerned on  behalf of the beef producers of 
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th is prov ince because the F i rst M i n ister is m islead i n g  
people i n  th is House;  he's m isleadi n g  the beef pro­
d ucers and we can't get any answers. We can't get any 
answers at al l .  They said weeks, the weeks are long 
gone,  M r. Speaker, and I a m  most concerned by the 
lack of i nformat ion,  the lack of in tegrity of th is  
government and their  lack of in terest i n  the beef  pro­
d ucers in this province. 

MR. SPEAKER: The Honourable Member for Emerson. 

MR. DR I EDGER: Than k  you, Mr. Speaker. I also want 
to rise and speak in support of the comments of my 
col leagu es of a few m i nutes ago. I found i t  very i nter­
est ing when the Attorney-General got up a n d  i n d i­
cated that we were delayin g  the activities of the House 
by not go ing  i nto Est imates. Somebody i n dicated 
there - I bel ieve i t  was the Honou rable M i n ister of 
Health said that we have a r ight to debate it. 

We d on 't on l }' · ave a r ig l�t. we have an obl igati o n ,  
because what happened here yesterday w h e n  the 
Estimates were tabled, and I 'm concerned when the 
Attorney-General says, we have a majority; the people 
of Manitoba gave us  a majority. To do what? Whatever 
you l i ke? To deceive the Man itoba publ ic .  That's the 
i mpress ion he was leav ing  and as I i nd icated in my 
speech to the Throne that there is  a deception go ing  
on  and the people across there, the government ,  they 
are deceiv ing the people of Manitoba. They did i t  i n  
t h e  Throne Speech. There was a n  antici pat ion that 
there woul d  be mon ies com i n g  for certa i n  programs. 

MR. SPEAKER: Order please. 
The Honourable Member  for Springfield on a point 

of order. 

MR. ANDY ANSTETT (Springfield): Mr. Speaker, I 
hesitate to do th is ,  but the word "decept ion" has been 
used throughout the last 1 0  days, and I would refer 
you to the same citatio n  which was cited earl ier with 
regard to the use of the word "demagoguery" and ask 
the member to refrain from us ing  those kinds of words 
which i m pute certai n th ings to th is  side of the House. 

MR. SPEAKER: I thank the honourable member for 
those comments and trust that the Honourable Member 
f0r Emerson wil l  bear them in m ind  as other members 
wi l l ,  I'm s u re. 

MR. DRIEDGER: M r. Speaker,  i f  the word "decep­
t ion" is n ot to be used in the House, I w i l l  then retract 
that and I ' l l  use the word "hoodwinked." I was taught 
at h o me that a spade is  a spade and you cal l a spade a 
spade. How do you get around the fact that if people 
are being m islead, i f  the g overnment is  m islead ing  
people, how do you properly word that? 

A MEMBER: Hoodwinked. 

MR. DRIEDGER: We' l l  use that word then. I 've been 
very concerned . . 

MR. SPEAKER: O rder please, order please. Order 
p lease. I am s u re that the use of the word "mislead i n g "  
w h e n  levelled agai nst t h e  g overn ment is  a s  much  out 
of order as the word "deception" is .  Would the hon-
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o u rable member  l i ke to reconsider h i s  c h oice of 
words? 

MR. DRIEDGER: - ( I nterject ion) - True. Thank you,  
M r. Speaker. I 'm gett ing  l i mited to how I can descri be 
my fee l i ngs as to what is  happen ing ,  but I 'd l ike to 
make some further reference to the Attorney-General 
who made a big deal out of this $155 m i l l ion ,  the part 
that they cut off and th is  type of t h i n g  and that they 
could n't change th ings  that we h ad i n itiated. Wel l ,  i t  
d i dn't take them very long to change the Agricultu ral 
Crown Lands sales pol icy. Boo m !  You k n ow, they 
f i red boards. It d id n 't take them very long to change 
various boards, no  problem with it at  a l l .  They are the 
government. 

Now, all of a sudden,  it seems to me they're tryi n g  to 
push the ball back to us.  I f  that is  how the g overnment 
feels, Mr .  Speaker, we are g lad to take over and we'l l  
i m plement a beef program i n  a very short order and we 
had n't p rom ised; we were work ing  on it at that t ime.  
The board that the M i n ister of Agriculture at that t ime 
had set u p  was fi red three weeks after they got i nto 
government. Maybe some of the members in the 
House do not real ize that Manitoba is  the o n ly prov­
i nce that d oes n ot have a Beef I ncome Assurance 
Program of some k i n d  and these people were rais ing  
flack here and saying ,  what's the b ig  dea l?  Give us 
t ime. 

The M i n ister of Agricultu re has left - I wil l  retract 
that. The M i n ister of Agricultu re is  ignor ing  the pleas 
and the people are wonder ing  why we're debat ing th is  
issue here today. The past M i n ister of F inance, the 
Member for Turt le M o u ntai n ,  i n dicated what is hap­
peni n g  with the tab l i n g  of the Estimates, the h id ing  of 
the monies. The concern that I have here as I i nd icated 
before i n  the Throne Speech that the government is 
n ot relat ing all the facts. They're putting out b l inders; 
they're p uttin g  out bait in a sense and people bel ieve 
in th is  k ind  of t h i n g .  The same t h i n g  is  g o i n g  to be 
happe n i n g ,  I assume,  with some of the other pro­
g rams that have been e n u nciated i n  the Throne 
Speech ;  the Mai n Street Program, the I n terest Rebate 
Program which is  su pposed to be he lp ing some of the 
farmers that are i n  d i re straits. Twelve out of a thou­
sand have q ual if ied; that is  help? The people of Mani­
toba are begin n i n g  to real ize what kind of govern ment 
we have. 

I d on't k now why there is such concern about hel p­
i n g  the beef i n dustry. When you consider the Province 
of Ontario, they're he lp ing the a uto ind ustry; C hrysler 
has been he lped. The major i n dustries up  there, they 
are bein g  su pplemented by the govern ment.  O u r  
major i n dustry here is  agr icu lture and t h i s  govern­
ment here has no compassion for the rural area. 

