Bill 66-The Winnipeg Canoe Club 
Incorporation Amendment Act 

Mr. Chairman: Did the sponsor for Bill 66, Mrs. 
Render, have any opening remarks? 

Mrs. Shirley Render (St. VItal): As you know, I am 
very pleased to be sponsoring the amendment to 
The Winnipeg Canoe Club Act. What  the 
amendment seeks to do is to make very clear that 
the club is a not-for-profit corporation by providing 
that, upon dissolution of the club and after the 
payment of all debts and liabilities, the remaining 
property of the club should be distributed or 
disposed of to charitable organizations or 
organizations which are beneficial t o  the 
community. I would urge that all members support 
this amendment. Thank you.
