At this 
point there are no persons registered to speak on 
Bills 206, 300, 301 and 302. 

Is there anyone in the audience today who would 
like to make a presentation to the committee on 
any of these bills before the committee? No? 
Seeing none, we will proceed with the detailed 
consideration of the bills. 

In what order would the committee like to 
consider the bills? Shall we begin with Bill 206? 
Agreed? 

An Honourable Member: No. 

Mr. Chairperson: Okay, then we will go with Bill 
300? 

Mrs. Shirley Render (St. Vital): We have one 
person in the audience who is here from the 
Manitoba Historical Society, so if there is no-

Bill300-An Act to Amend an Act to 
Continue Brandon University Foundadon 

Mr. Chairperson: We will then proceed to Bill 
300. Prior to hearing opening statements from the 
sponsor and the critics we will hear from legal 
counsel. Bill  300 is what we have under 
consideration right now. 

Ms. Shirley Strutt (Legisladve Counsel): Mr. 
Chairperson, members of the committee, as 
required by Rule 108 of the roles of the house, I 
now report that I have examined Bill300, An Act 
to Amend an Act to Continue Brandon University 
Foundation and have not noted any exceptional 
powers sought or any other provision of the bill 
requiring special consideration. 

Mr. Chairperson: Thank you very much. Does 
the sponsor of the bill, Mr. Evans, Brandon East, 
have any opening statements. 
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Mr. Leonard Evans (Brandon East): Well, very 
briefly, the bill essentially allows the foundation to 
expand its membership, which enables it to be 
more effective because it is now going to draw 
upon people throughout Canada who are alumni of 
Brandon University to help out, including some 
important TV personalities, I understand So it is 
going to assist the foundation in raising funds in 
the future, so I would trust there would be 
unanimity.

Mr. Marcel Laurendeau (St. Norbert): No 
opening statement, Mr. Chairperson. I just move 
that the committee recommend that the fees paid 
with respect to Bi11301, The Misericordia General 
Hospital Incorporation Amendment Act, be 
refunded less the cost of printing.

Bill302-The Manitoba Historical Society 
Incorporation Act

302.

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Ms. Shirley Strutt (Legislative Counsel): Mr. 
Chairperson, members of the committee,  as 
required by Rule 108 of the Rules of the House, I 
now report that I have examined Bill 302, The 
Manitoba Historical Society Incorporation Act. 

As the Preamble sets out, this private bill 
establishes the corporate status of the Manitoba 
Historical Society, which was lost with the repeal 
of an act to incorporate the Historical and 
Scientific Society of Manitoba. Section 10 of the 
bill validates the corporate decision making of the 
Manitoba Historical Society during the period 
when it was without corporate status. While this is 
an unusual situation, the corporation is not seeking 
any exceptional powers, and the saving provision 
in Section 10 preserves the rights of third parties 
and validates only decisions otherwise lawfully 
made. 

Mr. Chairperson: Thank you. Does the sponsor 
of the bill, Mrs. Render, have any opening 
statement? 

Mrs. Shirley Render (St. Vital): Well, I am very 
pleased to act as sponsor to this bill. As I stated 
earlier, the Manitoba Historical Society's original 
incorporating act was repealed inadvertently in 
1990. The society is now asking that this act be 
passed to re-establish its corporate status and to 
ensure that its decision making since the original 
act was repealed is valid and enforceable. 

I will just make reference to the fact that the 
Manitoba Historical Society has played and 
continues to play an important role in preserving 
this province's heritage, and passage of this bill 
will ensure its corporate status and thus allow the 
society to continue its very important ro1e. 

I move that this committee recommends that the 
fees paid with respect to Bill 302, The Manitoba 
Historical Society Incorporation Act, be refunded 
less the cost of printing. 

Motion agreed to. 

Mr. Chairperson: The bill will now b e  
c onsidered clause by clause.  Du ring t h e  
consideration o f  the bill, the Title and Preamble are 
postponed until all clauses have been considered in 
their proper order by the committee. 

Clauses 1, 2, 3, 4--pass; Clauses 5-11 inclusive 
-pass. 

Mr. Leonard Evans (Brandon East): I am very 
supportive of the bill. I just wondered, and I guess 
I missed the discussion in the second reading, but 
there was just a straight oversight on the part of 
someone to allow this to happen that they were not 
included in the re-enacted statutes in 1990. 

Mrs. Render: My understanding is that it should 
have been re-enacted in English and French, and 
the society was given to understand that it was not 

necessary to do it, so it felt that it could continue its 
existence without its essentially legal status 
b e c a u s e  it w as filing everything w i t h  the 
corporations-it was just felt that it was not 
necessary. As I say it  had received, I think, 
perhaps, incorrect advice.

Ms. Strutt: I think there w as a slight 
misunderstanding with the society, and they made 
an assumption that they had continued under The 
Corporations Act and were appropriately carrying 
on business under The Corporations Act. When it 
transpired, they were n o t. So it is p urely 
inadvertence. 

Mr. Leonard Evans: Yes, and this v alidates 
everything back to that point. 

Mr. Chairperson: Preamble-pass; Title-pass. 
Bill be reported. 

Is it the will of the committee that I report the 
bill? [agreed] 

Bill206-The Code of Arms, Emblems and 
the Manitoba Tartan Amendment Act 

Mr. Chairperson: We will now proceed with Bill 
2 06, The Code of Arms, Emblems and the 
Manitoba Tartan Amendment Act (Loi modifiant 
la Loi sur les armoiries, les embl�mes et le tartan 
du Manitoba). Does the member responsible for 
Bill 206 have any opening statement? 

Mr. Gerry McAlpine (Sturgeon Creek): Mr. 
Chairperson, just a couple of remarks. It is my 
pleasure to introduce this bill and to ask for the 
support of members. This is a bill that basically is 
an amendment to The Coat of Arms, Emblems and 
the Manitoba Tartan Amendment Act, whereas it 
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would declare April 6 as Tartan Day in Manitoba 
into perpetuity. This, as we have experienced in 
the past three years, has been proclaimed April 6 
by the Premier's Proclamation each year in the 
past three years, and what we want to do with this 
amendment is to give this recognition without the 
proclamation but to have it declared as Tartan Day 
April 6 in each year-to be declared as Manitoba 
Tartan Day. 

Mr. Chairperson: Do any other members of the 
committee have any opening statements? 

Mr. Kevin Lamoureux (Inkster): Yes, Mr. 
Chairperson, I just wanted to make comment 
actually on all four bills, if I may, just to indicate 
that there was unanimous support on all four bills 
going even through the committee stage, this being 

of course one of them and I am quite prepared to 

see it pass. 

Mr. Chairperson: I thank the member for those 

opening comments. The bil l will now be 
considered clause by clause. During consideration 

of the bill, the Tide and Preamble are postponed 

until all clauses have been considered in their 

proper order by the committee. 

Clauses 1 to 3 inclusive--pass; Preamble-pass; 

Tide-pass. Bill be reported.
