Commissioner. The act also specifies that the
Commissioner is to be appointed on a part-time
basis.

I would like to advise the committee that Mr.
Bill Norrie's term as Conflict of Interest
Commissioner will expire on December 3, 2005. Mr.
Norrie has indicated his willingness to remain in this
position until February 1, 2007.

How does the committee wish to proceed this
morning?
