1. The Licencee shall meet or exceed the guidelines for Agrichemical Warehousing
Standards Association (AWSA) certification.

2. The Licencee shall install and maintain, for all pesticide storage structure(s), an
automatic system(s) for fire detection and security.

3. The Licencee shall, at all times during the operation of the Development, implement a
high standard of equipment maintenance and operational practices.

4. The Licencee shall reduce the production and dissemination of wastes by initiating
and maintaining waste reduction and waste recycling programs.

Respecting Construction and Operation A

The Licencee shall obtain all necessary municipal, provincial and federal permits and
approvals for construction of relevant components of the Development prior to
commencement of construction.
