A. If, in the opinion of the Director, the Licencee has exceeded or is exceeding or has or is failing to meet the
specifications, limits, terms, or conditions set out in this Licence, the Director may, temporarily or permanently,
revoke this Licence.

B. If, in the opinion of the Director, new evidence warrants a change in the specifications, limits, terms, or
conditions of this Licence, the Director may require the filing of a new proposal pursuant to Section 10 of The
Environment Act.
