Based on the recommendations from the Environmental Compliance and
Enforcement Branch, Environment Act Licence No. 2474 is cancelled and file 4534.00 is
closed.

The licence was issued to Milton Plett - R.M. of Bifrost on September 8, 2000.
Milton Plett sold fertilizer from 2000 to 2004 and has not sold fertilizer since 2004. The
bins located on the farm are used in the family farm operation.

Environmental Compliance and Enforcement Branch conducted an inspection of
this facility on September 16, 2019, and recommended cancelling the licence in an
email sent on September 13, 2023.

This does not imply that impacts to soil or groundwater resulting from the
development have been corrected or addressed. Additional decommissioning work may
be required if future inspections or new information reveal deficiencies or environmental
damage.
