6. The Licencee shall at the request of the Director, conduct soil, air (stack and/or ambient), ground water, surface
water or noise monitoring at or adjacent to the Development.

7. The Licencee shall, unless otherwise specified in this Licence, ensure that all analytical determinations are
undertaken by an accredited laboratory for any of the following analytes as may be specified by the Director:

b. NHj3 - (in Air);

The Licencee shall submit Within one (1) year prior to closure of the facility, for the approval of the Director, a
formal detailed Decommissioning Plan for the facility.

The Licencee shall implement, on closure of the facility, the approved Decommissioning Plan.
REVIEW AND REVOCATION
If, in the opinion of the Director, the Licencee has exceeded or is exceeding or has or is failing to meet the

specifications, limits, terms, or conditions set out in this Licence, the Director may, temporarily or permanently,
revoke this Licence.

. If construction of the development is not commenced within three years of the date of this Licence, the Licence

is revoked.
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C. If, in the opinion of the Director, new evidence warrants a change in the specifications, limits, terms, or
conditions of this Licence, the Director may require the filing of a new proposal pursuant to Section 10 of The

Environment Act.