MR. SPEAKER: O rder please. The time for Private 
Members' Hour  h av ing arrived,  u n less i t  is the wish of 
the House by leave to move in to some other  item of 
business, there bei n g  no f u rther business before the 
House, the House is  accord ing ly adjou rned and wil l  
stand adjourned unti l  tomorrow afternoon at 2:00 p .m .  

The Honourable Member for  Turtle Mountain .  

MR. RANSOM: O n  a point  o f  order, S i r, . .  Private 
Members' busi ness to be conducted that it isn't auto­
matic that we would proceed with the business before 
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the House. 

MR. SPEAKER: The Honourable House Leader on a 
point of order. 

MR. PENNER: I would be prepared to accept that 
submission and this side of the House would i n  any 
event g rant leave to conti nue the debate unt i l  5:30 i f  
that's what the members opposite wish to do. 

MR. SPEAKER: I u nderstand that o u r  rules take 
precedence over trad it ional practice; however, i f  the 
House d oes g ive leave to cont inue then by u na n i mous 
consent, we may continue .  

The Honou rable Member for  Emerson may proceed. 

MR. DRIEDGER: M r. Speaker, I just have a few more 
comments. I am concerned about the role that the 
Manitoba Agricultural C redit Corporation  has been 
p lay ing .  I understand that the farm com m u n ity is  i n  
deep trouble.  I t h i n k  everybody ag rees with that and 
the present M i n ister of Agriculture has changed the 
role of M.A.C.C.  There's n o  more mon ies being bor­
rowed for many of the people that are i n  d ire trouble,  
a n d  I want to j ust i l l u strate o u r  concern that we had 
with the beef i n dustry and the agr icultural com m u n ity 
i n  the past. 

The previous M i n ister of Agricultu re through h is  
four years dealt w i th  the Beef I ncome Assurance Pro­
g ra m  at that t ime,  the beef assistance prog ram, which 
was a five-year type of  yoke that was hung around  the 
farmer's neck at that  t ime. We f ina l ly  got  that  cleaned 
up and in conju nction with that we were faced with, as 
was mentioned by the Member  for Lakeside, we dealt 
with f loods one year, various programs had to be 
i n itiated for the farm comm u n ity. The next year, we 
dealt with draught,  we had various programs to assist 
the beef industry, the agr iculture comm un ity in that 
area, the feed assistance progra m .  

T h e  q uest ion h a s  been raised, t i m e  and t i m e  again 
now, si nce we g ot i nto the House, based on  the prom­
ises that were made by the Fi rst M i n ister and the 
M i n i ster of Agr iculture to he lp and now we expect and 
we demand that you act on  these things.  

One more item,  Mr .  Speaker before I concl ude my 
rem arks. I woul d  l i ke to also i nd icate to the M i n ister of 
Agr iculture,  as I did in my Throne Speech as wel l ,  that 
he is  l i v ing  under  the u mbrella of su pply management. 
The Federal M in ister has indicated that he is prepared 
to i n itiate that k i n d  of a program,  a u n iform program 
across the Domi n ion  of Canada, and what does our  
M i n ister of Agricultu re do? He refuses to d iscuss it ,  he 
refuses to make a statement, he  makes no statements 
for the people of Manitoba, and h ides beh ind it and 
says, "Give me t ime." 

As i n d icated by previous speakers, there is  no  pro­
vision for money there. If the government wants the 
people of Manitoba to bel ieve that they want to insti­
gate a p rogram, then g ive us some facts, g ive us  dead­
l i nes, g ive us amounts of monies. The fact that they 
are not in the Esti mates is what is creat ing  concern on 
this side and as the Member for Robl in  i n d icated peo­
ple are phon ing ,  all the beef farmers are phon ing .  
They are f ina l ly  receiv ing the  message that  there is  no  
m oney avai lable to them after the promises that were 
made. We wi l l  keep bri ng ing  this issue up u nt i l  the 
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government of the day is  go ing  to act on it. 
Thank you. 

MR. SPEAKER: The Honourable Member  for Tuxedo. 

MR. FILMON: Mr. Speaker, in speaki n g  to the motion, 
I j u st have a few rem arks that I woul d  l ike to make i n  
addit ion t o  th ose that h ave al ready been -nade and the 
points that have a l ready been well taken by members 
on  this side. 

The fact of the matter is  that the Est imates that are 
before us, that were presented last eve n i n g ,  g ive us  a 
very stra ightforward i n dicat ion of what th is govern­
ment's real priorities are. I f  you examine the Estimates 
that were tabled last eve n i n g  and compare them to the 
statements that were made, both d ur ing  the previous 
e lect ion cam pai g n ,  and m o re recent ly  in  the Throne 
Speech ,  you f ind that i n deed those th ings  that they 
say they bel ieve i n ,  or that they p ut forward i n  g reatest 
pr iority, they don't real ly carry through with the k ind  
of  fiscal support that is  needed to  carry them out. 

I speak i n  part icular of a few items that came for­
ward both in the Question Period and in the Throne 
Speech ,  dea l i n g  firstly with the area of t ra in ing ,  the 
area of need i n  th is  prov ince for provid i n g  ski l led 
people, people ski l led in technologies, in trades, and 
in  areas of endeavour that  are i n  g reat demand in  the 
employment commun ity in  Manitoba. The Throne 
Speech makes a n u m ber  of d i rect references to it ,  Mr.  
Speaker. 

F irstly, I q u ote, "Manitoba's Com m un i ty Colleges 
wi l l  provide i ncreased t ra in ing  opportun ities in occu­
pations in which there are shortages of sk i l led workers. 
Priorities wi l l  contin u e  to be d i rected towards increas­
i n g  apprentices h i p  trai n ing ,  particularly within trades 
experienci n g  critical shortages of labour." 

There is  another reference further on  that says, 
"Efforts w i l l  contin u e  to be d i rected to i nc reas ing the 
accessibi lity of tra in ing  and employment. These efforts 
wi l l  he lp  Manitoba to keep the h uman resources that 
are critical in a modern econo my." 

F u rther a long ,  there is  reference to, "The govern­
ment wil l  participate in programs to train core area 
residents for long term employment in identified jobs 
in both the publ ic and private sectors." 

Mr. Speaker, what has happened in the Est imates, 
that have been la id before us, is  that the government  
has  shown what  i ts  t rue  p riorities are, i ts  t rue  com­
m itments are to trai n i n g  and i mprov ing the opportun i­
ties for sk i l led people i n  th is  province by g iv ing  a 3 per 
cent i ncrease to com m u n ity col leges for their budget. 

Wel l ,  Mr. Speaker, we know that that w i l l  not even 
cover the cost of the salaries, s ince the major portion 
of the b udgets in the commu n i ty col leges are salary 
based, that wi l l  n ot cover the n ormal increase i n  salar­
ies that are bei n g  projected this year over last year. Mr .  
Speaker, that m ust mean therefore that th is govern­
ment is  prepared to c ut programs to redirect its pr ior­
ity efforts away from those areas that they can provide 
ski l led people with opport u nities for employment i n  
this province. 

We see, M r. Speaker, that their priorities are i ndeed 
not what they said they were d ur ing  the elect ion cam­
pai g n ,  not what they said they were d u ri n g  the recent 
Throne Speech .  

F u rther to  that Mr .  Speaker, there were some very, 
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very stron g  com ments made i n  the Throne Speech o n  
Com m u n ity Services a n d  Corrections a n d  I q uote 
again ,  "Sig n i ficant provisions w i l l  be made i n  the 
expendi ture b udget to reflect the needs for addit ional  
chi ld care,  care for special  needs ch i ldren ,  and to 
recognize the i nflationary pressures on  publ icly funded 
daycare centres." 

Mr.  Speaker, we have to compare j ust exactly h ow 
these departments that are going to carry out these 
so-called expanded programs fared in comparison to 
the average increases that were a l lotted in the esti­
mates. The average increases, pri nt-over-pr int, des­
pite what the M i n ister of F inance said they were i n  
making some other type o f  funny comparison ,  pr int­
over-pr int the average increase was 1 6.9  percent.  The 
Department of Comm u n ity Services and Corrections 
is gett ing  1 1 .6 percent, that to carry out so-called 
increased programs that they have in m i nd ,  despite 
the fact that they have a l ready indicated that they have 
g iven a 1 6.5 percent i ncrease on  social a l lowances. 
How are they g o i n g  to do it ,  Mr .  Speaker? The fact of 
the matter is ,  they are not g o i n g  to i t  and it is  not a 
priority, and that's what the Estimates have now 
shown us.  

F u rther,  to that ,  Mr .  Speaker, we have some stron g  
statements i n  t h e  Throne Speech on  what they are 
goin g  to do with respect to Northern Affairs. I q u ote, 
" Northern M an itoba is  a source of rich m i neral 
resources, but many northern com m u n ities suffer 
from the l oss of economic  activity and very h i g h  
unemployment. My M i n isters want t o  make s u re that 
northern concerns are heard and that northern devel­
opment is  encouraged. My M i n isters a re hopeful  that 
tne contin ued consultation and negotiations in the 
Northlands Agreement wi l l  lead to economic devel­
opment for Northern Manitoba. There wi l l  be a con­
certed effort to i n s u re that Northern Manitobans are 
able to take full  advantage of the opport u nity to partic­
i pate in the development of n o rthern projects. As wel l ,  
my government wi l l  place a n  increased emphasis on  
the development of  strong ,  local government in  
northern affairs com m u n ities." 

Stirrin g  words, a 5 percent decrease in fund ing  th is 
year over last year i n  Northern Affairs. Where are there 
pr iorities? Where are they go ing  to come t h rough with 
the fund ing  to carry t h rou g h  the promises, the com­
mitments they have made in the Throne Speech ?  
They are n o t  there.  They are obviously elsewhere. 
They are elsewhere in some h idden agenda that they 
have of priorities for th is province, that they are not 
com i n g  out with . I suggest to you, Mr .  Speaker, that a l l  
that g l itters is  n ot go ld ,  and a l l  that they have prom­
ised , they wi l l  not keep. 

More so then that, M r. Speaker, it is becom i n g  evi­
dent j ust how l ittle they know about true accou ntabil­
ity, about true fiscal respons ib i l ity. The Attorney­
General got up and lectured us as a first t ime M i n ister 
on  j ust how tough it was to go th roug h  the Est imate's 
p rocess and what a h o rrible t ime they had in prepar­
i n g  $ 1 50 m i l l ion .  He made i t  l ook as though all of those 
th ings that were months away from completion when 
we left office, at least a month away from coming to 
final completion, a l l  of those so-called ask ing  b u dgets 
that were put forward by the departments were com­
m itments that we had made. 

N ot so, Mr. Speaker, let me tel l  you he  has obviously 
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had no busi ness experience, no  experience in deal i n g  
with budgets i n  t h e  past, he  h a s  l ived i n  that a i ry-fairy 
world of  theory so long that he doesn't even k now how 
to deal with true budget procedu res, the real ities of 
deal i n g  with what people want and what the govern­
ment can afford to g ive them. 

The fact of the matter is ,  Mr .  Speaker,  that I support 
the position of M i n isters or  even senior bureaucrats i n  
departments com i n g  forward with needed programs 
and say i n g  these a re very i m porta nt to us. And 
everyone of  us ,  i f  we bel ieved that what we d id  was 
worth w h i le as M in isters, would come forward with 
that kind of commitment,  with that kind of enthusiasm 
for the job that we had at hand. B ut the fact of the 
matter is that when we al l  came together and dealt 
with those aski n g  b udgets, the rea l ity of i t  was that we 
had to come forward with a f igure that we were pre­
pared to l ive with for the forthco m i n g  year, that we felt 
that the province and the people of this province could 
afford to l ive with for th is coming year. 

I t  is up to the government,  up to the Cabi net, to set 
the g uidel i nes and the l i mits and decide what its pr ior­
ities are and what the l i mits of the expenditures are 
and then cut the suit to fit the cloth. That's exactly 
what that side - ( I nterjectio n ) - cut the cloth to fit the 
s u it. Thank you for the correction .  O bviously I'm not a 
tai lor, perhaps some of the others i n  the crowd are. I n  
any case, that's why you're i n  government i s  t o  make 
those decisions, to make those priority decisions. The 
d ifficu lty I have is  u ndersta n d i n g  what your priorit ies 
are from the Ma in  Esti m ates of Expend it u re that 
you've put before us. 

The Attorney-General says that they are very big on 
the consultative process, but  i t  o bviously works from 
the k i n d  of th ings that we've had, those l ittle patch­
work addit ions that came i n ,  the $2 m i l l ion  for the City 
of Winn ipeg School Div is ion No. 1 and all of those 
other l ittle th ings that haven't been incl uded i n  these 
Est imates. O bviously,  the ir  idea of the consultative 
process is  that the person who talks to them last 
before they walk in to make their  statements gets 
thei rs inc l uded, without any real fiscal respons ib i l ity, 
without any overall plan and comparative priority and 
that's his idea of the consultative process. 

Wel l ,  I suggest to you that the real fiscal responsibi l­
ity isn 't j ust a patchwork make-do response to those 
special i nterest g ro ups that they have 1 . 0. U . 's out to as 
a result  of their elect ion promises and campai g n .  It's 
more than that; it's the true tests of the fiscal responsi­
b i l ity of th is  government and I suggest that they don't 
really u nderstand that. 

Thank you, Mr .  Speaker. 

MR. SPEAKER: The Honourable Member for Portage 
la  Prairie. 

MR. LLOYD HYDE (Portage ia Prairie): Thank you, 
M r. Speaker, i t  won't take me that long to say a few 
words in support of the Beef Prod uction Stabil ization 
Prog ram i n  Manitoba, that is  the lack of it I should say. 

Mr. Speaker, I come from an area which is not one of 
the largest beef prod uc ing areas of the prov ince but 
what cattle we do produce i n  that area is  good cattle as 
well .  

Mr. Speaker, I want to ask f irst of a l l ,  how long does 
the Fi rst M i n ister expect any b usi ness person or  any 
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businessman i n  the Prov ince of Manitoba to contin u e  
t o  function w h i l e  they're losi n g  m o ney? 

The predicted deficit for 1 982, Mr. Speaker, has 
been predicted as $46 m i l l io n .  N ow, Mr .  Speaker, as I 
have poi nted out when I spoke to the T h rone Speech, I 
spoke that, "How long can a person hang o n  with 
los ing money the way we're do ing?" These cattle pro­
d ucers in the province here today certa in ly  are u p  
agai nst i t  a n d  i t  would appear that they're j ust bei n g  
overlooked b y  t h e  present government. 

Dur ing the past few months wh i le we were prepar­
i n g  for the election , the Premier travel led across th is  
provi nce and sa id what g reat th ings he  was go ing to 
do for a l l  aspects of the economy and for the P rovince 
of Manitoba. What has he done? Today he has done 
very very l ittle. Promises that he can not fu l f i l !  and wi l l  
not fu lf i l ! ,  Mr .  Speaker. Yes, what a bout the 
l icence plates? My goodness, yes. The money that he  
spent  on  that he cou ld  h ave very wel l l ooked after 
many other programs. M r. Speaker, he  won that elec­
tion on  promises that he cannot fulf i l  I .  

O ne o f  t h e  promises that he made was that he woul d  
hel p t h e  beef producers o f  Manitoba. N o w ,  it h a s  been 
pointed out probably th is afternoon, that he  m ad e  
promises wh i le  he was speak ing in  Sel k i rk a n d  it's 
true. It's right in the news release where the P remier  
d id  make the statement i n  Selk irk on  the n i g ht of  the 
f i f th .  So, Mr .  Speaker, h is  promises mean n ot h i n g  -
nothi ng .  

T h e  F i rst M i n ister also stated t i m e  and t i m e  again ,  
he would a i d  t h e  fami ly  farm, which i s ,  he has admit­
ted, the backbone to the agricultural economy of the 
province.  

Now, M r. Speaker, I d id  not want to m iss the oppor­
t u n ity j ust to say a few words in support of this here 
m uch needed program. The M i n ister of Agriculture 
today stated i n  Question Period that hel p was com i n g .  
That's n ot good enough.  H e  h a d  h is  opportun ity last 
n i g ht - the M i n ister of Fi nance had the opport u nity to 
make that announcement that there was a f ixed f igure 
coming for the producers of Manitoba, but  he d i dn't 
have it ;  he wou ldn 't make i t  k nown that there wasn't 
def in ite support for the beef producers of Manitoba .  

Mr .  Speaker, it's evident that the majority of  the  
people i n  the Opposit ion are  not  acquainted wi th  the  
p l ight  of  the farmer and I don't bel ieve they're in ter­
ested in the farmer. It is obvious up to date that they 
haven't been showing any interest towards the benefit 
of the farmer. I wou l d  suggest that i f  they want to be 
re-elected i n  another four years down the road they 
better start and be looking and tak ing  some consider­
ation towards the fami ly  farm, the beef prod ucer, the 
farmer i n  general ,  because after a l l ,  when we as 
farmers stop produc ing those people wi l l  be m i g hty 
m i ghty h u n g ry. 

I t  is k nown , Mr .  Speaker, where the producer of 
cattle today is  los ing as m uch as $ 1 00 per head by the 
t ime that an imal is either p u rchased or raised on  his 
farm ,  fed to the point where it is  i n  condit ion to meet 
the market. Un less the producer gets assistance very 
shortly, Mr. Speaker, there is  go ing to be very very few 
cattle producers left and avai lable to he lp the econ­
omy of this province. 

M r. Speaker, last n i g ht I was d isappointed when the 
F i rst M i n ister and h is M i n ister of F inance did not make 
mention at a l l  of monies available for th is  program and 
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i t  was very noticeable to me and wi l l  be very noticea­
b le, Mr. Speaker, to the people of Portage la  Prair ie,  
that there was no mention in that speech last eve n i n g  
f o r  monies to b u i l d  t h e  p o o l  f o r  the cit izens o f  Portage 
la Prairie and the residents of the Manitoba School for 
Retardates in Portage la Prairie. Thank you. 

MR. SPEAKER: T h e  H o n o u ra b l e  M e m be r  f o r  
M i nnedosa. 

MR. BLAKE: M r. Speaker, I wou ldn 't want to let th is  
opportun i ty pass without sayi ng a word or two on  
behalf of  the beef prod ucers i n  my part icular area, but  
fi rstly, I wou ld  l i ke to  say a word i n  relation to the  
remarks made by the Attorney-General. I don't b lame 
h i m  for gett ing  u p  when they've been sal ly ing forth 
from this side, one upon the other. I don't b lame h i m  
f o r  gett ing  u p  t o  try a n d  defend a rather  defenseless 
posit ion of his F inance M i n ister, but I want to rem i n d  
h i m  seei n g  a s  he's a newcomer t o  this Cham ber, when 
he talked a bout delayin g  the b usiness of the House 
and ho ld ing u p  the affairs of the House, that if he'd j ust 
go back a few years and there are st i l l  a few over on  
that  s ide  of h i s  k ind  that wi l l  wel l remember what 
happened when they were o n  this side. So I j ust advise 
them to keep that in m i n d  when we're accused of 
obstructi n g  the bus iness of the House or a nyth i n g  of 
that nature. 

Mr. Speaker, I too cannot he lp but on  many occa­
sions - I know they're go ing  to be very very frequent 
i n  th is  House - to hearken back to the well del ivered 
and excel lent material in the speech that the seconder 
to the Speech from the Th rone made, the Honourable 
Member for B urrows, about h onesty i n  government 
and obviously he's go ing  to have to go and -
( l nterjection )-and responsible government and bein g  
responsive t o  t h e  needs o f  the people. I th ink  he's 
g o i n g  to have to take some of the members, Mr .  
Speaker, on  that side i nto h is  confidence and real ly 
explain to them agai n what he  meant i n  that speec h .  I 
k now he spoke with fee l i ng  and spoke from the heart 
when he  del ivered that message in seconding that 
Speech from the Throne. But he's goi n g  to have to 
take those gentlemen on the front bench aside and 
g ive them a l ittle m o re d i rection  because they were 
not l isten ing,  Mr. Speaker, when they prepared those 
Est imates and brought in the spen d i n g  Estimates l i ke 
they d i d  last n ig ht with - I ' m  looki n g  for the r ight 
word so that you won't ru le me out of order, but  I have 
very very m u ch d ifficu lty in f i nd ing  one that's not 
going to be u n parl iamentary - but  to the say the least, 
there were th ings in that B u dget that should have 
been in those Est imates that were not there. We 
u nderstand that money is go ing  to have to come from 
somewhere n ow. Today we find out that there are 
several m i l l ions of do l lars that are go ing  to be spent 
and we are j ust very very concerned, Mr. Speaker, of 
how m uc h  m o re we're go ing  to turn u p  i n  the next few 
days, i n  the next few weeks with some m o re of o u r  
q uestion ing ,  h ow m uch we're go ing  to f ind that hasn't 
been inc luded in that B udget. 

We hear so much  of the promised assistance to the 
beef prod ucers. I h ope that the remarks I 'm going to 
make doesn't jeopardize in any way any plans that the 
M in ister of Health m ight  have for my constituency 
because they're n ot real ly  d i rected at h i m  b ut ,  Mr .  

Speaker, I don't know how m u ch money they're going 
to come up with i n  S u pplementary Est i mates for the 
beef s u bsidy progra m .  But  I don't want to g o  through 
and repeat a l l  of the prom ises that were made by 
var ious members on  that side of the House and espe­
cial ly the First M i n ister because he does have beef 
producers in his area. I have a lot of good beef pro­
d ucers in my area that are phon ing  continua l ly  and 
sayin g ,  where d oes the program stand ?  How far is  i t  
a long? I s  the M i n ister havi n g  meetings? What  hap­
pened to the committee and a l l  of the work i n  the 
meet ings t'iat were held by the former M i n i ster? Was 
that not passed on?  Was the contin u ity not there? Was 
the in formation n ot avai lable that he could have come 
u p  with a program within a couple or  three weeks or  a 
month after bein g  elected such as he promised i n  the 
election campaig n ?  Many of the other members prom­
ised it. I 'm s u re the Member for Dauph i n  prom ised h is 
beef producers hel p immed iately if this government 
should be elected. 

Mr. Speaker, those people are n ow becom i n g  very 
i mpatient because it's go ing  to be market t ime very 
very soo n ,  and those fel lows are not go ing  to be able 
to market those cattle and take another loss of $75 to 
$100 an a n imal and withstand a nother  season of feed­
i n g  a n imals at such and such a loss. The M e m ber  for 

· G i m l i ,  as was mentioned many ti mes, was with the 
Premier when that promise was made that last act ion 
woul d  be taken, not as r ich as he woul d  l i ke maybe,  
b ut fast action  would be taken . I u rge the Mem ber for 
G i m l i  to get up  and get i nto the debate and tel l  us  what 
has h appened to that promise the F i rst M i n ister m ade, 
so he  can j ustify i t  to his constituents - this lack of 
act ion that is so apparent to us  today, M r. Speaker. 
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I d on't know h ow our economy can survive m uc h  
longer, Mr .  Speaker. I th ink  a l l  t h e  speakers on  that 
side and certa in ly  on th is  side have acknowledged 
how i mportant agr iculture is to the economy of th is  
country a n d  th is  particu lar  province. I t  doesn't take 
very very long for the d isaster in the r u ral areas, a 
d rought ,  bad crops or a d isaster such as h i t  the beef 
producers of th is  provi nce to be felt in the City of 
Winn ipeg .  I t  doesn't take very very long for that to 
f i l ter down through o u r  part icular economy to affect 
every merchant and every citizen i n  the City of 
Winn ipeg. 

So there's no q uestion that the effects of agr iculture 
on o u r  economy are very very predomi nant.  But  you 
know, Mr. Speaker, of a l l  the promises that were made 
d u ri n g  the election and won't be kept, there's a g reat 
many,  it's j ust go ing  to be i m possib le for them to keep 
them and they m i g ht as wel l 'fess up to some of them 
now and ad mit  that they were a l ittle rich because 
there's no  q uestion about that. Our beef producers 
can rest assured that there is  go ing  to be pressure on 
them, Mr. Speaker; there'l l  be pressure on  the M i n ister 
of Agr iculture; there' l l  be pressure on the First M i n is­
ter day by day u nt i l  th is  prog ram is i n  p lace and a 
satisfactory one is i n  p lace for the beef prod ucers of 
th is province. 

M r. Speaker, when I talked about elect ion promises 
I can't he lp but  th ink  back to a n u m ber of years ago, a 
h eadl ine  that appeared - I j ust don't have it here, but  I 
know some of o u r  mem bers have it - that was made 
by a former Premier of th is  province who h as n ow 
solved h is  personal  war on poverty and is lavish i n g  
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down east i n  a regal role. He once said and was q uoted 
in very large headl ines, "The name of the game is 
bein g  re-elected,  even if i t  means bend ing  your pr in­
c iples a l ittle." There is  n o  doubt,  Mr .  Speaker, that h is 
message was taken to heart by the members opposite 
because they have certa in ly  gone a long long way to 
ben d i n g  some of the pr inci ples of the people over 
there. As I say, when I refer to the remarks from the 
Member for B urrows, he spoke with feel i n g  on  honesty 
and responsi b i l ity in govern ment and he is  go ing  to 
have to have another chat with the front bench over 
there because we haven't seen much  of a d isplay of it 
to date, Mr. Speaker. I hope that we're going to have 
some good, sol id ,  convinc ing answers from the M in is­
ter of F i nance when he gets back i n  and speaks on the 
Esti mates and on  the f u rther debates that occu r  i n  th is 
House. Thank you, M r. Speaker. 

MR. SPEAKER: The Honou rable Mem ber for Stur­
geon Creek.  

MR. J. FRANK JOHNSTON (Sturgeon Creek): We've 
got a l l  k inds of cattle raisers in Sturgeon Creek. M r. 
Speaker, I j u st want to refer to the Est imates that were 
presented last n i g ht and certa in ly  the excuse pres­
ented by the Attorney-General. 

Mr .  Speaker, many years ago when I was Chairman 
of the St .  James Pol ice Commission and M r. Maltby 
was the C h ief then, who is  now the O mbudsman of the 
Province of Manitoba, I approved the expendi ture of 
funds to h i re the present Attorney-General to d o  some 
lectur ing  to the Pol ice Department of the City of St. 
James, and had I k n own n ow then what I know now I 
might not have made that approval. 

M r. Speaker, I can say to you that the M i n ister has 
got up a n d  said that there we were out there,  or  the 
M i n ister of Education was out there,  who h ad boldly 
come and said to the Cabinet that we have to do this 
and we have got o u r  Esti m ates done and so she went 
out and a nnounced it, because we al l  k now that the 
printing had to be done. 

M r. Speaker, it takes approxi mately, and I tel l  the 
honourable mem bers on  the other side, ten days to 
two weeks to pr int  the Esti mates in t h is province, and 
there were many occasions w here there were c hanges 
made when I was on the Treasury Bench a n d  i n  
Cabinet ,  changes made r ight  u p  t o  that t ime a n d  they 
were sti l l  put  in the Est i mates that were presented to 
this House .  It 's nearly a month ago that the M i n ister of 
Education was mak ing the promises to the education 
people i n  th is province rega rd ing  the funds she was 
g o i n g  to put in and that $2 m i l l io n  was part of it. Mr .  
Speaker, that  is not a very good excuse, and for  the 
Min ister to get  up and say to us,  you know,  that  here 
we were with $ 1 55 m i l l i o n  of cutt ing  that we had to do. 

Mr .  Speaker, in 1 977,  when I took over the Manitoba 
Housin g  and Renewal Corporation,  there was a request 
for $ 1 1 0  m i l l i on worth of p u bl ic hous ing  and the 
amount of m oney avai lable from the Federal Govern­
ment was $42 m i l l ion .  We did some cutti n g ,  M r. 
Speaker. Mr .  Speaker, I can tel l  you that the amount, 
the fi rst draft of budgets, that is gone through a l l  the 
t ime.  I com mend the honourable gentleman for taking 
a look at the budgets that were there before them and 
a nalyz ing  them as to what they wanted to have in or  
what they wanted to h ave out .  So, Mr .  Speaker, the  
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excuse that's been g iven to us  today is  wrong. 
The Attorney-General is  showing  h is  l i ttle bit of 

tem per about the fact that we are speak ing today; he  
wi l l  have to learn  that i n  th is  House, Sir, - a n d  you are 
wel l  aware of it ,  M r. Speaker, because you were i n  
Government and you were i n  Opposit ion the same as I 
was - that the Opposit ion has the privi lege of speak­
i n g  in th is  House on  more occasions than he  w i l l  
probably realize that we have and the mem bers of th is  
s ide  wi l l  take the opportun ity to present the i r  con­
cerns on  the basis of the constituents and the people 
that elected them. As a matter of fact, this is  one time 
when the people in the back row over there could have 
gotten i nto the debate, but probably have been told to 
"Cool it fel l ows, cool i t  fel lows. I haven't got that in my 
plans." - From your House Leader. 

So,  Mr .  Speaker, let the House Leader be very sure 
a n d  let h i m  be reminded that there were t imes when 
the I nterim Supply was held u p  when we were govern­
ment to the point where i t  became very crucial .  As a 
matter of fact, we held it up one t ime when we were i n  
Opposit ion and the government of the day, wh ich was 
the N D P  Party, walked down the ha l l  and passed a n  
Order-i n-Counci l  f o r  t h e  money - ( lnterject ion)­
i llegal ly,  correct. 

So there wi l l  be ti mes, and I say to the Attorney­
General ,  Mr. Speaker, that h is  temper and h is  fact that 
he is  go ing  to have h is  way completely in th is House is 
not go ing  to happen. 

Mr .  Speaker, I wi l l  say s incerely about the Esti­
mates, I w i l l  say th is :  all the Est imates; we have a set 
that are not accurate, we know that; you know it  too; 
you know the salaries aren't accurate; one of the ma in  
expenses of  runn ing  th is  government ,  they're not  
accurate. - ( I nterject ion)- Wel l ,  you're go ing  to pay 
out more than $ 1 0  m i l l ion  in salaries. 

Mr.  Speaker, the other th ing  that I wanted to br in g  to 
the attent ion and my colleague d i d  today, the Member  
for Turtle Mountain ,  is  the exaggeration and the l itera­
t u re and the talks, s ince they've been government,  
about what is  g o i n g  to happen i n  Economic Develop­
ment; and when the M i n ister of F inance went to the 
trouble of point ing out 8 percent increase, Mr.  Speaker, 
the i ncrease is  $2 m i l l ion  approxi mately, and it's go ing  
to the Rac ing  Comm ission. You know what that is?  
That's to pay out the money for  purses to the Rac ing  
Comm ission,  and you pay that out after you've taken i t  
i n .  I n  other words, you pay out less than you take i n .  
Y o u r  i ncrease i n  Economic Development i s  the pu rse 
support that is done for the Racing Commission and 
to the rac ing  i n dustry, and the reason why i t 's  h igher  
th is  year  is  you've got sta ndard bred rac i n g  g o i ng on 
at  the Downs that  were never there before. 

So, M r. Speaker, the Economic  Development 
Department o n  the operat ion side is  down. Now,  i f  th is  
government feels, and the M in ister, who has every 
r ight  to present their  Est imates and the Cabinet and 
Treasury Board, feel that  that's the way they want  to 
go,  M r. Speaker, they h ave every r ight to do so and 
they have every reason to expect to be crit ic ized for  i t ,  
I can te l l  you that. But, Mr .  Speaker, let's not  present 
somethi n g  to the people that is not factua l ,  because 
these f igures don't show the actual  c ircumstances as 
they are in th is  House. 

So, Mr. Speaker, as I say, there are, as you know, S i r, 
the Opposition i n  th is govern ment, i n  th is  democratic 
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system ,  has the privi leges that we have wh ich makes 
o u r  system as good as i t  is  and we i ntend to use them,  
Mr .  Speaker, regardless of the l ittle tantrums of  the 
Attorney-General. 

MR. SPEAKER: The Honourable Member for Swan 
River. 

MR. D. M. (Doug) GOURLAV (Swan River): Thank 
you, Mr.  Speaker. 

I th ink  for people on  th is  side of the House, and 
part icu larly those members that  represent a rural 
area, we had to be very d isappointed last n i g ht when 
the Main Estimates of Expenditu re were tabled and 
there wasn't one red cent i n  there for a Beef Stabi l iza­
t ion Program.  

Now,  the members opposite say, what h ave you 
done i n  the last four years? Wel l ,  I ' d  j ust l i ke to take 
you back for maybe m o re than fou r  years. In 1 975 a n d  
1 976 the government o f  the d a y  was t h e  same a s  the 
present government and they i ntroduced a Beef 
I ncome Assu rance P lan ,  a n d  i t  was needed at that 
time; the beef farmers were in a very depressed state 
a n d  the Beef I ncome Program was brought i n  a n d  it 
was a legal n i ghtmare,  I m i g ht add. There was about 
75 percent of the beef producers in this provi nce 
s igned up in that program d u ri n g  1 975 and 1 976. Then 
there was a n  elect ion i n  1 977 and the beef pr ices were 
p retty good for the next couple of years. I n  fact. they 
were so good that the people that had s igned u p  i n  th is  
program were ob l igated to pay m oney back to the 
government, but because of the loopholes in  the pro­
g ra m  and the mess that had been c reated in that pro­
gram it was i m possible for the government  of the day 
to admin ister that program effectively in the way that 
had been or ig i na l l y  set u p  by the  t h e n  N O P  
government. 

Now, I bel ieve late i n  1 978 the beef prices again 
became qu i te depressed. and unt i l  1 98 1  the situation 
was becoming serious again.  Our  M i n ister of Agricul­
t u re at that t ime appointed a body to look at the whole 
beef program to see the best way to handle it ,  in view 
of the fact that the federal people were not about to 
i ntroduce a national stabilization program which would 
have been the best method to handle  th is  type of 
program .  But  at least, the M i n ister of Agriculture of 
the day, the present Member for Arthur ,  had estab­
l ished this committee to look in and br ing recommen­
dations to the govern ment so t h at we could l ook at a 
program that could be effectively handled and paid for 
by the people of th is province. 

I m i g ht say that d u ri n g  the election campaign last 
year there was a long hard cry, especial ly from the 
N O P  members, that there shou ld  be a beef stab l i l iza­
tion program brought i n ,  and I m i g ht say that the N O P  
candidate from my a rea, w h o  is  a very competent 
ind iv idual  and one that I have a lot of respect for, 
campaigned hard and long on  this progra m  to br ing i n  
a stab l i l ization progra m .  A s  a matter o f  fact, they 
broug ht in the M i n ister of Agriculture from Saskatch­
ewan to a meet ing in the Swan Valley area, to expound  
the  advantages and the  good aspects of  the  Saskatch­
ewan stab i lization program. The present Premier at a 
meetin g  - I bel ieve it was q uoted i n  either Sel k i rk or  
G iml i  - i n dicated that he woul d  br ing i n  th is  program 
s im i lar  to Saskatchewan i n  a matter of months after 
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bein g  elected. 
Obviously,  the members o pposite had some k i n d  of 

game plan in m i n d ,  because they went out a n d  prom­
ised the farmers of th is  provin ce that they would br ing 
i n  a Beef Stab i lizat ion Program equal to Saskatche­
wan's. They m ust have had some idea of how much 
this program was going to cost Manitobans and -
When was the elect ion? T h ree a n d  one-half months 
ago, and here the Estimates were tabled last n i g ht. 
there isn't one red cent in there for the beef i ncome 
progra m .  

I th ink  that th is  i s  rea l ly  a matter o f  pr inc ip le that we 
are debat ing here r ight now and this is  supposed to 
represent the Ma in  Expend itures of this province for 
1 982. You can't tell me that the members o pposite 
d idn 't have some idea of what a Beef Stabi l izat ion 
P rogra m  was going to cost the taxpayers of the Pro­
v ince.  so that i t  cou l d  have been brou g ht in with these 
Estimates. 

I would have to say that the people of Manitoba, 
part icu larly the beef producers, are part icu lar ly d is­
appointed i n  that the M i nister of Agricu l ture today has 
further announced that i t  w i l l  be some weeks before 
any possible Beef Stabi l ization Pro g ra m  can be 
announced. Certain ly  this will be too late for a lot of 
beef producers in the P rovince of Manitoba and par­
ticularly in the Swan Valley area. 

Now I k now that I mentioned that the N O P  when 
they were campaign ing  for the election,  they ho l lered 
loud and long  that there would be a Beef Stabi l ization 
Program broug ht in i mmediately. The candidate in my 
area, he  campaigned on  many platforms and he  said 
that the people in the southeast part of the consti­
tuency of Swan River were part icular ly hard pressed, 
and I know that I speak for h i m  to that he  will be 
d isappointed that there is  no money l isted in these 
Estimates to come to the rescue of the beef producers, 
not o n ly in the Swan Val ley area but in the P rovince of 
Manitoba. 

So, Mr. Speaker, I d id n't want to miss the o pportu­
n ity to br ing these com ments and put them on record 
at this t ime. 

INTRODUCTION OF GUESTS 

MR. SPEAKER: Before recogniz ing the honourable 
member, I wonder if I m i g ht d i rect the attent ion of the 
Honourable Members to my gal lery on  my left,  where 
we have 46 people from Towner County in North  
Dakota. They are  members of  the North  Dakota 
Farmers U nion  under  their Co-Ordinator, Mr. Terry 
Jacobson .  On behalf of a l l  the mem bers, I am p leased 
to welcome you this afternoon. 

BUSINESS OF THE HOUSE (Cont'd) 

MR. SPEAKER: The Honourable Member for N i akwa. 

MR. KOVNATS: Thank you ,  Mr. Speaker. I wou l d  j u st 
l i ke to take th is  opport u n ity j ust to spend a couple of 
m i nutes, and I am n ot go ing  to take that long .  if I could 
have the attent ion of the honourable members, j ust so 
that  they could l isten to what a c i ty member has to say 
concerni n g  the Beef Stabi l izatio n  Program .  

I have heard a l l  o f  t h e  remarks bein g  made concern­
ing the ru ral members. but the city members s upport 



the farmers who are rais ing the cattle also. It is not j ust 
a rural problem. it is  a urban problem also. 

I j ust got to come up with a few points and then we 
will carry on  with the busi ness of the House. I have n o  
i ntention o f  prolong ing  t h e  b usiness o f  the House. 

I d o  q ual ify to speak on  the Beef Stabi l ization Pro­
gram.  because I d on 't know about some of the rest of 
you . I worked at Canada Packers. I worked on  the beef 
k i l l ,  and I h ave been very close to th is  industry. and I 
know some of the problems. 

I would j ust want to say that the farmer i n  Man itoba, 
who is rais ing  cattle today needs help now. You are 
go ing  to g ive h i m  that he lp al most r ight away. so why 
not do it n ow? You are not go ing  to get the credit  for i t .  
we are. because we forced you i nto it .  

MR. SPEAKER: Order please. Order please. Order 
please. Would the members g ive the honourable 
member the courtesy of their  attent ion.  The honour­
able member wi l l  recal l .  I am sure.  that he should 
direct h is  remarks to the Chair  and not  d i rectly to 
other members. 

MR. KOVNATS: Thank you .  Mr. Cha i rman .  Mr .  
Speaker. I beg your  pardon.  

I would j ust l i ke to get  back to what I was speak i n g  
about. M r .  Speaker. that i t  h a s  t o  b e  d one n o w .  You 
can't wait any l onger.  They have p icked u p  the song 
"Manana." Do you remember the song "Manana. it 's 
good enough for me." That was their son g ,  but  it is  not 
good enough for me,  M r. Speaker. Manana is  tomor­
row. Aga in ,  they need help now. 

I woul d  j ust l i ke to make reference I saw the 
Honou rable Member for St. Johns .  and he  is  do ing a 
wonderfu l  job i n  he lp ing  to raise food and c lot h i n g  for 
the poor, u nfort u n ate people over in Poland,  and he 
doesn't care who gets the credit .  He wants to see that 
the hel p has to come now. With that type of an atti­
tude. I don't know why it d oesn't permeate throughout 
the whole of that group o n  that side.  Mr .  Speaker. and 
my remarks are to you,  Sir .  that they should be doing it 
now. 

I was out in Menis ino over the weeken d ,  and there is  
a farmer out there who raises cattle, and he  l ost one 
cow over the weekend .  I k n ow h ow it h u rt h im to l ose 
that one cow. It is  so i mportant  that we do somet h i n g  
to bri n g  th is  cattle b usi ness u p  to the p o i n t  where they 
can m ake a l i v ing  and l ive with the d i g nity that is  
requ i red to be a cattle rancher here i n  the provi nce. 
Let us g ive those cattle ranchers the d ig nity that they 
need. the support that they need. and let's d o  it now. 
Mr. Speaker. Thank you.
